EXPLANATION 

The requested extension is needed to support data collection system changes related to end o f 
the year data submissions by schools as collection deadlines extend through Mid -September. 

A request for proposals was posted on the Department website on June 28, 2019. The 
Department was seeking an individual or organization to update the proprietary i4see data 
collection application which included Career & Technical Education (CATE) and English 
Speakers of Other Languages (ESOL) conversions; to design, build, and deploy a new 
proprietary common database application and update the common database application and 
schema; to enhance the proprietary Educator ESS survey system; and to update, build, and 
c reate SQL Server Reporting Services (SSRS) reports and submission applications. Community & 
School Partners was subsequently awarded the original contract.

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The Deportment would like to continue to expand the service responsibilities Community & School 
Partners, LLC, will provide. Community & School Partners. hos assisted with a variety of 
development initiatives. and hos a great deal of knowledge regarding the functionality o f the 
systems. as well a s the ability to translate technology requirements into business needs in order to 
implement the changes and opera1ionol supports for the DEAR data collec tion systems.
