REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Transportation to enter into a contract with R.G. Tombs Door Company,
LLC, Hooksett, NH (Vendor # 155178) on the basis of a single bid in the amount of $43,900.00 for door
maintenance and repair services at facilities maintained by the Bureau of Turnpikes, effective upon
Governor and Council approval or July 1, 2021, whichever is later, through June 30, 2023. 100%
Turnpike Funds.

Funds to support this request are anticipated to be available in the following accounts in State FY 2022
and State FY 2023 upon the availability and continued appropriation of funds in the future operating
budget, with the availability to adjust encumbrances between State Fiscal years through the Budget
Office, if needed and justified.

EXPLANATION

The Department's Bureau of Turnpikes has identified priority repairs, planned alterations, and new
installations of doors to maximize safety and efficiencies. Sixteen (16) locations were identified in the
vendor contract. These locations include six (6) maintenance sheds, eight (8) toll facilities, the Seabrook
Welcome/Tourist Information Center, the Nashua E-ZPass Walk-in Center, and other locations as
needed. Nine of these facilities are occupied 16 to 24 hours a day for collection of tolls and to provide
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visitor services at the Seabrook Welcome/Tourist Information Center. This contract will also allow for

emergency repairs on a 24 hour/7 days per week basis as needed.

The Department advertised for bids in the Manchester Union Leader on March 24, 25 and 26, 2021 and
on the Bureau of Turnpikes' and Purchase & Property websites from March 24 through April 21, 2021.
Invitations to bid were also sent to three bidders who had previously submitted bids. Bids are deposited
in a bid box and the bidders are unaware of how many bids have been received until they are opened.
One sealed bid was received and publicly opened on April 21, 2021 (bid results attached). R.G. Tombs
Door Company, inc. was the sole bidder to provide the door and window services as required in the
proposal. The contract will begin subsequent to approval by the Governor and Council, no sooner than
July 1, 2021, and will end on June 30, 2023. The contract is for a total of $43,900.00.

This contract was last bid on April 11, 2018. R.G. Tombs Door Company, Inc. was the sole bidder. This
contract is used mainly for repair of the overhead doors at Turnpike maintenance facilities. R.G. Tombs
was awarded the contract for $45,560.00 in 2018. The contract total has decreased by 3.6% mainly due
to the Percent Markup bid on an estimated $16,000 in repair parts. The markup was reduced from 25%
in20l8to 15% in 2021.

The contract has been approved by the Attorney General as to form and execution. Copies of the fully
executed contract are on file at the Secretary of State's Office and the Department of Administrative
Services' Office; and subsequent to Governor and Council approval will be on file at the Department of
Transportation.
