REQUESTED ACTION

1. Authorize the Department of Transportation to enter into a contract with Stephens Marquis
Associates, Inc., (Vendor 157584) of Merrimack, NH on the basis of a low bid of $392,000.00 for the
upgrade of the existing underground diesel storage tank at the Chester Shed, from the date of Governor
and Council approval through October 15, 2021, unless extended by the Department in accordance with
the Standard Specifications. 100% Underground Fuel Tank Replacement - Capital-Fund.

Funding is contingent upon the availability and continued appropriation of fimds in Fiscal Year 2022 as
follows:

2. Further authorize that a contingency in the amount of $19,600.00 be approved for payment of latent
conditions, which may appear during the construction of the project. The contingency requested is 5%
of the contract amount.

EXPLANATION

This project is part of the Underground Fuel Tank Replacement Program under the Capital Fund. This
project consists of upgrading an existing steel 3,000-gallon, jacketed steel, diesel underground storage
tank (UST) at the Chester Shed (PS 513). The Contractor shall provide all labor and materials to
complete the scope of work, which includes the removal and disposal of existing tank top piping,
environmental monitoring system, manholes, concrete, pre-manufactured pump enclosure, and concrete
island and fueling apron and the replacement and relocation of these appurtenances with new equipment.
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The project includes the upgrade of the electrical and monitoring systems serving the UST, as well as
installing a new propane generator. In addition, the existing UST will remain in place.

The Department of Transportation is required to comply with all DES rules relative to the testing and
removal of all Underground Storage Tanks (USTs). The Chester location is at risk of being closed and
has been identified by Fuel Distribution and Highway Maintenance as high priority project for the
program to address.

The Contingency amount is proposed to be 5% of the contract amount. This is to account for the risks
associated with any unknown conditions associated with removals, driveway matches, grading and
drainage issues. In addition, there is risk with closure of the existing underground storage tank system.

Although the bid costs exceeded the Department's estimate by 6.69%, the low bid of 3 bids received is
felt to be reasonable for the work involved. Re-advertising this project would result, in our opinion, in
higher prices and prevent the completion of the work in a timely manner. The Department considers it
to be in the best interest of the State to accept this bid to accomplish these needed repairs.

The Contractor has been prequalified by this Department. The Contract has been approved by the
Attorney General as to form and execution, and the Department has certified that the necessary funds are
available and the bid reasonably conforms to the engineer's estimate in accordance with State procedure.
Copies of the fully executed contract are on file at the Secretary of State's Office and the Department of
Administrative Service's Office, and subsequent to Governor and Council approval will be on file at the
Department of Transportation.

This project funding is 100% Underground Fuel Tank Replacement - Capital Fund.

A copy of the Tabulation of Bids received for this project is attached along with the Contract
Supplemental Sheet and a map indicating the location of the project.
