EXPLANATION

As part of the goals for the Wildlife Conservation and Restoration program, an effort to develop and
implement an urban wildlife education program in Manchester with the New Hampshire Audubon Society
Massabesic Center is a continuation of an Urban Wildlife Education program that began during the 2003-
2004 school year. The original program ran through the Amoskeag Fishways in Manchester. Specific
materials for the program were developed and have been improved upon with evaluation.

Prior to the Amoskeag Fishways closing in March 2019, over one hundred programs were delivered annually
in Manchester elementary schools. This contract will support 100 Urban Wildlife Education programs to
Manchester elementary schools. Since the Amoskeag Fishway is now closed, the New Hampshire Audubon
Massabesic Center is the only center in the Manchester area that focuses on wildlife resources and
management. They have done an outstanding job in re-designing and implementing this program.

17. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived
or discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by the
parties hereto and only after approval of such amendment,
waiver or discharge by the Govermor and Executive Council of
the State of New Hampshire unless no such approval is required
under the circumstances pursuant to State law, rule or policy.

18. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM. This Agreement shall
be governed, interpreted and construed in accordance with the

- laws of the State of New Hampshire, and is binding upon and

inures to the benefit of the parties and their respective successors
and assigns. The wording used in this Agreement is the wording
chosen by the parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule
of construction shall be applied against or in favor of any party.
Any actions arising out of this Agreement shall be brought and
maintained in New Hampshire Superior Court which shall have
exclusive jurisdiction thereof,

19. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of a conflict
between the terms of this P-37 form (as modified in EXHIBIT
A) and/or attachments and amendment thereof, the terms ‘of the
P-37 (as modified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

20. THIRD PARTIES. The parties hereto do not intend to
benefit any third parties and this Agreement shall not be
construed to confer any such benefit.

21. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement are
for reference purposes only, and the words contained therein
shall in no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, censtruction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

22. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set forth in the attached EXHIBIT A are incorporated
herein by reference.

23. SEVERABILITY. In the event any of the provisions of this
Agreement are held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be
contrary 10 any state or federal law, the remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and effect.

- 24. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be

executed in a number of counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed an original, constitutes the entire agreement and
understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings with respect to lhc subject matter
hereof.
