REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, State Library, to award American Rescue
Plan Act (ARPA) sub-grants to the 2 Library's shown on the attached list for a total amount of $24,021 to
promote continuous improvement in library services to better serve the people of New Hampshire upon
Governor and Executive Council approval through December 31, 2022. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

The State Library's ARPA Grant is to be used by the Nashua and Manchester City Library's to promote
continuous improvement in library services in all types of libraries to better serve the people of New
Hampshire.

The Nashua Public Library will purchase 7 individual study tables from Tucker Library Interiors for
customers to use in the adult area of the building. These will replace the oak study tables and allow the
Nashua Public Library to offer patron seating in the building that complies with social distancing
protocols recommended by the CDC and public health authorities.

The Manchester City Library will use the funds to lease two secure charging stations from Veloxicity for
patrons to use while visiting the library, and purchase new chairs from Demco for their largest meeting
room. Charging stations that are easy to use yet secure are highly needed by visitors and others in
Manchester and subsequent costs in future years will be funded at least in part by the Manchester City
Library Foundation. The current meeting room chairs are over 30 years old and upholstered, which is
hard to keep clean and sanitary with COVID cleaning protocols.

The Attorney General's office has approved the attached sample agreement as to form and substance, and
will approve the actual agreements with the Library's as to execution. Once approved, copies of the
agreements will be kept on file at the agency. ^
