REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 261:97-c, Use of Funds, authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division

of Parks and Recreation, Bureau of Historic Sites (Division) to enter into a contract with The Public Archaeology
Laboratory, Inc. (VC #248327), Pawtucket, RI in the amount of $24,743 to research and prepare a Historic
District Area Form (HDAF) for Pawtuckaway State Paik, Nottingham NH upon Governor and Executive Council
approval through December 31,2021. 100% Other Funds (Agency Income).

EXPLANATION

A Request for Proposals (RFP) was issued in January 2020 seeking a qualified consultant to prepare a Historic
District Area Form for Pawtuckaway State Park. The RFP was posted on the Department of Administrative
Services' procurement webpage, sent to construction houses, and directly emailed to consultants who are
qualified to prepare this report. Five responses were submitted and the Public Archaeology Laboratory, Inc. was
selected by a review panel in March 2020. Due to the pandemic spending freeze, this contract was held until the
freeze was lifted this spring.

The Conservation Number Plate Fund is used to promote the use and conservation of cultural resources in New
Hampshire and to preserve the cultural heritage that belongs to all New Hampshire citizens by providing for the
preservation of publicly owned historic properties.

The HDAF will evaluate the significance of Pawtuckaway State Park developed in 1966 as a component of the
mid-century period of expansion of the NH State Park System. The Park was considered a prototype model for
new park planning. The research will be directed at identifying readily available primary and secondary sources
that will provide information about the history of Pawtuckaway State Park. The research will used to prepare a
historic context statement and developmental history that will be used to evaluate the historical significance of
Pawtuckaway State Park.

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2. SERVICES to BE PERFORMED. The State of New
Hampshire, acting through the agency identified in block I.I
("State"), engages contractor identified in block 1.3
("Contractor") to perform, and the Contractor shall perform, the
work or sale of goods, or both, identified and more particularly
described in the attached EXHIBIT 8 which is incorporated
herein by reference ("Services").

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.
3.1 Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, and subject to the approval of the Governor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire, if applicable,
this Agreement, and all obligations of the parties hereunder, shall
become effective on the date the Governor and Executive
Council approve this Agreement as indicated in block 1.17,
unless no such approval is required, in which case the Agreement
shall become effective on the date the Agreement is signed by
the State Agency as shown in block 1.13 ("Effective Date").
3.2 If the Contractor commences the Services prior to the
Effective Dale, all Services performed by the Contractor prior to
the Effective Date shall be performed at the sole risk of the
Contractor, and in the event that this Agreement does not become
effective, the State shall have no liability to the Contractor,
including without limitation, any obligation to pay the
Contractor for any costs incurred or Services performed.
Contractor must complete all Services by the Completion Date
specified in block 1.7.

4. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.
Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are
contingent upon the availability and continued appropriation of
funds affected by any state or federal legislative or executive
action that reduces, eliminates or otherwise modifies the
appropriation or availability of funding for this Agreement and
the Scope for Services provided in EXHIBIT B, in whole or in
part. In no event shall the State be liable for any payments
hereunder in excess of such available appropriated funds. In the
event of a reduction or termination of appropriated funds, the
State shall have the right to withhold payment until such funds
become available, if ever, and shall have the right to reduce or
terminate the Services under this Agreement immediately upon
giving-the-Contractor notice of such reduction or termination.
The State shall not be required to transfer funds from any other
account or source to the Account identified in block 1.6 in the

event funds in that Account are reduced or unavailable.

5. CONTRACT PRICE/PRICE LIMITATION/
PAYMENT.

5.1 The contract price, method of payment, and terms of payment
are identified and more particularly described in EXHIBIT C
which is incorporated herein by reference.
5.2 The payment by the State of the contract price shall be the
only.and the complete reimbursement to the Contractor for all
expenses, of whatever nature incurred by the Contractor in the
performance hereof, and shall be the only and the complete

compensation to the Contractor for the Services. The State shall
have no liability to the Contractor other than the contract price.
5.3 The State reserves the right to offset from any amounts
otherwise payable to the Contractor under this Agreement those
liquidated amounts required or permitted by N.H. RSA 80:7
through RSA 80:7-c or any other provision of law.
5.4 Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the
contrary, and notwithstanding unexpected circumstances, in no
event shall the total of all payments authorized, or actually made
hereunder, exceed the Price Limitation set forth in block 1.8.

