REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services {DES) to award an Aquatic Resource
Mitigation (ARM) Fund grant to Moose Mountain Regional Gfeenways ("“MMRG”}, Union, NH {Vendor
Code #158965-B001) in the amount of $275,000 for the purpose of conserving a 242-acre parcel of land
and replacing two deficient stream crossings used for forestry in Milton, effective upon Governor and
Council approval through December 1, 2026. 100% ARM Funds.

EXPLANATION

New Hampshire RSA 482-A:3 requires a wetland permit for any proposed project that involves dredging
or filling of a wetland. Before a wetland permit is issued, applicants must show that the proposed project
will avoid adverse impacts to wetlands and will minimize and provide compensation for those wetland
impacts which are unavoidable. :

The DES wetlands program adopted a set of mitigation rules that establish what is necessary for an
applicant to provide for wetland compensation. The current department rules spell out ratios for wetland
compensation that include creating a new wetland, restoring a former wetland site, or protecting a high-
quality aquatic resource by preserving adjacent upland habitat. The newest impravement, begun in 2006,
to the mitigation options is commonly referred to as an in-lieu fee program. This mitigation option is ideal
for projects that have difficulty in locating an appropriate mitigation site. The Aquatic Resource Mitigation
Fund (ARM) authorizes the collection of mitigation funds in lieu of other forms of wetland mitigation as
part of a Wetlands Permit Application.

The Department issued the request for proposals for ARM Funds available in the Salmon Falls — Piscataqua
River watershed in February, 2020. The MMRG application was received and on November 12, 2020, DES
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His Excellency, Governor Christopher T. Sununu
and The Honorable Council
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announced the decision to fund the MMRG project in the Salmon Falls — Piscataqua River watershed. The
project proposed by the MMRG was recommended for funding by the ARM Fund Site Selection
Committee. Attachment A lists the proposals received and Committee members involved in the decision.
The review of the awards by the Army Corps of Engineers and the New Hampshire Wetland Council
resulted in full support of the recommendations. A summary of the watershed balance as of June 18,
2021 is attached.

The MMRG will use the funds to project the 242-acre parcel that contains 10.5 acres of palustrine wetland
with mixed forest composition and several small vernal pools. The property has 6,400 feet of streams,
most of which is Lyman Brook, that provides habitat for brook trout. The uppermost slopes of Teneriffe
Mountain support a Temperate ridge-cliff-talus natural community system comprised of a Pitch pine rocky
ridge community (51), Dry Appalachian oak forest (S3) and Chestnut oak forest/woodland (51/52). This
may be the furthest north that chestnut oak has been documented in the state. Protecting the Teneriffe
Mountain property will greatly contribute to landscape connectivity efforts by conserving a portion of the
Hart Brook/Mount Teneriffe unfragmented block as described in the 2006 Land Conservation Plan for NH's
Coastal Watersheds and the Moose Mountain Regional Greenways Conservation Action Plan. The project
includes the replacement of two deficient stream crossings with open-bottom plank bridges to enhance
stream connectivity for fish passage. Attachment B includes a map of the property.

In the event that other funds no longer become available, general funds will not be requested to support
this program. This agreement has been approved as to form, content, and execution by the Attorney
General’s Office.

6. COMPLIANCE BY GRANTEE WITH LAWS AND
REGULATIONS. In connection with the performance of the
Project, the Grantee shall comply with all statutes, laws,
regutitions, and orders of lederal. state. county, or municipal
suthorities which shall impose any obligations or duty upon the
Grantee, ingluding the acquisition of any and all necessary permits.

The Grantee shall permit the State 10
audit, examine, and reproduce such records, and to make audits of
all contracts, invoices, materials, payrolls, records or personnel,
dat (as that tenm is hereinafier defined), and other infonmation
relating to all matters covered by this Agreement. As used in this
paragraph, “Grantee” includes all persons, natural or fictional,
affiliated with, controlied by, or under common ownership with,
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the entity identilied as the Grantee in block 1.3 of these general
provisions.

8.1 The Grantee shall, al its own expense, provide all persennel
necessary to perform the Project. The Grantee warrants that all
personnel engaged in the Project shall he qualificd to perform such
Project, and shall be praperly licensed and authorized to perform
such Project under ull upplicuble laws.

8.2 The Grantee shall not hire, and it shall not penmit any
subcontractor, subgruatee, or other person, [irm or corporation
with whom it is engaged in a combined effort to perform such
Project, 1o hire any person who has a contractual relationship with
the State, or who is a State officer or employee, clected or
appointed.

