EXPLANATION

The Department of Administrative Services and the Department of Information Technology
utilized the statewide contract 8001458 for Data Communications with Cisco Systems, Inc., vendor
#176051, to solicit quotes from the five authorized resellers under the contract. The Department of
Administrative Services entered into a Participating Addendum (PA) on April 29, 2021 through the
Master Agreement {MA) AR3227, awarded through competitive bid by the NASPO ValuePoint
cooperative purchasing program. The MA through NASPO ValuePoint is effective through
September 30, 2024. Cisco Systems. Inc. provides each state a listing of authorized Cisco resellers
that then competitively bid requirements on a per order basis.
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On June 24, 2021, a Request for Quote was isswed to all five authorized Cisco resellers with
responses due by close of business on July 2, 2021. Red River Technology LLC responded with the
lowest cost quote meeting specifications.

The network infrastructure program will replace end of life [EOL) core network infrastructure,
agency network equipment and addresses capacity constraints, security and compliance
related issues. The Execulive Branch network that supports state agencies has a high percenfage
of network equipment that is either at or will be at EQL shortly. When equipment reaches this stage.,
vendors no longer provide security patches and other updates which create security, federal,
and Payment Card Industry (PCl) compliance risks. In addition, this program provides a major
technology shift to Software Defined Networking [SDN), which will assist with the increasing
requiremenits for performance and security on our networks driven by:

- Accelerated adoption of cloud computing

- Expansion of internet of Things {IOT)

- Increased remole warkforce needs

Steep increase in the volume of citizen critical services that travel on our networks, driven
by the COVID-19 public health emergency

DolT has identified the equipment and services required {o keep agency networks performant
and compliant for the next 5 — 6 years. The proposal provides a significant discount over our
standard pricing by acquiring all of the equipment in a large volume single transaction, along with
design and training services. Installation services are included, allowing the project to be
completed within 12-18 months. The network project will replace routers, switches, firewalls, and
wireless equipment, along with expanding wireless capabilities to additional locations.

Administrative Data may include
Personal Data and information about contractual commitments, whether collected at the time of the initial
registration or thereafter. ‘

Cloud Software means a Contractor-hosted software offering as described in the applicable Cloud
Offering Description purchased by Purchasing Entity; Purchasing Entity's license to use Cloud Software is
set forth in Exhibit 1.

Contractor means the person or entity direclly delivering Products or performing services under the terms
and conditions set forth in this Masler Agreemenl or through its approved Fulfillment Partners,

Data Breach means any actual, or reasonably suspected by Contractor’s information lechnology security
teams, non-authorized access to or acquisition of computerized Purchasing Entity Data or Personal Data
that compromises the security, confidentiality, or integrity of the Non-Public Data or Personal Dala, or the
ability of Purchasing Entity to access the Purchasing Entity Data or Personal Data.

Disabling Code means computer instructions or programs, subroutines, code, instructions, data or
functions, {including but not limiled 1o viruses, worms, dale bombs or time bombs), including but not
limited to other programs, data storage, computer libraries and programs that self-replicate without
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manual intervention, instruclions programmed to activate al a predetermined time or upon a specified
event, and/or programs purporting to do a meaningful function but designed for a different funclion, that
alter, destroy, inhibit, damage, interrupt, interfere with or hinder the operation of the Purchasing Entily's’
software, applications and/or its end users processing environment, the system in which it resides, or any
other software or data on such system or any other system with which it is capable of communicating.

Embedded Software means one or more software applications which are instalied and reside on a
computing device owned by Purchasing Entity; Purchasing Entity's license to use Embedded Software is
set forth in Exhibit 1,

Fulfillment Partner means a third-parly contractor or reseller qualified and aulhorized by Contractor, and
approved by the Participating Entity under a Participating Addendum, who may, to the extent authorized
by Contractor, fulfill any of the requirements of this Master Agreement including but not limited to
providing Services under this Master Agreement and billing Purchasing Entity directly for such Services.
Contractor may, upon written notice to the Participating Entity, add or delete authorized Fulfillment
Partners as necessary at any time during the contract term. Fulfillment Partner has no authority to amend
this Master Agreement or to bind Contractor 1o any additional terms and conditions.

Intellectual Property means any and all patents, copyrights, service marks, rademarks, trade secrels,
trade names, patentable inventions, or other similar proprietary rights, in tangible or intangible form, and
all rights, title, and interest therein.

Lead State means the State centrally administering any resulling Master Agreement(s).

Master Agreement means the underlying agreement executed by and between the Lead State, acting on
behalf of the NASPO ValuePoint program, and the Contractor, as now or hereafter amended.

NASPO ValuePoint is the NASPO Cooperative Purchasing Organization LLC, doing business as NASPO
ValuePoint, a 501(c)(3) limited liability company that is a subsidiary organization the National Association
of State Procurement Officials (NASPO), the sole member of NASPO ValuePoint. NASPO ValuePoint
facilitates administration of the NASPO cooperative group contracling consortium of state chief
procurement officials for the benefit of stale departments, institutions, agencies, and political subdivisions
and other eligible entities (i.e., colleges, school districts, counties, cities, some nonprofit organizations,
etc.) for all states, the District of Columbia, and territories of the United States. NASPO ValuePoint is
identified in the Master Agreement as the recipient of reporis and may perform contract administration
functions relating to collecting and receiving reports as well as other contract administration functions as
assigned by the Lead State. -

Order or Purchase Order means any purchase order, sales order, contract or other document used by a
Purchasing Entity to order the Products and/or Services as authorized under the Master Agreement and
Participating Addenda. For clarification purposes, “Blanket Purchase Order” is excluded from the scope
of this Master Agreement. "Blanket Purchase Order” is an order that contains multiple delivery dales
scheduled during the term of and/or post the expiration date of the Master Agreement, often negotiated
lo take advantage of predetermined or to lock-in pricing (i.e. from older Contractor pricelists).

Participating Addendum means a bilateral agreement executed by a Conlractor and a Participating
Entily incorporaling this Master Agreement and any, other additional Parlicipating Enlity specific language
or other requirements, e.g. ordering procedures specific lo the Participating Enlity, other terms and
conditions.

Participating Entity means a state in the United States of America, or other public seclor legal entity {i.e.
political subdivisions such as municipalities and counties, and K-12 and higher education institutions} in
the United States of America, properly authorized to enter into a Participating Addendum.

Participating State means a state, the District of Columbia, or one of the territories of the United States
who has the authority to execute a Participating Addendum to this Master Agreement, Upon execution
of the Participating Addendum, a Participating State becomes a Participating Enlity; however, a
Parlicipating State listed in the Request for Proposal is not required to participate through execution of a
Participating Addendum,

Personal Data means data alone or in combination that includes information relating to an individual that
identifies the individual by name, idenlifying number, mark or description can be readily associaled with a
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particular individual and which is not a public record. Personal Information may include the following
personally identifiable information (Pil): government-issued identification numbers (e.g., Social Security,
driver's license, passport); financial account information, including account number, credit or debit card
numbers; or Protected Health Information (PHI) relating to a person.

Product means any equipment, software (including embedded software), documentation, service or other
deliverable supplied or crealed by the Contractor pursuant to this Master Agreement. The term Products,
supplies and services, and products and services are used interchangeably in these terms and
conditions.

Purchasing Entity means a state (as well as the District of Columbia and U.S territories), city, county,
district, other political subdivision of a State, and a nonprofit organization under the laws of some states if
authorized by a Participating Addendum, that issues a Purchase Order against the Master Agreement
and becomes financially committed to the purchase.

Purchasing Entity Data means all information, whether in oral or written (including electronic)
form, created by or in any way originating with a Participating Entity or Purchasing Entity
provided or transferred to Contractor in the course of using the Services or Cloud Software
provided under this Agreement. Purchasing Entity Data includes Administrative Data and does
not include Telemetry Data or Statistical Data.

Services mean services thal are in scope of this Master Agreement and are supplied or created by the
Contractor pursuant to this Master Agreement {to include the attached Services Exhibit in Exhibit 2).

Security Incident means the actual or reasonably suspected by Contractor's information lechnology
security teams, unauthorized access to Purchasing Entity Data and Personal Data that Contractor
believes could reasonably result in the use, disclosure or theft of a Purchasing Entity's Data within the
possession or control of the Contractor, A Security Incident may or may not turn into a Data Breach.

Service Level Agreement (SLA) means a written agreement between both the Purchasing Entity and the
Contractor that is subject to the terms and conditions in this Master Agreement and relevant Parlicipating
Addendum (unless otherwise expressly agreed in writing between the Purchasing Entity and the
Conlractor). A Service Level Agreement may be memorialized within a Statement of Wark for the
Services. SLAs should include: {1) the technical service level performance promises, (i.e. melrics for
performance and intervals for measure), (2) description of service quality, (3) identification of roles and
responsibilities, (4) remedies, such as credits, and (5) an explanation of how remedies or credits are
calculaled and issued. Not every Service provided under this Master Agreement need be covered by a
SLA.

Solicitation means the documents used by the State of Ulah, as the Lead Slate, to obtain Contractor's
Proposal.

Statement of Work means a written document agreed between Contractor and Purchasing Enlity that
defines Services and deliverables to be provided to Purchasing Entity.

