Pursuant to RSA 21-P:43, authorize the New Hampshire Department of Safety, Office of the Commissioner, Grants
Management to enter into a retroactive grant agreement with the Department of Fish and Game located at 11 Hazen Drive,
Concord, NH 03301 (vendor code 177911, B001) in the amount of $73,605.06 for the Operation Stonegarden portion of the
2020 Homeland Security Grant Program. Effective upon Governor and Council approval for the period of March 30, 2021
through August 31, 2023. Funding source: 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

This item is retroactive due to an internal processing error caused by lack of personnel resources. This State Agency award is
funded as part of the 2020 Department of Homeland Security Grant Program under a special limited purpose allocation known
as “Operation Stonegarden” (OPSG). OPSG funds are intended to enhance cooperation and coordination among local, Tribal,
territorial, State, and Federal law enforcement agencies in a joint mission to secure the United States borders along routes of
ingress from international borders to include travel corridors in States bordering Mexico and Canada, as well as States and
territories with international water borders. The Department of Fish and Game is a partner in this program in'Coos County. In
addition to limited eligible equipment, targeted overtime patrols will be conducted by law enforcement officials in the region.

This grant award to the Department of Fish and Game is for:

$55,349.66 to cover overtime and associated benefits for Operation Stonegarden details conducted
$ 8,337.50 to cover mileage for Operation Stonegarden details conducted
$ 9,917.90 to cover two radar units and two thermal imagers
