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EXPLANATION

The Department of Justice is requesting to transfer funds within budgeted classes for the
Victims of Crime Act accounting unit in order to subgrant funds to the University of New Hampshire
(UNH) to assist in enhancing their USafeUS phone application. USafeUS is used statewide by
institutions of higher education to provide information and resources to victims of sexual assault in
New Hampshire.
