EXPLANATION

RSA 99:4 provides for the Department of Administrative Services to quarterly transfer excess
appropriations from agency permanent personnel salary accounts to the Salary Adjustment Account. The
Salary Adjustment Account is then available for transfer to departments whose accounts are deficient for
permanent personnel. The Benefit Adjustment Account operates in a similar manner under RSA 9:17-c.
and is used to fund agencies, which do not have sufficient funds to pay for the normal benefits. This
authority to transact for the period is requested in advance because a rapid approval process is
necessary to prevent accounts from exceeding their appropriation balance.

Transfers transacted under authority granted are reported in arrears. Attached are all salary and
benefits transfers related to the previously authorized period August 26, 2020 to July 23, 2021.
