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EXPLANATION

This request is being made to re-accept additional grant funds available for SPY 2022 to administer
the Projects for Assistance in Transition of Homeiessness Program (PATH). The PATH program provides
assistance to individuals who are homeless or at risk of homeiessness and have serious mental illnesses.
The notice of grant award was received in September 2020. These funds were originally accepted at the
Governor and Council meeting on April 21, 2021, item #9. There was a delay in the acceptance of the
ftinds, due to the focus on the COIVD pandemic response for this population and the Department
wanted to ensure that there was a proper use for the funds before accepting them. Since the award project
end date was June 30,2021, the Bureau of Housing Supports requested an extension to September 30,2021,
which was approved by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services, Substance Abuse and Mental
Health Services Administration on June 29, 2021.

Funds are being budgeted in Grants for Public Assistance and Relief (class 074) and are to be used
to host a PATH conference in September 2021. This virtual conference will offer providers a professional
development opportunity by covering PATH basics and providing information and insight on program,
policy, and other information providers need. This conference will support Objective 3 in the Three-Year
Strategic Plan on Homeiessness to increase statewide adoption of harm reduction, trauma informed care,
and other service modalities.

PATH TA supplement

A supplement to your FY 2020 Projects for Assistance in Transition of Homelessness (PATH)
program grant allotment is being made for obtaining Technical Assistance (TA) in developing
planning and operating programs. The authorized amount of the supplement Is reflected in
Section I - Award Data as AMOUNT OF THIS ACTION (FEDERAL SHARE).

This funding may only be used for technical assistance and training activities, and can range in
scope from technical assistance to the state, technical assistance to PATH grant providers,
workforce development meetings and activities. Funds cannot be used for service delivery;
they are strictly limited to obtaining technical assistance.
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Funds must be used for technical assistance and training activities related to serving the PATH
eligible homeless individuals who are 1) suffering from serious mental illness or suffering from
serious mental illness and from a substance use disorder; and 2) homeless or at imminent risk
of becoming homeless.

Funds awarded under this supplement must be obligated within the 12 month grant period for
services purchased within 24 months of the beginning date of the grant period, with all funds
liquidated within 27 months. Supplement funding must be reported as part of the total FY 2020
allotment on the Federal Financial Report that is due no later than 90 days after the fiscal year
in which funds must be expended, and PATH Report due by January 31. 2021.

There is no match requirement applicable to the supplemental TA funding.

All prior terms, conditions, and reporting requirements for the FY 2020 allotment are still in
effect.

In accordance with the regulatory requirements provided at 45 CFR 75.113 and Appendix XII to
45 CFR Part 75, recipients that have currently active Federal grants, cooperative agreements,
and procurement contracts with cumulative total value greater than $10,000,000 must report and
maintain information in the System for Award Management (SAM) about civil, criminal, and
administrative proceedings in connection with the award or performance of a Federal award that
reached final disposition within the most recent five-year period.