6. COMPLIANCE BY CONTRACTOR WITH LAWS
AND REGULATIONS/ EQUAL EMPLOYMENT
OPPORTUNITY.

6.1 In connection with the performance of the Services, the
Contractor shall comply with all applicable statutes, laws,
regulations, and orders of federal, state, county or municipal
authorities which impose any obligation or duty upon the
Contractor, including, but not limited to, civil rights and equal
employment opportunity laws. In addition, if this Agreement is
funded in any part by monies of the United Slates, the Contractor
shall comply with all federal executive orders, rules, regulations
and statutes, and with any rules, regulations and guidelines as the
Stale or the United States issue to implement these regulations.
The Contractor shall also comply with all applicable intellectual
property laws.
6.2 During the term of this Agreement, the Contractor shall not
discriminate against employees or applicants for employment
because of race, color, religion, creed, age, sex, handicap, sexual
orientation, or national origin and will take affirmative action to
prevent such discrimination.

6.3. The Contractor agrees to permit the State or United States
access to any of the Contractor's books, records and accounts for
the purpose of ascertaining compliance with all rules, regulations
and orders, and the covenants, terms and conditions of this
Agreement.

7. PERSONNEL.

7.1 The Contractor shall at its own expense provide all personnel
necessary to perform the Services. The Contractor warrants that
all personnel engaged in the Services shall be qualified to
perform the Services, and shall be properly licensed and
otherwise authorized to do so under all applicable laws.
7.2 Unless otherwise authorized in'writing, durihg~the'term of
this Agreement, and for a period of six (6) months after the
Completion Dale in block 1.7, the Contractor shall not hire, and
shall not permit any subcontractor or other person, firm or
corporation with whom it is engaged in a combined effort to
perform the Services to hire, any person who is a State employee
or official, who is materially involved in the procurement,
administration or performance of this Agreement. This
provision shall survive termination of this Agreement.
7.3 The Contracting Officer specified in block 1.9, or his or her
successor, shall be the Slate's representative. In the event of any
dispute concerning the interpretation of this Agreement, the
Contracting Officer's decision shall be final for the Stale.
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8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES. '

8.1 Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Contractor shall constitute an event of default hereunder ("Event
of Default"):
8.1.1 failure to perform the Services satisfactorily or on
schedule;

8.1.2 failure to submit any report required hereunder; and/or
8.1.3 fiiilure to perform any other covenant, term or condition of
this Agreement.
8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may
take any one, or more, or all, of the following actions:
8.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence of
a greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) days from the
date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not timely cured,
terminate this Agreement, elTective two (2) days after giving the
Contractor notice of termination;
8.2.2 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the contract price
which would otherwise accrue to the Contractor during the
period from the date of such notice until such time as the State
determines that the Contractor has cured the Event of Default
shall never be paid to the Contractor;
8.2.3 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and set off against any other obligations the State may
owe to the Contractor any damages the State suffers by reason of
any Event of Default; and/or

8.2.4 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default, treat the Agreement as breached, terminate the
Agreement and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity, or
both.

8.3. No failure by the Stale to enforce any provisions hereof after
any Event of Default shall be deemed a waiver of its rights with
regard to that Event of Default, or any subsequent Event of
Default. No express failure to enforce any Event of Default shall
be deemed a waiver of the right of the State to enforce each and
all of the provisions hereof upon any further or other Event of
Default on the part of the Contractor.

9. TERMINATION. ,
9..I Notwithstanding paragraph 8, the Slate may, at its sole
discretion; terminate the Agreement for any reason," in whole or
in part, by thirty (30) days written notice to the Contractor that
the State is exercising its option to terminate the Agreement.
9.2 In the event of an early termination of this Agreement for
any reason other than the completion of the Services, the
Contractor shall, at the State's discretion, deliver to the
Contracting Officer, not later than fifteen (15) days after the date
of termination, a report ("Termination Report") describing in
detail all Services performed, and the contract price earned, to
and including the date of termination. The form, subject matter,
content, and number of copies of the Termination Report shall
be identical to those of any Final Report described in the attached
EXHIBIT B. in addition, at the State's discretion, the Contractor
shall, within 15 days of notice of early termination, develop and
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submit to the State a Transition Plan for services under the

Agreement.

10. DATA/ACCESS/CONFIDENTIALITY/

PRESERVATION.

10.1 As used in this Agreement, the word "data" shall mean all
information and things developed or obtained during the
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports,
files, formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic,
representations, computer programs, computer printouts, notes,
letters, memoranda, papers, and documents, all whether
finished or unfinished.