8.3 The Grant officer shall be the representative of the State
hereunder.

9.5 The State, and anyone it shali designate, shall have unrestricted
authority to publish, disclose, distribute and otherwisc use, in
whole or in part. all data.

10. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT,
Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, all
obligations of the State hereunder, including without limitation, the
continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent upon the
availability or continued appropriation of funds. wad in no event
shall the State be liable for any payments hercunder in excess of
such available or approprigted funds. In the event of u reduction or
termination of those funds, the State shall have the right o
withheld payment umil such funds become available, il ever, and
shall have the right to 1erminate this Agreement immediately upon
giving the Grantee notice of such lermination.

11. EVENT OF DEFAULT; REMEDIES.

11.1 Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Grantee shall constitite an event of defanlt hereunder (hereinafler
referred 10 as “Events of Default™):

14. GRANTEE'S RELATION TO THE STATE. Inthe
performance of this Agreement, the Grantee, ils employees, and
any subconirector or subgrantee of the Grantee are in all respects
independent contractors, and are neither agents nor employces of
the State. Neither the Grantee nor any of its officers, employees,
agents, members, subcontractors or subgrantees, shall have
authority to bind the State nor are they entitled to any of the
benefils, worker’s compensation or emoluments provided by the
State to its employees.

19, NOTICE. Any notice by n party ltereto to the other punty shall
be deemed to huve been duly delivered or given at the time of
mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United States Post
Office nddressed to the parties at the addresses first above given.
20. AMENDMENT. This agreement may be nmended, waived or
discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by the parties
herete and only after approval of such amendment, waiver or
discharge by the Governor and Council of the State of New
Hampshire.

21. CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT AND TERMS.
This Agreement shall be construed in accordance with the law of
the State of New Hampshire, and is binding upon and inures to the
benefit of the partics and their respective successors and assignees.
The captions and contents ol the “subject” blank are used only as 4
matter of convenienee, nnd nre not to be considered a purt of this
Agreement or to be used in determining the intent of the parties
hercto.

22. THIRD PARTIES. The partics hereto do not intend to
benefit any

third parties and this Agreement shall not be construed to confer
any such benefit,

73. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreemenl, which may be
executed in a number of counterparts, each of which shull be
deemed an original, constitutes the entire agreement and
undersianding between the partics, and supersedes all prior
agreements snd understandings relating herelo.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

Project Title:
Teneriffe Mountain Conservation and Restoration Project

Project Period:
January 1, 2021 through December 1, 2026

Grant Amount:

Total funds available for payment of allowable costs incurred under this Grant Agreement shall not
exceed $275,000. The New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) Aquatic Resource
Mitigation (ARM) Fund will not reimburse Moose Mountain Regional Greenways (CONTRACTOR) for
costs exceeding the amount specified in this paragraph.

Effective Date and Commencement of Work:
This Grant Agreement and all obligations of the parties hereunder shall become effective on the date

* -the Governor and Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire approve this Agreement (“Effective

Date”) and shall end on December 1, 2026. Any work performed by the CONTRACTOR prior to the
Effective Date shall be at the sole risk of the CONTRACTOR. In the event this Grant Agreement does not
become effective, NHDES shall be under no obligation to pay the CONTRACTOR for any costs incurred or
work performed; however, if this Agreement becomes effective, costs incurred prior to the Effective
Date that would otherwise be allowable are eligible for payment under the terms of this Agreement.

Objectives:

The CONTRACTOR will acquire the 242-acre Teneriffe Mountain property in Milton, NH and protect the
land and valuable aquatic resources in perpetuity through a conservation easement held by the
Southeast Land Trust. The project will protect important fish and wildlife habitat, including 10.5 acres of
palustrine wetland, several vernal pools, and 6,400 feet of streams, including portions of Lyman Brook
that provides habitat for brook trout. The uppermost slopes of Teneriffe Mountain will be protected and
support a Temperate ridge-cliff-talus natural community system comprised of a Pitch pine rocky ridge
community, Dry Appalachian oak forest and Chestnut oak forest/woodland. Once the parcels have been
acquired and placed under a conservation easement, two deficient stream crossings will be removed
and replaced with open-bottom plank bridges to enhance stream connectivity for fish and wildlife
passage.