Software means the binary image of Contraclor computer programs {including Upgrades) which could
be a downloadable file, delivered on physical media, pre-installed on the on-premise computer
system, resident in ROM/Flash (system memory) or cloud-hosted and purchased from Contractor.
Software may be either Embedded Software or Cloud Software. Purchasing Enlity's license to use
Software is set forth in Exhibit 1, '

Statistical Data means any information/data that Contractor derives from Purchasing Enlity Data
andfor Telemelry Data, provided that such information/data is aggregated and/or de-identified such
that it cannol reasonably be used to identify an individual or entity.

Telemetry Data means information generated by instrumentation and logging systems created
through the use and operation of Contractor producls and services.
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NASPQ ValuePoint Program Provisions

3. Term of the Master Agreement

a. The initial term of this Master Agreement is for five (5) years. This Masler Agreement may be
extended beyond the original contract period for two (2) additional years at the Lead Slate's
discretion and by mulual agreement and upon review of requirements of Participating Entities,
current market conditions, and Contractor performance.

b. The Masler Agreement may be extended for a reasonable period of time, not to exceed six (6)
months, if in the judgment of the Lead State a follow-on, competitive procurement will be
unavoidably delayed (despite good faith efforts) beyond the planned date of execution of the follow-

. on master agreement. This subsection shall not be deemed to limit the authority of a Lead State
under itsstate taw otherwise to negotiate contract extensions.

4. Amendments

The terms of this Master Agreement shall not be waived, altered, modified, supplermented or amended in
any manner whatsoever withoul prior.written agreement of the Lead State and Contractar.

5. Participants and Scope

a. Contractor may not deliver Products under this Master Agreement until a Participaling Addendum
acceptable to the Participating Enlity and Contractor is executed. The NASPO ValuePoint Master
Agreement Terms and Conditions are applicable to any Order by a Participating Entity (and other
Purchasing Entities covered by their Participating Addendum), except to the extent altered, modified,
supplemented or amended by a Participating Addendum. By way of illustration and not {imitation,
this authority may apply to unique delivery and invoicing requirements, confidentiality requirements,
defaults on Orders, governing law and venue relating to Orders by a Parlicipating Entity,
indemnificalion, and insurance requirements. Statutory or constitutional requirements relating to
availability of funds may require specific language in some Participating Addenda in order to comply
with applicable law. The expectation is that these allerations, modifications, supplements, or
amendments will be addressed in the Participating Addendum or, with the consent of the Purchasing
Entity and Contractor, may be included in the ordering document (e.g. purchase order or contract)
used by the Purchasing Entity to place the Order.

b. Use of specific NASPO ValuePoint's Master Agreementls by state agencies, political subdivisions
and other Participating Entities (including cooperatives) authorized by individual state's statutes to
use slate contracts are subject to the approval of the respective State Chief Procurement Official,
Issues of interpretation and eligibility for participation are solely within the authority of the respective
State Chief Procurement Official.

c. Obligations under this Master Agreement are limited to those Participating Entities who have signed
a Participating Addendum and Purchasing Entities within the scope of each Participating
Addendum States or other entities permitted to participate may use an informal compelitive process
to determine which Master Agreements to participate in through execulion of a Participating
Addendum. Financial obligations of Participating Entities who are states are limited to the orders
placed by the departments or other state agencies and institutions having available funds.
Participating Entities who are states incur no financial obligations on behalf of other Purchasing
Entities. Contractor shall email a fully executed PDF copy of each Participating Addendum to
PA@naspovaluepoint.org to support documentation of participation and posling in appropriate
databases.

d. NASPO Cooperative Purchasing Organization LLC, doing business as NASPO ValuePoint, is not a
party to the Master Agreement. It is a nonprofit cooperative purchasing organization assisting
stales in adminislering the NASPQ cooperalive purchasing program for state government
departments, institutions, agencies and political subdivisions (e.g., colleges, school districts,
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counties, cities, etc.) for all 50 states, the Dislrict of Columbia and the territaries of the United
States.

e. Participating Addenda shali not be construed to amend the following provisions in this Master
Agreement between the Lead State and Contractor that prescribe NASPO ValuePoint Program
requirements: Term of the Master Agreement; Amendments: Participants and Scope; Administrative
Fee; NASPO ValuePoint Summary and Detailed Usage Reports; NASPO ValuePoaint Cooperative
Program Marketing and Performance Review; NASPO ValuePoint eMarketCenter: Right to Publish;
Price and Rate Guarantee Period; and Individual Purchasing Entity. Any such language shall be
void and of no effect.

f. Participating Entities who are nol slates may under some circumstances sign their own Participating
Addendum, subject to the consent to participation by the Chief Procurement Official of the state
where the Participating Entity is located. Coordinate requests for such participation through NASPO
ValuePoint. Any permission lo participate through execution of a Participating Addendum is not a
determination that procurement authority exisls in the Participating Entity; they must ensure that they
have the requisite procurement authority to execute a Paricipating Addendum.

g. Resale. "Resale” means any payment in exchange for transfer of tangible goods, software, or
assignment of the right to services. Subject to any specific conditions included in the solicitation or
Contraclor's proposal as accepted by the Lead State, or as explicitly permitted in a Participating
Addendum, Purchasing Entities may not resell Products (the definition of which includes services).
Absent any such condition or explicit permission, this limitation does not prohibit: payments by
employees of a Purchasing Enlity for Products when purchased for the Purchasing Entity; sales of
hardware Producls 1o the general public as surplus property; and fees associated with inventory
transactions with other governmental or nonprofit entities and consistent with a Purchasing-Entity's
laws and regulations. Any sale or transfer permitted by this subsection must be consistent with
license rights granted for use of intellectual property. The transfer of licenses to software shall be
subject to Cantractor's then-current software transfer and relicensing policy.

6. Administrative Fees

a. The Conlractor shall pay to NASPO ValuePoint, or its assighee, a NASPO ValuePoint Administrative
Fee of one-quarter of one percent (0.25% or 0.0025) no later than sixty (60) days following the end
of each calendar quarter. The NASPO ValuePoint Administrative Fee shall be submitted quarterly
and is based on all sales of products and services under the Master Agreement (less any charges
for taxes or shipping). The NASPO ValuePoint Administrative Fee is not negotiable. This fee is to be
included as part of the pricing submitted with proposal.

b. Additionally, some states may require an additional fee be paid directly o the state only on
purchases made by Purchasing Entities within that state. For all such requests, the fee level,
payment method and schedule for such reports and payments will be incorporated into the
Participating Addendum that is made a part of the Master Agreement. The Contractor may adjust the
Master Agreement pricing accordingly for purchases made by Purchasing Entities within the
jurisdiction of the stale. All such agreements shall not affect the NASPO ValuePoint Administrative
Fee percentage-or the prices paid by the Purchasing Entities outside the jurisdiction of the state
requesting the additional fee. The NASPO ValuePoint Administrative Fee in subsection 6a shall be
based on the sum of all sales at Net Purchase Price al the adjusted prices {if any) in Participating
Addenda, where "Net Purchase Price” is the Contractor's list price for an approved product or
service minus all applicable contract discounts, rebates or value added incentives, and excluding
sales, use or other applicable taxes, surcharges or like fees, to the extent applicable to an Order.

7. NASPO ValuePoint Summary and Detailed Usage Reports

In addition to other reports that may be required by this solicitation, the Contractor shall provide the
following NASPQ ValuePoint reports.

a. Summary Sales Data. The Contractor shall submit quarterly sales reports directly to NASPQ ValuePoint
using the NASPO ValuePoint Quarterly Sales/Administralive Fee Reporting Tool found at
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hitp://calculator.naspovaluepoint.org. Any/all sales made under this Master Agreement shall be reported
as cumulalive lotals by state. Even if Contractor experiences zero sales during a calendar quarter, a
report is slill required. Reports shall be due no later than sixty (60) days following the end of the calendar
quarter (as specified in the reporting tool}.

b. Detailed Sales Data. Contractor shall also report detailed sales data by: {1) state; (2)
entity/Purchasing Entity type, e.g. local government, higher education, K12, non-profit; (3)
Purchasing Enlity name; (4) Purchasing Entity bill-to and ship-lo locations; (4} Purchasing Entity and
Contractor Purchase Order identifier/number{s); (5) Purchase Order Type (e.g. sales order, credit,
return, upgrade, determined by industry practices), (6) Purchase Order date; (7) Ship Date; {8) and
line item description, including product number if used. The report shall be submitted in any form
required by the solicitation. Reports are due on a quarterly basis and must be received by the Lead
State and NASPQO ValuePoint Cooperative Development Team no later than thirty (30) days after
the end of the reporting period. Reports shall be delivered to the Lead State and to the NASPO
ValuePoint Cooperative Development Team electronically through a designated portal, email, CD-
ROM, flash drive or other method as determined by the Lead State and NASPO ValuePoint.
Detailed sales data reports shall include sales information for all sales under Participating Addenda
executed under this Master Agreement. The format for the detailed sales data report is in
Attachment H of the Solicitation.

c. Sales under Contractor's master agreement are intended for commercial, enterprise and
government use only. Sales to employees for personal use are prohibited. [RESERVED].

d. Contractor shall provide the NASPO ValuePoint Cooperative Development Coordinator with an
executive summary each quarter that includes, at a minimum, a list of states with an aclive
Participating Addendum, states that Contractor is in negotiations with and any Participating
Addendum roll out or implementation activities and issues. NASPO ValuePoint Cooperative
Development Coordinator and Conlractor will determine the format and content of the executive
summary. The executive summary is due thirty {30) days after the conclusion of each calendar
quarter.

e. Timely submission of these reports is a material requirement of the Master Agreement, The recipient
of the reports shall have exclusive ownership of the media containing the reports. The Lead State
and NASPO ValuePoint shalt have a perpetual, irrevocable, non-exclusive, royally free, transferable
right to display, modify, copy, and otherwise use reports, data and information provided under this
section.