10.2 All data and any property which has been received from
the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose
under this Agreement, shall be the property of the Stale, and
shall be returned to the State upon demand or upon termination
of this Agreement for any reason.
10.3 Confidentiality of data shall be governed by N.H. RSA
chapter 91 -A or other existing law. Disclosure of data requires
prior written approval of the State.

11. CONTRACTOR'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the

performance of this Agreement the Contractor is in all respects
an independent contractor, and is neither an agent nor an
employee of the State. Neither the Contractor nor any of its
officers, employees, agents or members shall have authority to
bind the State or receive any benefits, workers' compensation.or
other emoluments provided by the State to its employees.

12. ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACTS.

12.1 The Contractor shall not assign, or otherwise transfer any
interest in this Agreement without the prior written notice, which
shall be provided to the State at least fifteen (15) days prior to
the assignment, and a written consent of the State. For purposes
of this paragraph, a Change of Control shall constitute
assignment. "Change of Control" means (a) merger,
consolidation, or a transaction or series of related transactions in

which a third party, together with its affiliates, becomes the
direct or indirect owner of fifty percent (50%) or more of the
voting shares or similar equity interests, or combined voting
power of the Contractor, or (b) the sale of all or substantially all
of the assets of the Contractor. ■ —

12.2 None of the Services shall be subcontracted by the
Contractor without prior written notice and consent of the Slate.
The State is entitled to copies of all subcontracts and assignment
agreements and shall not be bound by any provisions contained
in a subcontract or an assignment agreement to which it is not a
party.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. Unless otherwise exempted by law,
the Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the State, its
officers and employees, from and against any and all claims,
liabilities and costs for any personal injury or property damages,
patent or copyright infringement, or other claims asserted against
the State, its officers or employees, which arise out of (or which
may be claimed to arise out of) the acts or omission of the
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Contractor, or subcontractors, including but not limited to the
negligence, reckless or intentional conduct. The State shall not
be liable for any costs incurred by the Contractor arising under
this paragraph 13. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein
contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the sovereign
immunity of the State, which immunity is hereby reserved to the
State. This covenant in paragraph 13 shall survive the
termination of this Agreement.

14. INSURANCE.

M.I The Contractor shall, at its sole expense, obtain and
continuously maintain in force, and shall require any
subcontractor or assignee to obtain and maintain in force, the
following insurance:
M.I.I commercial general liability insurance against all claims
of bodily injury, death or property damage, in amounts of not
less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate
or excess; and

14.1.2 special cause of loss coverage form covering all property
subject to subparagraph 10.2 herein, in an amount not less than
80% of the whole replacement value of the property.
M.2 The policies described in subparagraph M.I herein shall be
on policy forms and endorsements approved for use in the State
of New H^pshire by the N.H. Department of Insurance, and
issued by insurers licensed in the State of New Hampshire.
14.3 The Contractor shall fumisH to the Contracting Officer
identified in block 1.9, or his or her successor, a certificate(s) of
insurance for all insurance required under this Agreement.
Contractor shall also furnish to the Contracting Officer identified
in block 1.9, or his or her successor, certificatc(s) of insurance
for all renewal(s) of insurance required under this Agreement no
later than ten (10) days prior to the expiration date of each
insurance policy. The certificate(s) of insurance and any
renewals thereof shall be attached and are incorporated herein by
reference.

15. WORKERS'COMPENSATION.

15.1 By signing this agreement, the Contractor agrees, certifies
and warrants that the Contractor is in compliance with or exempt
from, the requirements of N.H. RSA chapter 281-A ("Workers'
Compensation ").
15.2 To the extent the Contractor is subject to the requirements
of N.H. RSA chapter 281-A, Contractor shall maintain, and
require any subcontractor or assignee" to secure" and maintain,
payment of Workers' Compensation in connection with
activities which the person proposes to undertake pursuant to this
Agreement. The Contractor shall furnish the Contracting Officer
identified in block 1.9, or his or her successor, proof of Workers'
Compensation in the manner described in N.H. RSA chapter
281-A and any applicable renewal(s) thereof, which shall be
attached and are incorporated herein by reference. The State
shall not be responsible for payment of any Workers'
Compensation premiums or for any other claim or benefit for
Contractor, or any subcontractor or employee of Contractor,
which might arise under applicable State of New Hampshire
Workers' Compensation laws in connection with the
performance of the Services under this Agreement.

16. NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party
shall be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time
of mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United States
Post Office addressed to the parties at the addresses given in
blocks 1.2 and 1.4, herein.

17. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived
or discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by the
parties hereto and only after approval of such amendment,
waiver or discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of
the State of New Hampshire unless no such approval is required
under the circumstances pursuant to.State law, rule or policy.

18. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM. This Agreement shall
be governed, interpreted and construed in accordance with the
laws of the State of New Hampshire, and is binding upon and
inures to the benefit of the parties and their respective successors
and assigns. The wording used in this Agreement is the wording
chosen by the parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule
of construction shall be applied against or in favor of any party.
Any actions arising out of this Agreement shall be brought and
maintained in-New Hampshire Superior Court which shall have
exclusivejurisdiction thereof.

19. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of a conflict

between the terms of this P-37 form (as modified in EXHIBIT
A) and/or attachments and amendment thereof, the terms of the
P-37 (as modified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

20. THIRD PARTIES. The parties hereto do not intend to
benefit any third parties and this Agreement shall not be
construed to confer any such benefit.

21. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement are
for reference purposes only, and the words contained therein
shall in no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

22. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set forth in the attached EXHIBIT A are incorporated
herein by reference.

23. SEVERABILITV. In the event any ofthe provisions of this
Agreement are held by a court of competent Jurisdiction to be
contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and effect.

24. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be
executed in a number of counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed an original, constitutes the entire agreement and
understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings with respect to the subject matter
hereof.

Scope of Services:

Task 1.0 Coordination

A PAL senior architectural historian (SAH) will serve as PAL's project manager and point of
. contact for all Project-related communications. The SAH will coordinate the fieldwork and
research efforts for the.HDAF and provide regular updates to the client about PAL's progress on
the Project. The SAH will be available for conference calls with DCNR and other parties to discuss
the Project throughout the period of service.

Task 2.0 Historic District Area Form (HDAF)
The HDAF will evaluate the significance of Pawtuckaway State Park developed in 1966 as a
component of this period of expansion of the NH State Park System. It was considered a prototype
model for new park planning. The total acreage of the park is approximately 5,000 acres, however,
the developed public use facilities are concentrated in approximately 365 acres. The park has 34
structures built between 1966 and 2009, 192 camp sites, picnic areas, lake front facilities, bridges,
stone walls, and hiking and snow mobile trails. Facility types include toilet buildings,
administrative buildings, camping cabins, and shelters.

The NH State Parks system initially developed in the 1930s arising from an interest in the State's
unique natural resources and their recreational opportunities. The State Forestry Commission name
evolved to the Forestry and Recreation'Commission (Commission) reflecting a shift in emphasis
from natural resource extraction and management to supervised public access. Pawtuckaway State
Park was created during the next wave of new investment in NH State Parks that occurred in the
1960s when $9 million in state bonds were authorized for state parks, and the Commission was
subsumed into the Department of Resources and Economic Development. At the federal level,
funding from the Land and Water Conservation Fund program of 1965 and informal design
guidance from National Park Service's Mission 66 program that promoted modem architectural
design helped shape the NH State Parks established or updated at that time, including
Pawtuckaway State Park. Pawtuckaway State Park formed around land acquired in 1923 with gift
and state funds. The park was expanded and developed with bond issue funds and opened in 1966
with day use facilities and 80 campsites around Neal's Cove on Pawtuckaway Lake. Land Planning
Associates and Gustave A. Bochert, landscape architect in Ogunquit, Maine prepared the Master
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Plans in 1963 and 1967 respectively, which intentionally preserved the natural and scenic site
characteristics. Wright & Pierce, Architects-Engineers of Topsham, Maine, designed the buildings
in the rustic and modernist styles, executed in local stone, glass, and wood that harmonized with
the natural setting, including standardized designs also used at other state parks. Pawtuckaway
State Park comprises a large natural woodland area under forestry management surrounding the
public use areas and is situated between densely populated areas of Concord and Manchester to
the west, and the NH coastline including Portsmouth to the east. (Information from Lisa Mausolf,
New Hampshire State Parks Mid-Century Modem (1945-1975) Historic Context Study, 2019 and
Sarah Allaback, Mission 66 Visitor Centers: the History of aa Building Type, 200,0).