Scope of Work:
The CONTRACTOR agrees to complete the following under this grant agreement with NHDES:

Task 1: Land acquisition and permanent protection

The State of New Hampshire, its successors and assigns, represented by NHDES, agree to grant the
CONTRACTOR the amount of $268,058 for the purpose of acquiring a 242-acre parcel of land owned
by Cheney Property Management Corporation and located in the Town of Milton, County of Strafford,
state of New Hampshire, identified on the tax records as Map 26 Lot 8, Map 31 Lot 9, and Map 31 Lot
10 {PROPERTY). The CONTRACTOR shall use the $268,058 grant to acquire the fee interest with

Southeast Land Trust to hold a conservation easement on the PROPERTY. _
Contractor [nitials (
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The CONTRACTOR agrees to complete the following tasks and abide by the following conditions or
restrictions:

a. To utilize the funds herein provided by the State of New Hampshire, acting through NHDES, for
the acquisition and recordation of a conservation easement on the PROPERTY as soon as possible,
time being of the essence.

b. To utilize the funds herein provided by the State on New Hampshire, acting through NHDES, to
defray in part the acquisition and associated transaction costs incurred in securing the PROPERTY.

¢. To limit the use of the PROPERTY as hereinafter defined to conservation in perpetuity.

d. That the PROPERTY acquired through this project will be monitored on an annual basis in
accordance with the Standards and Practices for stewardship of the Land Trust Alliance, to ensure
that the terms of the Conservation Easement are being adhered to, and to ensure that no actions
are occurring which could be detrimental to the conservation attributes of the PROPERTY. The
CONTRACTOR agrees to submit a copy of the annual monitoring report to DES on December 31 of
each year during the period performance of this contract to document the actions taken,

e. To return to NHDES ARM Fund Program any funds herein provided to the extent of any loss due
to any title that proves to be less than clear and marketable for all properties protected under this
contract.

£ To return to NHDES ARM Fund Program $268,058 if the CONTRACTOR fails to complete the
PROPERTY acquisition.

g. That all public access provided for in the terms of the Conservation Easement will be in
accordance with all federal and state policies of non-discrimination in public accommodation.

Task 2: Removal of deficient culverts and install plank bridges

The CONTRACTOR will work with the NHDES Wetlands permitting staff to finalize the design,
construction timeline and conditions, and submit a Wetlands Permit in Spring 2021 for the new plank
bridges. The CONTRACTOR will contact the NHDES Wetlands Bureau Mitigation staff prior to starting any
work under this task to notify of the date on which work under this agreement is expected to start. The
CONTRACTOR will replace the two pipe culverts with plank bridges that are 4’6’ wide, and have 8’ long
concrete block abutments placed on a bed of erosion stone. Two wooden planks will be bolted together
and secured to the concrete blocks so there is a 2-3 inch gap in the middle of the bridge that will be
covered with a grate to allow sunlight and encourage wildlife passage. Work under this task incudes
design and permitting, site preparation and mobilization, removal of the old pipes, installation of the
new plank bridges, bank stabilization, and demobilization. The CONTRACTOR will supervise the
construction and submit a report to the NHDES Wetlands Bureau Mitigation staff within 60 days of
construction that will include a summary of the activities completed and photos of the new bridges.

Task 3: Performance monitoring and long-term maintengnce
The CONTRACTOR will provide information to the NHDES Wetlands Bureau Mitigation staff annually on
the status of the new bridges on December 31 of each year between 2022 and 2026 with photo
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documentation and/or narratives that include whether any damage has occurred, there is erosion and
scour to the streambed and banks, or water quality issues. The NHDES Wetlands Bureau staff will survey
the new plank bridges annually between 2022 and 2026 and provide summary reports to the
CONTRACTOR. The CONTRACTOR, NHDES, and project partners will collaboratively review the
monitoring results on an annual basis, to evaluate whether the site is maintaining fish and wildlife
passage. The CONTRACTOR will be responsible for the maintenance of the new plank bridges. Based
upon review of the monitoring results, the CONTRACTOR will develop a plan and implement remedial
actions if necessary for the site to maintain fish passage.

Task 4: Sign for public information

The CONTRACTOR agrees to place a sign at a prominent location on or near the PROPERTY. The sign
should contain as a minimum the NHDES logo and the following statement: “This project has been
completed with assistance from the New Hampshire Aquatic Resource Mitigation Fund.” Should the
NHDES sign be damaged or destroyed, the CONTRACTOR agrees to work with NHDES to repair or replace
it with identical signage and to share any costs associated with that repair or replacement to the extent
reasonably practicable.