8. NASPO ValuePoint Cooperative Program Marketing, Training, and Performance Review

a. Contractor agrees to work cooperatively with NASPO ValuePoint personnel. Contractor agrees lo
present plans to NASPO ValuePoint for the educalion of Contractor's contract administrator{s) and
sales/marketing workforce regarding the Master Agreement contracl, including the competitive
nature of NASPO ValuePoinl procurements, the Masler Agreement and Participating Addendum
process, and the manner in which qualifying entities can participate in the Master Agreement.

b. Conlractor agrees, as Participating Addenda become executed, if requested by ValuePoint
personnel to provide plans to launch the program within the participating state. Plans will include
time frames to launch the agreement and confirmation that the Contractor’s websile has been
updated to properly reflect the contract offer as available in the participaling slate.

c. Contractor agrees, absent anything to the contrary outlined in a Participating Addendum, 1o consider
Purchasing Entily's proposed terms and conditions, as deemed important to the Purchasing Entity,
for possible inclusion into the Purchasing Entity agreement. Contractor will ensure thal their sales
force is aware of this contracting option.

d. Contractor agrees to participate in an annual contract performance review at a location selected by
the Lead State and NASPO ValuePuoint, which may include a discussion of markeling action plans,
target strategies, marketing materials, as well as Conlractor reporting and timeliness of payment of
administration fees,
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e. Contractor acknowledges thal the NASPO ValuePoint legos may not be used by Contractor in sales
and marketing until a logo use agreement is executed with NASPO ValuePoint.

f. The Lead State expects to evaluate the utilization of the Master Agreement at the annual
petrformance review. Lead State may, in its discretion, terminate the Master Agreement pursuant to
section 35 or not exercise an option to renew, when Contractor utilization does not warrant further
administration of the Master Agreement. The Lead Slale may exercise its right to not renew the
Masler Agreement if vendor fails to record or report revenue for three consecutive quarters, upon
60-calendar day written notice to the Conlractor. Termination based on nonuse orunder-utilization
will not occur sooner than two years after award {or execution if later) of the Master Agreement. This
subsection does not limit the discretionary right of either the Lead State or Contractor to terminate
the Master Agreement pursuant to Section 350r to terminate for defaull pursuant to Section 37

9. NASPO ValuePoint eMarket Center

a. In July 2011, NASPO ValuePoint entered into a multi-year agreement with SciQuest, Inc. {doing
business as JAGGAER) whereby JAGGAER will provide certain electronic catalog hosting and
management services to enable eligible NASPO ValuePoint's Purchasing Entilies’ o access a
central online websile to view and/or shop the goods and services available from existing NASPQ
ValuePoint Cooperative Contracts. The central online website is referred to as the NASPO
ValuePoint eMarket Center.

b. The Ceontractor will have visibility in the eMarket Center through Ordering Instructions. These
Ordering Instructions are available at no cost to the Contractor and provide Purchasing Entity’s
information regarding the Contractor's website and ordering information. The Conltractor is
required at a minimum to participate in the eMarket Center through Ordering Instructions.

¢. Ata minimum, the Contractor agrees lo the following limeline: NASPO ValuePoint eMarket Center
Site Admin shall provide a wrilten request to the Contractor to begin Ordering Instruction process.
The Contractor shall have thirty (30} days from receipt of written request to work with NASPO
ValuePoint to provide any unique infarmation and ordering instructions that the Contractor would like
the Purchasing Entity to have.

d. If the solicitation requires either a calalog hosted on or integration of a punchout site with eMarket
Cenlter, or either solution is proposed by a Contractor and accepted by the Lead State, the
provisions of the eMarket Center Appendix to these NASPO ValuePoint Master Agreement Terms
and Conditions apply.

10. Right to Publish

Throughout the duration of this Master Agreement, Contractor must secure from the Lead State prior
approval for the release of information that pertains to the potential work or activities covered by the
Master Agreement. This limitation does not preclude publication about the award of the Master
Agreement or marketing activities consistent with any proposed and accepled marketing plan; nor does
the limitation preclude Contractor providing limited information as necessary for Contractor to perform its
duties or secure or exercise any rights under the Masler Agreement. The Contraclor shall not make any
representations of NASPO ValuePoint's opinion or position as to the quality or effectiveness of the
services thal are the subject of this Master Agreement without prior wrillen consent. Failure 1o adhere to
this requirement may result in termination of the Master Agreement for cause.

11. Price and Rate Guarantee Period

Al pricing must be guaranteed for the first year of the Master Agreement.

Following the guarantee period, any request for price increases must be for an equal guarantee period (1
year), and must be submitted to the Lead State at least thirty (30) calendar days prior to the effective
date. The Lead State will review a documented request for an MSRP price list increase only after the
Price Guarantee Period. Requests for price increases must include sufficienl documentation supporling
the request and demonstrating a reasonableness of the adjustment when comparing the current price list
to the proposed price list. Documentation may include: the manufaclurers national price increase
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announcemenl letter, a completle and detailed description of what products are increasing and by what
percentage, a complete and detailed description of what raw materials and/or other costs have increased
and provide proof of increase, index data and olher information to support and justify the increase.,

No retroactive price increases will be allowed.

Price Reduclions. In the event of a price decrease in any category of product at any time during the

contract in an OEM's published commercial price list, including renewal options, the Lead State shall be
notified immediately. All published commercial price list price reductions shall be effeclive upon the
nelification provided to the Lead State,

12. Individual Purchasing Entities

Except to the extent modified by a Participating Addendum, each Purchasing Entity shall follow the terms
and conditions of the Master Agreement and applicable Participating Addendum and will have the same
rights and responsibilities for their purchases as the Lead State has in the Master Agreement, including
but not limited to, any indemnity or right 1o recaver any costs as such right is defined in the Master
Agreement and applicable Participating Addendum for their purchases. Each Purchasing Entity will be
responsible for its own charges, fees, and liabilities. The Contractor will apply the charges and invoice
each Purchasing Entity individually.

Administration of Orders

13. Ordering and Orders

a.

Lead State desires that the Masler Agreement idenlifier and purchase order numbers be clearly
shown on all acknowledgments, shipping labels, packing slips, invoices, and on all
comrespondence. Any such information will be per Contractor’s existing free form structure, without
customization. The purchase order numbers reflect Contractor's Fulfillment Partner purchase order
numbers; however, Contractor will request that its Fulfilment Partners use reasonable efforts to
provide the Purchasing Entity’s Purchase Order number in the free form notes.

Contractor reserves the right to require that purchases be made through Fulfillment Partners.
Where s0 required by Contractor, Purchasing Entities shall not order Products andfor Services
directly from Contractor and shall order same from Fulfillment Partner. Purchasing Entity shall
purchase Products and/or Services by issuing a written or electronic Purchase Order, signed or (in
the case of electronic transmission) senl by ils authorized representative, indicating specific
products, quantity, unit price, total purchase price, shipping instructions, requested delivery dates,
bill-to and ship-to addresses, tax exempt certifications, if applicable, and any other special
instructions.

. Any contingencies on Purchasing Entity's Purchase Orders are not binding upon Contractor. The

terms and conditions of this Master Agreement and applicable Participating Addendum prevail,
regardless of any additional or conflicting terms on the Purchase Order, or other correspondence
from Purchasing Enlity to Contraclor and any additional or conflicting terms are deemed rejected by
Contractor unless Contractor has expressly agreed to such terms in writing. Mere
acceptance or processing of a Purchase Order or Order containing such terms shall not
constitute such express consent.

All Purchase Orders are subject to Contractor's reasonable acceptance (including performing
any related credit checks). Contractor shall use commercially reasonable efforts to accept or
reject orders in writing within ten (10) days from receipt, or within three (3) business days, if
orders are placed electronically.

Purchasing Entity may defer product shiprment up o thirty (30) days from the originally
scheduled shipping date, provided wrilten notice is received by Contractor at least ten (10)
days before the originally scheduled shipping date. Cancelled orders, rescheduled
deliveries, or producl configuration changes made by Purchasing Enlity less than ten (10)
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days before the original shipping date are subject to Contractor's acceptance and a charge
of filteen percent {15%) of the total invoice amount relaling to the affected Product(s).
Contractor reserves the right to reschedule delivery due lo configuration changes made
within ten (10) days of scheduled shipment. No cancellation shall be accepted by
Contractor where products are purchased wilh implementation services, including but nol
limited to design, customization, or installation services, exceplt as may be sel forth inthe
agreement or Statement of Work under which the services are to be rendered.
Notwithstanding anything to the contrary, if Contractor is delayed in shipping the product
for thirty (30) days or more from the original shipping date, the Purchasing Entity may
cancel the order without charge. .