Research

The research will be directed at identifying readily available primary and secondary sources that
will provide information about the history of Pawtuckaway State Park. PAL will visit the DPR,
and DHR to review information those offices have about the park. Additional research will be
conducted at local and state repositories and on-line sites, and written sources will be reviewed,
e.g. Mausolf 2019. Design context sources for 1960s public parks, particularly the NPS Mission
66 program, will be consulted, e.g., Allaback 2000. The research will be sufficient to prepare a
historic context statement and developmental history that will be used to evaluate to evaluate the
historical significance of Pawtuckaway State Park.

Field Survey
A team of architectural historians will visit Pawtuckaway State Park to examine existing conditions
and record information about the aboveground resources and landscape elements that contribute
to its appearance and significance. Each resource will be identified on a base map and notes will
be taken to describe its current appearance, including the setting, physical condition, and character-
defining architectural and landscape features. High-resolution digital photographs will be taken of
each resource and landscape areas and features in accordance with the NHDHR's Appendix A:
Photographic Policy for Architectural Survey (April 2013). Additional photography will include
general context views that show the resources in relation to their surroundings. A photo log will
be kept, and the locations of the views will be recorded on the base map. District boundaries will
be established and drawn in the field on the base maps.

Historic Context Statement and National Register Evaluation
After the completion of the research and field survey, PAL will use the Mid-Century Modern
(1945-1975) Historic Context Study for New Hampshire State Parks (Mausolf 2000) and other
relevant sources to develop an historic context statement that identifies the important local, state,
and national themes, trends, and events that impacted Pawtuckaway State Park's development and
changes over time. The statement will document the creation and development of Pawtuckaway
State Park, including natural scenic characteristics, master planning, and buildings, between 1966
and the present.

Using the historic context statement as a basis, PAL will apply the National Register Criteria for
Evaluation, identify applicable areas of significance, and determination the period of significance
for a potential Pawtuckaway State Park Historic District. PAL anticipates that development of
recommendations for potential district boundary for the approximately 365 acres where public use
facilities are concentrated will be needed as part of the evaluation. If the district is found to be
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potentially eligible under one or more of the National Register criteria, PAL will assess whether
the district retains integrity to the periods of significance and is eligible for the National Register
and will provide recommendations for the district boundary. The results of the evaluation will be
incorporated into a statement of significance that will be included in the HDAF.

All of the information requested on the forms will be
filled completely and correctly. Written text portions will include the following sections:
• Methods and Purpose: brief explanation of the methodology used to conduct the research

and field work and prepare the form.
•  Geographical Context: general description of the natural environment and topography and

how it influenced the historical development of the district or individual property. •
Historical Background: statement of the historical trends, events, and people that had an
impact on the development of the area or individual property over time.

• Applicable NHDHR Historic Context(s) - list of NHDHR contexts that apply and are
identified in the historical background statement.

• Architectural Description and Comparative Evaluation: a description of the resources and
landscape elements within the district organized in a logical fashion to define the
relationship of the resources and landscape features to one another. The description will
start with a summary paragraph describing the number and types of resources and the types
of landscape features contained in the district. Subsequent paragraphs will describe the
setting, including its natural and built environment, and descriptions of all countable
resources. The narrative will include, a comparative evaluation with properties of similar
types and design, including other mid-century parks within the NH State Park System, and
address changes that have occurred within the district over time. A table listing all of the
contributing and non-contributing resources in the district will be included at the end of the
narrative.

•  Statement, of Significance: a statement defining how the property meets the criteria for
listing in the National Register of Historic Places. The narrative will justify each applicable
area of significance and define the themes, trends, events, and people that lend the district
or individual property its significance. The statement will include the historical context in
which the park was developed and its various periods of use and modification.

•  Period of Significance: statement defining the span of years during which the district
achieved significance.

•  Statement of Integrity: a narrative explaining how the property either retains or does not
retain its historic integrity based on the seven aspects of integrity defined by the National
Register.

•  Boundary Justification: description of how and why the boundary for the district was
established.

•  Boundary Description: verbal description of the boundary.

•  Bibliography.

•  Location and sketch maps for the district or individual property. The location map will be
a uses topographic map that shows the general boundaries of the property in relation to
surrounding political boundaries, roads and topographical features. The coordinate system
used to prepare the location map will by NH State Plane Feet. The sketch map will provide
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a visual representation of the property at an appropriate scale and include tax parcel
information, scale, north arrow, and legend. All contributing and non-contributing
resources and prominent landscape features will be clearly labeled to correspond with
information provided on the form. The map will also show the district boundaries and
location of photographic views. All PAL-generated GIS information will be compliant with
the NHDHR mapping standards.