Services. Purchasing Entity may place Purchase Orders for the various services offered by
Contractor. The provision of any such services, if accepled by Contractor, shall be subject to
the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement, including the Services Exhibit attached
hereto as Exhibit 2, as well as the then-current terms of service offerings sel forth on
Contractor's website at https://www.cisco.com/c/en/us/aboutilegallservice-descriptions.html.
Contractor reserves the right to subcontract services to a third party organization to provision
services for Purchasing Entity.

. All stated prices are exclusive of any taxes, fees, and duties or other similar amounis, however
designated, and including without limitation value added, sales and withholding taxes which are
levied or based upon such prices, charges, or upon this Master Agreement. Purchasing Entity
will pay sales and use taxes, if any, imposed on the Products and Services acquired under this
Master Agreement, or furnish proof of its tax-exempt status upon request. Contractor will pay all
other taxes based on Contractor's income or gross receipts, or personal property taxes levied
or assessed on Conlractor's personal property. In the event that the Purchasing Enlity is
exempt from property and sales laxes, it will not be charged same.

. Notwithstanding anything contained in the Master Agreement to the contrary, modifications which
Contractor deems necessary to comply with specifications, changed safety standards

or governmental regulations, to make the product non-infringing with respect to any palent,
copyright, or other proprietary interest, or to otherwise improve the product may be made at any time
by Contractor without prior nolice to or consent of Purchasing Entity or NASPQ, and such altered
product shall be deemed fully conforming. Contractor shall employ commercially reasonable efforts
1o announce, including by electronic posting, product discontinuance or changes other than those
set forth in the previous sentence in accordance with Contractor's End-of-Life Policy, which is found
at the following URL: hitp:/fiwww. cisco.com/c/enfus/products/eos-eol-policy.html Purchasing Entity
may make a last-lime purchase of such products as set forth in such policy.

Purchasing Entities may define entity or project-specific requirements and informally compete the
requirement among companies having a Master Agreement on an “as needed” basis. This
procedure may also be used when requirements are aggregated or other firm commitments may be
made lo achieve reductions in pricing. This procedure may be modified in Participating Addenda
and adapted to the Purchasing Entity's ruies and policies. The Purchasing Entity may in its sole
discretion determine which Master Agreement Contractors and/or Fulfillment Partners should be
solicited for a quote. The Purchasing Entity may select the quote that it considers most
advantageous, cost and other factors considered.

Each Purchasing Entity will identify and utilize its own appropriate purchasing procedure and
documentalion. Contractor andfor Fulfillment Partner as applicable is expecied to become familiar
with the Purchasing Entities’ rules, policies, and procedures regarding the ordering of supplies
and/or services contemplated by this Master Agreement.

. Contractor shall not begin work without a valid Purchase Order or other appropriate commitment
document under the law of the Purchasing Entity.

Orders may be placed consistent with the terms of this Masler Agreement during the term of the
Master Agreement,
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m. All Orders pursuant to this Master Agreement, at a minimum, shall include:

(1) The services or supplies being delivered,

(2) The place and requested time of delivery;

(3) A billing address;

{4) The name, phone number, and address of the Purchasing Entity representative;

(5) The price per hour or other pricing elements consistent with this Master Agreement and the
contractor's proposal;

(6) A ceiling amount of the order for services being ordered; and
{7) The Master Agreement identifier.

n. All communications concerning administration of Orders placed shall be furnished solely to the
aulhorized purchasing agent within the Purchasing Enlity's purchasing office, or to such other
individual identified in writing in the Order.

0. Orders must be placed pursuant to this Masler Agreement prior to the termination date thereof, but
may have a delivery date or perfarmance period up to 120 days past the then-current termination
date of this Master Agreement Maintenance agreements may have terms as prescribed in Section
27. Contractor is reminded that financiat obligations of Purchasing Entities payable after the current
applicable fiscal year are conlingent upon agency funds for that purpose being appropriated,
budgeled, and otherwise made available.

p. Notwithstanding the expiration or termination of this Master Agreement, Contraclor agrees to
perform in accordance with the terms of any Orders then oultslanding at the time of such expiration
or termination. Contractor shall not honor any Orders placed after the expiration or termination of
this Master Agreement, or otherwise inconsistent with its terms. Orders from any separate indefinite
quantity, task orders, or other form of indefinite delivery order arrangement priced against this
Master Agreement may not be placed after or extend after the expiration or termination of this
Master Agreement, notwithstanding the term of any such indefinite delivery order agreement.

14. Shipping and Delivery

a. The prices are the delivered price to any Purchasing Entity. All deliveries for hardware Products
shall be F.O.8. destinalion, freight pre-paid, with all transportation and handling charges pre-paid by
the Contractor, for the standard shipping time intervals. Expedited shipping and/or a special delivery
request that are non-standard delivery beyond docking areas at warehouses or designated delivery
drop-offs locations at buildings (i.e. delivery of the Order, including pallets, lo a closet, designated
roams, etc.} will result in additional charges to the Purchasing Entity. Title for hardware Products
and risk of loss shall pass to the Purchasing Entity upon delivery. The minimum shipment amount, if
any, will be found in the special terms and conditions. Any order for fess than the specified amount
is to be shipped with the freight prepaid and added as a separate item on the invoice.

b. Any damage to a building interior, scratched walls, damage to the freight elevator, elc., negligently
caused by Contraclor will be the responsibility of the Contractor. If damage does occur, it is the
responsibility of the Contractor to immediately notify the Purchasing Entity placing the Order.

c. All products musl be delivered in the manufacturer’s standard package. Costs shall include all
packing and/or crating charges.

e. Contractor will communicate scheduled shipping dates in the order acknowledgement or on www.
Cisco.com within three (3) business days after receipt of an electronic order on WWW.CiSCO.com,
provided, however, that in the event such nolification is not received in this lime period,
Purchasing Entity shali notify Contractor of the non-receipt, and Contractor's sole obligation with
respect to such non- receipt shall be to promptly provide the information to the Purchasing Entity
after such notification.

f. If Contractor has reason 10 believe that the actual shipment date will occur later than the original
shipment dale acknowledged by Contractor for reasons caused by Contractor, Contractor shall use
commercially reasonable efforts to promptly provide additional information to Purchasing Entity
including by electronic posting of the expected period of delay and, upon request, of the sleps
available, if any, to minimize the delay. If the extended delivery date is anlicipated to be more than
thirty (30) calendar days beyond the originaily scheduled delivery date, the parties will work in good
faith to resolve any ordering issues.

9. Purchasing Entity shall assume responsibility for compliance wilh applicable export laws and
regulations, including the preparation and filing of shipping documentation necessary for export
clearance. This alse applies in cases where Purchasing Entity requests delivery of hardware
Products to Purchasing Entity's forwarding agent. Purchasing Entity agrees not to use any export
licenses owned by Contractor.

h. Contractor is not liable for damage or penalty for delay in delivery or for failure to give nolice of
delay.

i. Al sales are final. Except for return remedies set forth in the warranty statements, Contractor only
permits the return of unopened hardware Products due to Contractor's shipping or order processing
errors, or damage in transit. No other returns are authorized. The return of hardware Product must
be in accordance with Contractor's return policy and procedures. Warranty returns will not be
subject to any restocking fees.

15. Laws and Regulations

Any and all Products offered and furnished shall comply fully with all applicable Federal and State laws
and regulations.

16. Inspection and Acceptance

Purchasing Entity has thirty {30) days after hardware Product delivery to inspect the hardware Product
for external damage and for any concealed damage ("Acceptance Period"). If external or concealed
damage is revealed during the Acceptance Period, then Purchasing Entity shall notify Contractor. At
Contractor's option, Conlractor shall (i) repair such damage, (ji) ship a replacement, or {iii) refund the
purchase price (upon return of the hardware Product). After such Acceptance Period the Products shali
be deemed accepled. Acceptance does not relieve the Contractor of liability or responsibility under
Contractor's warranty obligation for the hardware Product,

17. Payment

Upon and subject to credit approval by Contraclor, payment is due 30 days the date of the invoice.
Invoices f{or products ordered without implementation services shall be rendered by Contractor on or after
the dale of delivery of such products to the Purchasing Entity. Contractor may assess overdue account
charges up to a maximum rale of one percent per month on the outstanding balance, uniess a different
late payment amount is specified in a Participating Addendum, Order, or otherwise prescribed by
applicable {aw. if at any lime Purchasing Entlity is delinquent in the payment of any invoice, or is otherwise
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in breach of this Agreement, Cisco may, in its discretion, and without prejudice to its other rights, withhold
shipment (including partial shipments) of any order, require Purchasing Enlity to prepay for further
shipments, and/or withhold the provision of Services, unlil complete payment has been received.
Purchasing Entity grants Cisco a security interest in Products purchased under this Agreement to secure
payment for such Products. If requested by Cisco, Purchasing Entity agrees to execule financing
statements to perfect this security interest. Payments will be remitted by mail. Payments may be made via
a State or political subdivision “Purchasing Card" to Fulfiliment Partners under this contract.

18. Warranty

All hardware Products are sold, Software licensed, and Services delivered with Contractor's slandard
limited warranty as set forth below.

a. Hardware Products. Contraclor warranls that from the date of shipment by Contractor to Purchasing
Entity, and continuing for a period of the longer of (a) ninety {90) days or (b) the period set forth in
the warranty card accompanying the product or at https://www cisco.com/gofwarranty, the hardware
Product will be free from defects in material and workmanship, under normal use. This limited
warranty extends only lo the original user of the product. Purchasing entity's sole and exclusive
remedy and the entire liability of Contractor and its suppliers under this limited warranty will be, at
Contractor's or its service center's option, (i) shipment of a replacement within the period and
according to the replacement process described in the warranly card (if any} or if no warranty card,
as described al bitps:/iwww.cisco.com/gofwarranty, or (i) a refund of the purchase price, if the
hardware Product is returned to the party supplying it to Purchasing Entity, if different than
Contractor, freight and insurance prepaid. Contractor replacement parts, used in the replacement of
hardware Products, may be new or equivalent to new. Contractor's obligations hereunder are
conditioned upon the return of affected products, inaccordance with Contractor's then- current return
procedures. This limited warranty does not apply if the hardware Product (i} has been altered,
except by Contractor or its authorized representative, (i) has not been installed, operated, repaired,
or maintained in accordance with instructions supplied by Contractor, (ii) has been subjected to
abnormal physical or electrical stress, abnormal environmental conditions, misuse, negligence, or
accident; or (iv) is licensed or provided for beta, evaluation, testing or demonstralion purposes.

b. Embedded Software Products. Contractor warrants that Embedded Software will substantially
conform Lo the applicable documentation of the Embedded Software for the longer of (i) ninety (90)
days following the date the Embedded Software is made available lo Purchasing Entity for use or (i)
as otherwise sel forth at hiip://www cisco.com/goiwarranty. This warranty does not apply if the
Embedded Soflware, the hardware Product supplied by Contractor, or any other equipment upon
which the Embedded Software is authorized to be used: (i) has been altered, except by Contractor
or its authorized representative, (i) has not been installed, aperated, repaired, or maintained in
accordance with instructions supplied by Contractor, (iii) has been subjected to abnormal physical or
electrical stress, abnormal environmental conditions, misuse, negligence, or accident; {iv) is
licensed for beta, evaluation, testing or demonstration purposes or ather circumstances for which
there is not payment of a purchase price or license fee; or (v) has not been provided by an
authorized reseller of Contractor.

Contractor does nol warrant that Embedded Software will operate uninterrupted or error-free or that
all errors will be corrected. In addition, Contractor does nol warrant that the Embedded Software or
any equipment, sysiem or network on which the Embedded Software is used will be free of
vulnerability to intrusion or attack.
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¢. Cloud Software Produclts. Unless olherwise provided for in the applicable Cloud Offer Description,
Contractor warrants that it will provide the Cloud Software in accordance with the Cloud Offer
Descriplion using commercially reasonable skill and care. Upon prompt notification by Purchasing
Entity of Contractor's breach of this warranty, lo the extenl permilted by applicable law, Contractor
will, at Contractor's option, (i) repair or replace the Cloud Software or (i) refund fees paid to
Contractor for the period in which the Cloud Software did not materially comply with the Cloud
Offer Description. This is Purchasing Entity’s sole and exclusive remedy under this warranty for
Cloud Software.

d. Services. Contractor warrants that Services sold under this Agreement pursuant to Exhibit 2 will be
performed in a workmanlike manner and, where applicable, will materially comply with the applicable
Service Description. Purchasing Entity must promptly notify Contractor of a breach of this warranty,
Purchasing Entity’s sole and exclusive remedy for any breach of this warranty shall be, at
Contraclor’s option, (i) reperformance of the Services or (i) termination of the applicable Service,
and return of the portion of the lees paid to Contractor by Purchasing Entity for such non-conforming
Services

e. DISCLAIMER OF WARRANTY. EXCEPT AS EXPRESSLY PROVIDED IN THIS SECTION 18,
CONTRACTOR HEREBY DISCLAIMS ALL REPRESENTATIONS, CONDITIONS AND
WARRANTIES (WHETHER EXPRESS, IMPLIED, OR STATUTORY), INCLUDING, WITHOUT
LIMITATION, ANY WARRANTY OR CONDITION (A) OF MERCHANTABILITY, FITNESS FOR A
PARTICULAR PURPOSE, NONINFRINGEMENT, TITLE, SATISFACTORY QUALITY, QUIET
ENJOYMENT, ACCURACY, OR SYSTEM INTEGRATION, OR (B) ARISING FROM ANY COURSE
OF DEALING, COURSE OF PERFORMANCE, OR USAGE IN THE INDUSTRY. TO THE EXTENT
AN IMPLIED WARRANTY OR CONDITION CANNOT BE DISCLAIMED, SUCH WARRANTY OR
CONDITION IS LIMITED IN DURATION TO THE APPLICABLE EXPRESS WARRANTY PERIOD.

19. Title of Product

Title to hardware Producls and risk of loss shall pass lo Purchasing Entity upon delivery. To the extent
the transfer of title to the hardware Product includes a license to use any Embedded Sofiware in the
hardware Product subject to the terms of the End User License Agreement set forth in Exhibit 1. If
Purchasing Entity subsequently transfers title of the hardware Product to another entity, transfer of the
license to use the Embedded Software shall be subject to Contractor’s then-current software transfer and
reficensing policy.

20. License of Pre-Existing Intellectual Property

Contractor grants to Purchasing Entity a license lo Software pursuant to the license terms and restrictions
set forth in Exhibit 1.

21. No Guarantee of Service Volumes

The Contractor acknowledges and agrees that the Lead State and NASPO ValuePoint makes no.
representation, warranty or condition as to the nature, timing, quality, quantity or volume of business for
the Services or any other products and services that the Contractor may realize from this Master
Agreement, or the compensation that may be earned by the Contractor by offering the Services. The
Contractor acknowledges and agrees that it has conducted its own due diligence prior to entering into this
Master Agreement as to all the foregoing matiers.

22. Purchasing Entity Data

Purchasing Entity retains full right and title 1o Purchasing Entity Data provided by it. Contractor shall not
collect, access, or use user-specific Purchasing Entity Data except as strictly necessary 0 provide
Service to the Purchasing Entity. No information regarding Purchasing Entity's use of the Service that
can be identified to Purchasing Entity may be disclosed, provided, rented or sold to any third party for
any reason unless required by law or regulation or by an order of a court of competent jurisdiction. The
obligalion shall extend beyond the term of this Master Agreement in perpetuity.
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23, System Failure or Damage

In the event of system failure or damage caused by Contractor or ils Services, the Contraclor agrees 1o
use its best efforts to restore or assist in restoring the syslem to operational capacity.

24. [RESERVED).
25, Data Privacy

The Contractor must comply with all applicable laws related to data privacy and security, including IRS
Pub 1075. Prior ta entering into a Statement of Work with a Purchasing Entity for the processing of such
data, at the request of the Purchasing Entily, the Contractor and Purchasing Entity must cooperale and
hold a meeting to determine the data categorization to determine what data the Contractor will hoid, slore,
or process. To the extent applicable and reasonable, the Contractor must document the data
categorization in the Statement of Work.

26. Transition Assistance

a. The Contractor shall reasonably cooperate with other parties in connection with all Services to be
delivered under this Master Agreement, including without limitation any successor service provider
to whom a Purchasing Entity’s Data is lransferred in connection with the lermination or expiration of
this Master Agreement. Only as set forth in a Services SOW under this Agreement, the Contractor
shall assist a Purchasing Enlity in exporling and extracting a Purchasing Entity's Data, in a format
usable without the use of the Services and as agreed by a Purchasing Enlity. Any transition
services requested by a Purchasing Entity involving additional knowledge transfer and.support may
be subject to a separate transition Statement of Work.

b. Coverage shall be written on an occurrence basis. The limits required shall be as indicated below:

{1) Commercial General Liability covering premises operations, independent contractors, products
and completed operations, blanket contractual liability, personal injury {including death),
advertising liability, and properly damage, with a limit of $1 miliion per occurrence/83 million
general aggregate provided that such limit can be satisfied with any combination of primary and
umbrella insurance;

{2) Contractor must comply with any applicable State Workers Compensation or Employers Liability
Insurance requirements.

¢. Contractor shall pay premiums on all insurance policies. Contractor shall provide notice 1o a
Participating Entity who is a state within five (5} business days after Coniraclor is first aware of
expiration, canceliation or nonrenewal of such palicy or is first aware that cancellation is threatened
or expiralion, nonrenewal or expiration otherwise may occur.

d. Conlractor's general liability insurance shall (1) include the Participaling States identified in the
Request for Proposal as additional insureds for liabilities falling within Contractor's indemnity
obligations under this Agreement that are otherwise covered by such insurance, (2) provides that
writlen notice of cancellation shall be delivered in accordance with the policy provisions, and (3)
pravides that the Contractor's liability insurance policy shall be primary, with any liability insurance
of any Participating State as secondary and noncontributory.

This right shall survive
for a period of six (6) years following termination of this Agreement or final payment for any order
placed by a Purchasing Entity against this Agreement, whichever is later, or such longer period as is
required by the Purchasing Entity's stale statutes, to assure compliance with the terms hereof or to
evaluate performance hereunder. Such access will be (i) with at least ten (10) business days
advance written notice, during normal business hours (ii) shall not unduly interrupt or interfere with
Conlractor's normal business operations, and (iii) in the evenl that such audit is conducted by a third
party, such third party shall, prior to conducting such audil, execute a confidentiality agreement for
the benefit of Contractor in a form reasonably satisfactory to Coniractor,

b. Without limiting any other remedy available to any governmenlal enlity, the Contractor shall
reimburse the applicable Lead Slate, Participating Enlity, or Purchasing Enility for any overpayments
inconsistent with the terms of the Master Agreement or Orders or underpayment of Administrative
Fees found asa result of the examinalion of the Contractor's records.

c. The rights and obligations herein exist in addition to any quality assurance obligation in the Master
Agreement requiring the Contractor to self-audil contract obligations and that permits the Lead State
to review compliance with those obligations.

Any and all information of any form that is marked as confidential or would by its nature
be deemed confidential obtained by the receiving party or its employees or agents (the “Receiving
Party”) in the performance of this Master Agreemenlt, including, but not necessarily limited to (1) any
Purchasing Enlity's records, (2) personnel records, and (3) informalion concerning individuals, is
confidential information {“Confidential Information”) of the disclosing party (“Disclosing Party"). Any
reports or other documents or items (including software) thal result from the use of the Confidential
Infarmation by Contractor shall be treated in the same manner as the Confidential Information.
Confidential Information does not include information that (1) is or becomes (other than by
disclosure by Receiving Party) publicly known; (2) is furnished by Disclosing Party to others without
restrictions similar to those imposed by this Master Agreement; (3) is rightfully in Receiving Party’s
possession without the obligation of nondisclosure prior to the time of its disclosure under this
Master Agreement; (4) is obtained from a source other than Disclosing Party without the obligation
of confidentiality, (5) is disclosed with the written consent of Disclosing Party or; (6) is independently
developed by employees, agents or subcantractors of Receiving Party who can be shown to have
had no access to the Confidential Information.

b. Non-Disclosure. Each Party shall hold Confidential Information in confidence, using at least the
industry standard of confidentiality, and shall not copy, reproduce, sell, assign, license, market,
transfer or otherwise dispose of, give, or disclose Confidential Information to third parties (other than
subcontractors as necessary to perform the obligations of this Master Agreement) or use
Confidential Information for any purposes whatsoever other than what is necessary to the
performance of Orders placed under this Master Agreement. Each Party shall advise each of its
employees and agents of their obligations to keep Confidential Information confidential. Each Party
shall use commercially reasonable efforts to assist Disclosing Party in identifying and preventing any
unauthorized use or disclosure of any Confidential Information. Without limiling the generality of the
foregoing, Receiving Party shall advise Disclosing Party immediately if Disclosing Party learns or
has reason to believe that any person who has had access to Confidential Information has violated
or intends 1o violate the terms of this Master Agreement, and Receiving Party shall at its expense
cooperate with Disclosing Party in seeking injunctive or other equitable relief in the name of
Disclosing Party against any such person. Except as directed by Disclosing Party, Receiving Party
will not at any lime during or for three years after the term of this Master Agreement disclose, directly
or indirectly, any Confidential Information to any person, except in accordance with this Master
Agreement, and that upon termination of this Master Agreement or at Disclosing Party's request,
Receiving Party shall turn over to Disclosing Party all documents, papers, and other matter in their
possession that embody Confidential Information. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Receiving Party
may keep one copy of such Confidential Informalion necessary for quality assurance, audits and
evidence of the performance of this Master Agreement.

c. Injunctive Relief. The parties acknowledge that breach of this section, including disclosure of any
Confidential information, will cause irreparable injury to Disclosing Party thal is inadequately
compensable in damages. Accordingly, Disclosing Party may seek and abtain injunctive relief
against the breach or threatened breach of the foregoing undertakings, in addition to any other legal
remedies that may be available. Receiving Party acknowledges and agrees that the covenanis
contained herein are necessary for the protection of the legitimate business interests of Disclosing
Party and are reasonable in scope and content.

d. Purchasing Entity Law. These provisions shall be applicable only to exlent they are not in conflict
with the applicable public disclosure laws of any Purchasing Entity.

e. The confidentiality obligations under this section shall also extend to (as included within the
definition of Confidential Information) Participating Addenda, as well as Orders or transaction dala
relating to Orders under this Master Agreement that identify the entity/Purchasing Entity, Order
dates, line item descriptions and volumes, and prices/rates. This provision does not apply {0
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disclosure to the Lead State, a Farticipating State, or any governmental enlity exercising an audit,
inspection, or examination pursuant lo Seclion 29.

To the extent permitted by iaw, Receiving Party shall nolify the Receiving Party of any enlity seeking
access to the Confidential Information described in this Section 30, The Receiving Party will be
authorized to disciose Confidential Information as may be required by applicable law pursuant to a
valid order issued by a court or government agency or relevant regulatory authority {(including a
stock exchange), provided that the Receiving Party provides: {i) prior written notice lo the Disclosing
Party of such obligation; and (i) the opportunity to oppose such disclosure.

31. Public Information

This Master Agreement and all related documents are subject to disclosure pursuant to the Purchasing
Entity’s public information laws.

32. Assignment/Subcontracts

a. Contractor shall not assign, sell, transfer, or sublet rights, or delegate responsibilities under this
Master Agreement, in whole or in part, without the prior written approval of the Lead Stale.
Contractor may, with prior writter consent from Participating States, which consent shail not be
unreasonably withheld, enter into subcontracts with third parties as "Fulfillment Partners.*
Fulfillment Partners are Subcontractors who may provide products and services under this Master
Agreement at the price discounts established in this Master Agreement and bill Purchasers directly
for such products and services. In addition, Contractor may, without permission, utilize
subcontractors to perform Services sold under this Master Agreement and provide Cloud Offers.

b. The Lead State reserves the righl to assign any rights or duties, including written assignment of
contract administration duties to NASPQO Cooperative Purchasing Organization LLC, doing business
as NASPO ValuePoint and other third parties.

33. Changes in Contractor Representation

The Contractor must notify the Lead State of changes in the Contractor's key administrative personnei
managing the Masler Agreement in writing within 10 calendar days of the change. The Lead State
reserves the right to approve changes in key personnel, as identified in the Contractor's proposal. The
Contractor agrees to propose replacement key personnel having substantially equal or better education,
training, and experience as was possessed by the key person proposed and evalualed in the Contractor’s
proposal.

34. Independent Contractor

The Contractor shall be an independent contractor. Contractor shall have.no authorization, express or
implied, 1o bind the Lead State, Participaling States, other Participating Entities, or Purchasing Entities to
any agreements, settlements, liability or understanding whatsoever, and agrees not to hold itself out as
agen! except as expressly set forth herein or as expressly agreed in any Participating Addendum.

35. Termination

Unless otherwise stated, this Master Agreement may be terminated by either Lead Siate or Contractor
upon 60 days writlen nolice prior to the effective date of the termination, Further, any Participaling Entity
may terminate its participation upon 30 days written notice, unless otherwise limited or stated in the
Participating Addendum. Termination may be in whole or in parl. Any termination under this provision
shall not affect the rights and obligations altending orders outstanding al the time of termination,
including any right of a Purchasing Entity o indemnification by the Contractor, rights of payment for
Products delivered and accepted, rights attending any warranty or default in performance in association
with any Order, and requirements for records administration and audit. Termination of the Master
Agreement due to Contractor default may be immediate.
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36. Force Majeure

Neither party to this Master Agreement shall be held responsible for delay or defaull caused by fire, riot,
unusually severe weather, other acts of God, or war which are beyond that party's reasonable control,
The Lead State may lerminate this Master Agreement after determining such delay or default will
reasonably preven! successful performance of the Master Agreement.

37. Defaults and Remedies

a. The occurrence of any of the following events by Contractor shall be an event of default under this
Master Agreement:

{1) Nonperformance of contractual requirements,; or
{2) A material breach of any term or condition of this Master Agreement; or

(3) Any certification, representation or warranty by Contractor in response to the solicitation or in this
Master Agreement that proves to be untrue or materially misleading; or

{4) Institution of proceedings under any bankruptcy, insolvency, reorganization ar similar law, by or
against Contractor, or ihe appointment of a receiver or similar officer for Contractor or any of its
property, which is not vacated or fully stayed within thirty (30} calendar days after the institution or
occurrence thereof; or

(5) Any defauit specified in another section of this Master Agreement,

b. Upon the occurrence of an event of default, the Lead State shall issue a written notice of default,
identifying the nature of the default, and providing a period of sixty (60) calendar days in which
Contraclor shall have an opportunity to cure the default. The Lead State shall not be required to
provide advance written notice or a cure period and may immediately terminate this Master
Agreement in whole or in part if the Lead State, in its sole discretion, determines that it is reasonably
necessary to preserve public safety or prevent immediate public crisis. Time allowed for cure shall
not diminish or eliminate Coniractor's liability for damages.

c. If Contractor is afforded an opportunity to cure and fails to cure the default within the period specified
in the written notice of default, Contractor shall be in breach of its obligations under this Master
Agreement and the Lead State shall have the right to exercise any or all of the following remedies:

{1) Exercise any remedy provided by law; and

{2) Terminale this Mastler Agreement and any related Contracts or portions thereof, and
{4) Suspend Contractor from being able to respond to future bid solicitations; and

{5) Suspend Contractor's performance; and

{6} Withhold payment until the default is remedied.

d. Unless otherwise specified in the Participating Addendum, in the event of a default under a
Participating Addendum, a Participating Entity shall provide a written notice of default as described
in this section and shall have all of the rights and remedies under this paragraph regarding its
participation in the Masler Agreement with respect to its Participating Addendum, in addition lo those
set forth in its Participating Addendum. Unless otherwise specified in a Purchase Order, a
Purchasing Entily shall provide written notice of default as described in this section and have all of
the rights and remedies under this paragraph and any applicable Participating Addendum with
respect 1o an Order placed by the Purchasing Entity.

38. Waiver of Breach

Failure of the either party to declare a default or enforce any rights and remedies shall not operate as a
waiver under this Master Agreement or Participating Addendum. Any waiver must be in writing. Waiver
by a party any defaull, right or remedy under this Masler Agreement or Participating Addendum, or with
respect to any Purchase Order, or breach of any terms or requirements of this Master Agreement, a
Panicipating Addendum, or Purchase Qrder shall nol be construed or operate as a waiver of any
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subsequent default or breach of such term or requirement, or of any other term or requirement under this
Master Agreement, Participating Addendum, or Purchase Order.

39. Debarment

The Contractor eertifies that neither it nor its principals are presently debarred, suspended, proposed for
debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from parlicipation in this transaction (contract) by
any governmental department or agency. This certification represents a recurring certification made at
the time any Order is placed under this Master Agreement. If the Contractor cannot cerlify this statement,
attach a written explanation for review by the Lead State.

40. Indemnification; Limitation of Liability

a. General Indemnity - Each party shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless the other party, along
with their officers and employees, from and against third-party claims, damages or causes of action
including reasonable attorneys’ fees and related costs for any death, bodily injury, or damage lo
tangible personal property (not including lost or damaged data) arising from negligent or willful
misconduct act(s), error{s), or omission(s} of the indemnifying party, its employees or subcontractors
or volunteers, relating to its performance under the Master Agreement. In the event that the
indemnified party's or a third party's negligent or willful misconduct acls, errors or omissions
contributed to cause the injury or damage for which a claim of indemnity is being asserled against
the Contractor, the damages and expenses {including, without limitation, reasonable attorneys' fees)
shall be allocated or reallocated, as the case may be, between the indemnified party, the Contractor,
and any other parly bearing responsibility in such proportion as appropriately reflects the refative
fault of such parties, or their subcontractors, or the officers, directors, employees, agents,
successors, and assigns of any of them, and the liability of the Contractor shall be proportionately
reduced.

The foregoing indemnification obligations are conditioned upon the indemnified party promptly
notifying the indemnifying party in writing of the claim, suit, or proceeding for which the indemnifying
party is obligated under this Subsection, cooperaling with, assisting, and providing information to,
the indemnifying party as reasonably required, and granting the indemnifying party the exclusive
right to defend or settle such claim, suit, or proceeding; provided that any such settlement or
compromise includes a release of the indemnified party from all liability arising out of such claim,
suit or proceeding.

b. Indemnification — Intellectuat Property. The Contractor shall defend any claim against NASPOQ,
NASPO Cooperative Purchasing Organization LLC (doing business as NASPO ValuePoint}, the
Lead State, Participating Entilies, or Purchasing Entities, along with their officers and employees
("Indemnified Party"), from and against claims by third parties that Contraclor's Products provided
under this Agreemenlt, infringes patents, copyrights or trademarks {"Inteflectual Property Claim®) of
another person or enlity.

(1) The Contractor's obligations under this section shal not extend to the extent any Intelleclual
Property Claim is based on:

(a) compliance with any designs, specificalions, requirements, or instructions by any Indemnified
Party or a third party on Indemnified Parl's behalf; or

(b} the modification of the Contraclor's Product by anyone other than Contraclor; or

{c) the amount or duration of use made of Contractor's Product, or services offered by
Indemnified Party to external or internal Purchasing Enlity, or reventie earned by the
Indemnified Party: or

(d) the combination of the operation, or use of a Coniractor's Product with third party products,
software or business processes.

(2) The Indemnified Party shail notify the Contractor promptly after receiving notice of an Intellectual
Property Claim. If Indemnified Party fails to notify Contractor promplly of the Intellectual Property
Claim, and that failure prejudices Contractor's ability to defend, settle or respond to the
Intellectual Property Ciaim, then Contractar's obfigation to defend or indemnify Indemnified Party
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with respect o that intellectual Property Claim will be reduced to the extent Contractor has been
prejudiced. in addition, such failure to provide prompt notification shall relieve Contractor of any
obligation to reimburse for indemnified Party's attorneys’ fees incurred prior to notification. If the
Contractor defends any Intellectual Property Claim, it shall have control over the defense and
settlement of the Intellectual Property Claim. However, the Indemnified Party must consent in
writing for any money damages or obligations for which it may be responsible. The Indemnified
Party shall furnish, at the Contractor's reasonable request, information and assistance necessary
for such defense.

{3) If an Intellectual Property Claim is made or appears likely, Indemnified Party shall permit
Contractor to procure for Indemnified Party the right to continue using Contractor's Product, or lo
replace or modify the Contractor's Product with one that is at least functionally equivalent. If
Contractor determines that none of those alternatives is reasonably available, then Indemnified
Party will return andfor cease using Contraclor's Product and Contractor will refund to
Indemnified Party the remaining net book value of the Contractor's Product calculated according
to generally accepled accounting principles. '

(4) This Section 40(b) is Contractor's entire obligation and Indemnified Party’s exclusive
remedy regarding any Intelleclual Property Claims.

¢. Limitation of Liability. Except for Contractor's obligations under Seclion 40(a) {(General
Indemnity) and Section 40(b) (Indemnification - Intellectual Property) notwithstanding
anything else herein, all liability of Contractor and its suppliers to any Participating Entity (and any
Purchasing Entity under the Participating Entity) for claims arising under this Agreement, the
applicable Participating Addendum, or otherwise shall be limited to the greater of (i} three million
dollars {$3,000,000.00) or (i) the money paid to Contraclor by the Participating Entity under this
Master Agreement in the twelve (12) month period prior to the event or circumstances thal first gave
rise to such liability. This limitation of liability is cumulative and not per incident,

d. Waiver of Consequential Damages. in no event shall Contractor or its suppliers be liable for any (i)
special, exemplary, incidental, indirect or consequential damages, or loss of or damage lo data
(except for a Joss of Purchaser data caused by Contractor's negligence), (i} loss of: profits, revenue,
business, anticipated savings, use of any product or service, opportunity, goodwill or reputation, or
(iii) wasted expenditure (other than any expenditure necessarily incurred to discharge the innocent
party's duty or to mitigate ils losses)

41. No Waiver of Sovereign Immunity

In no event shall this Master Agreement, any Participating Addendum or any contract or any Purchase
Order issued thereunder, or any act of the Lead Stale, a Participating Entity, or a Purchasing Entity be a
waiver of any form of defense or immunity, whether sovereign immunity, governmental immunity,
immunity based on the Eleventh Amendment to the Constitution of the United States or otherwise, from
any claim or from the jurisdiction of any court.

This section applies to a claim brought against the Participating Entities who are states only to the extent
Congress has appropriately abrogated the state's sovereign immunity and is not consent by the state to
be sued in federal court. This section is also not a waiver by the state of any form of immunity, including
but not limited to sovereign immunity and immunily based on the Eleventh Amendment to the Constitution
of the Uniled States.

42. Governing Law and Venue

a. The procurement, evaluation, and award of the Masler Agreement shall be governed by and
conslrued in accordance wilh the laws of the Lead State sponsoring and administering the
procurement. The construclion and effect of the Master Agreement after award shall be governed by
the law of the state serving as Lead State. The construction and effect of any Parlicipating
Addendum or Order against the Mastier Agreement shall be governed by and construed in
accordance wilh the laws of the Participating Entity's or Purchasing Entity’s Slale.
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b. Unless otherwise specified in the RFP, the venue for any protest, claim, dispute or action relating to
the procurement, evaluation, and award is in the Lead State. Venue for any claim, dispute or action
concerning Lhe lerms of the Master Agreement shall be in the state serving as Lead State. Venue for
any claim, dispute, or action concerning any Order placed againsl the Master Agreement or the
effect of a Participating Addendum shall be in the Purchasing Entity’s Siate.

c. If a claim is brought in a federal forum, then it must be brought and adjudicated solely and
exclusively within the United States Dislrict Court for (in decreasing order of priority): the Lead Slate
for claims relating to the procurement, evalualion, award, or contract performance or administration
if the Lead State is a party; a Participaling State if a named party; the stale where the Parlicipating
Enlity or Purchasing Entity is located if either is a named party.

43. Assignment of Antitrust Rights

Contractor irrevocably assigns to a Participating Entity who is a state any claim for relief or cause of
aclion which the Contractor now has or which may accrue o the Contractor in the future by reason of any
violation of state or federal antitrust laws (15 U.S.C. § 1-15 or a Participating Entity’s state antitrust
provisions}), as now in effect and as may be amended from time to time, in connection with any goods or
services provided in that state for the purpose of carrying out the Contractor's obligations under this
Master Agreement or Participaling Addendum, including, at the Participating Entity's option, the right to
control any such litigation on such claim for relief or cause of action.

44, Contract Provisions for Orders Utilizing Federal Funds

Pursuant to Appendix Il to 2 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part 200, Contracl Provisions for Non-
Federal Entity Contracts Under Federal Awards, Orders funded wilh federal funds may have additional
contractual requirements or certifications that must be satisfied at the time the Order is placed or upon
delivery. These federal requirements may be proposed by Participaling Entities in Participating Addenda
and Purchasing Entilies for incorporation in Orders placed under this Master Agreement.

45. Leasing or Aiternative Financing Methods

The procurement and other applicable laws of some Purchasing Entities may permit the use of leasing or
alternative financing methods for the acquisition of Products under this Master Agreement. Where the
terms and conditions are not otherwise prescribed in an applicable Participating Addendurm, the terms
and conditions for leasing or allernalive financing methods are subject to negoliation between the
Conlractor and Purchasing Entily.

46. Entire Agreement:

This Master Agreement, along with any attachment, contains the entire understanding of the paries
hereto with respect to the Master Agreement unless a term is modified in a Participating Addendum with. a
Participating Entity. No click-through, or other end user terms and conditions or agreements required by
the Contractor {*Additional Terms™} provided with any Services hereunder shall be binding on
Parlicipaling Entilies or Purchasing Entities, even if use of such Services requires an affirmative
“acceptance” of those Additional Terms before access is permitied, except for those terms as referenced
in this Master Agreement.

eMarket Center Appendix

This Appendix applies whenever a catalog hosted by or integration of a punchout site with eMarket
Ceniter is required by the solicitation or either solulion is proposed by a Centractor and accepted by
the Lead State.

Supplier's Interface with the eMarket Center. There is no cost charged by JAGGAER to the
Contractor for loading a hosted catalog or integrating a punchout site.

At a minimum, the Contracior agrees to the following:

{1) Implementation Timeline: NASPO ValuePoint eMarket Center Site Admin shall provide a writlen
request 1o the Contractor to begin enablement process. The Contractor shall have fifleen (15)
days from receipt of written request to work with NASPO ValuePoint and JAGGAER to set up an
enablement schedule, at which time JAGGAER's technical documentation shall be provided to
the Contractor. The schedule will include future calls and milestone dales related to test and go
live dales. The contractor shall have a total of Ninety (90) days to deliver either a (1) hosted
catalog or {2) punch-out catalog, from dale of receipt of written request.

(2) NASPO ValuePoint and JAGGAER will work with the Contracter, to decide which of the calalog
structures (either hosted or punch-out as further described below) shall be provided by the
Contraclor. Whether hosted or punch-out, the catalog must be strictly limited to the
Contractor’'s awarded contract offering (e.g. products and/or services not authorized
through the resulting cooperative contract should not be viewable by NASPO ValuePoint
Participating Entity users).

{a) Hosted Catlalog. By providing a hosted catalog, the Contraclor is praviding a list of its
awarded products/services and pricing in an electronic data file in a format acceptable to
JAGGAER, such as Tah Delimited Text files. In this scenario, the Contractor must submit
updated electronic data no more than once per 30 days to the eMarket Center for the Lead
State's approval to maintain the most up-to-date version of its product/service offering under
the cooperative contract in the eMarket Center.

{b) Punch-Out Calalog. By providing a punch-out catalog, the Contractor is providing its own
online catalog, which must be capable of being integrated with the eMarket Center as a.
Standard punch-in via Commerce eXtensible Markup Language (cXML). In this scenario, the
Contractor shall validale that its online catalog is up-to-date by providing a written update no
more than once per 30 days to the Lead Stale stating they have audited the offered
producls/services and pricing listed on its online catalog. The site must also return detailed
UNSPSC codes (as outlined in line 3) for each line item. Contractor alse agrees to provide e-
Quole functlionality lo facilitate volume discounts.

Revising Pricing and Product Offerings: Any revisions to product/service offerings (new products,
altered SKUs, new pricing etc.) must be pre-approved by the Lead State and shall be subject to any
other applicable restrictions with respect lo the frequency or amount of such revisions. However, no
caoperative contract enabled in the eMarket Center may include price changes on a more frequent
basis than once per year (see required Price Guaranlee Period section 11). The following conditions
apply with respect to hosted catalogs:

{1) Updated pricing files are required each calendar month of the month and shall go inlo effect in the
eMarket Center on as approved by the Lead State conlract administrator,

{2) Lead State-approved price changes are not effective until implemented within the eMarket
Center. Errors in the Contractor's submitted pricing files will delay the implementation of the price
changes in eMarket Center.

Supplier Nelwork Requirements: Contractor shall join the JAGGAER Supplier Network (SQSN) and
shall use JAGGAER's Supplier Portal lo import the Contractor’s catalog and pricing, into the
JAGGAER system, and view reports on catalog spend and product/pricing freshness. The Contraclor
can receive orders through electronic delivery (¢XML) or through low-lech options such as fax.More
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information about the SQSN can be found at: www.sciquest.com or call the JAGGAER Supplier
MNetwork Services leam at 800-233-1121.

Minimum Requirements: Whether the Contractor is providing a hosted cataleg or a punch-out
catalog, the Contraclor agrees to meet the following requirements:

(1} Calalog must contain the most current pricing, including all applicable administrative fees and/or
discounts, as well as the most up-to-date product/service offering the Contractor is authorized to
provide in accordance with the cooperalive contract; and

{2) The accuracy of the catalog must be maintained by Contractor throughout the duration of the
cooperative contract; and

{3) The Catalog must include a Lead Stale contract identification number: and
(4) The Catalog must include detailed product line item descriptions; and
(5} The Catalog must include pictures when possible: and

(6) The Catalog must include any additiona! NASPO ValuePoint and Participating Addendum
requirements. Although suppliers in the SQSN normally submit one (1) catalog, it is possible to
have multiple contracts applicable (o different NASPO ValuePoint Participating Entities. For
example, a supplier may have different pricing for state government agencies and Board of
Regents institutions. Suppliers have the ability and responsibifity to submit separate contract
pricing for the same catalog if applicable. The system will deliver the appropriate contract pricing
to the user viewing the catalog.

Order Acceptance Requirements: Contractor must be able to accepl Purchase Orders via fax or
cXML. The Contractor shall provide positive confirmation via phone or email within 24 hours of the
Contractor's receipt of the Purchase Order. If the Purchasing Order is received after 3pm EST on the
day before a weekend or holiday, the Contractor must provide positive confirmation via phone or
email on the next business day.

UNSPSC Requirements: Contractor shall support use of the United Nations Standard Product and
Services Code (UNSPSC). UNSPSC versions that must be adhered to are driven by JAGGAER for
the suppliers and are upgraded every year. NASPO ValuePoint reserves the right to migrate to future
versions of the UNSPSC and the Contractor shall be required to support the migration effort. All line
items, goods or services provided under the resulling statewide contract must be associated 1o a
UNSPSC code. All line items must be identified at the most detailed UNSPSC level indicated by
segment, family, class and commodity.

Applicability: Contractor agrees that NASPO ValuePoint controls which contracis appear in the
eMarket Center and that NASPO ValuePoint may elect at any time to remove any supplier's offering
from the eMarket Center.

The Lead State reserves the right to approve the pricing on the eMarket Center. This catalog review
right is solely for the benefit of the Lead State and Participaling Entities, and the review and approval
shall not waive the requirement that products and services be offered at prices (and approved fees)
required by the Master Agreement.

Several NASPO ValuePoint Participating Entities currently maintain separale JAGGAER
eMarketplaces, these Participating Entilies do enable certain NASPO ValuePoint Cooperative
Contracts. In the event one of these entities elects to use this NASPO ValuePoint Cooperative
Contract (available through the eMarket Center) but publish to their own eMarkelplace, the Contractor
agrees to work in good faith with the entity and NASPO ValuePoint to implement the catalog.

1. DEFINITIONS

2. SCOPE

This Exhibit describes the terms and conditions for (a) Direct Purchases from Cisco by Customer of
Services, and (b) delivery by Cisco of the Services according to the oplions ordered by Customer or
otherwise provided by Cisco to Customer. Cisco will provide Services for Products and Customer will
be entitled to receive Services for which (i) the applicable Services fees have been paid, (i) a valid
Software license has been granted and (iii) Customer provides information requested by Cisco such
as valid serial numbers, site location, contract number, and Producl type.

3. PRICING

For direct purchases from Cisco, and subsequent Equipment List renewals, prices for Services shall
be those specified in Cisca's then-current Price List less any applicable conlract discount in effect
under the NASPO Master Agreement al the lime of acceptance of the Purchase Order by Cisco, or
(b) those set forth in a written price quotation submitied by Cisco or its Fulfilment Partner, if at or
below the stated contract discount. All stated prices are exclusive of taxes, fees, and duties or other
amounts in accordance with the NASPO Master Agreement. Any taxes related to Services purchased
pursuant to this Agreement shall be paid by Customer or Custorner shall present an exemplion
certificate acceptable to the taxing authorities. Applicable taxes shall be billed as a separate itern on
the invoice, to the extent possible. In the event that Customer is unable to provide valid and
applicable serial number(s) for Product and Cisco agrees to provide Services, then Service fees
payable by Customer shall be at Cisco's then-current time and malerials or non-contract service
rates.
