177422), AIP-65, for an Environmental Assessment study to improve Runway [8/36 Safety Areas at the
Lebanon Municipal Airport. Federal participation in the amount of $139,000.00 is effective upon
Governor and Council approval through June 17, 2025. 100% Federal Funds.

A portion of the funds, 90% of the cost for this airport planning project, was budgeted in the Capital
Budget, HB25 2013, 195:1 XVI-Al. The remaining 10% share needed to cover the State and Local
shares for this project is being covered by funds from the ARPA.

EXPLANATION

A Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) grant has been awarded for $139,000.00 (copy attached),
which represents 90% of the funding from the Federal AIP program and 10% from ARPA. FAA A[P-65
will fund an Environmental Assessment study to improve Runway 18/36 Safety Areas at the Lebanon
Municipal Airport. This project is funded by 100% Federal funds.

This project shall consist of performing an environmental assessment for the extension of Runway 18/36
{approximately 100’ x 200"), the extension of Paralle] Taxiway A south (approximately 35’ x 2,9357),
the extension of Parallel Taxiway A north (approximately 35° x 320°), the construction of Taxiway Al,
A2 and A3 stubs (each approximately 35’ x 2507), the relocation of localizer antenna, the construction of
the localizer critical area, the construction of a gravel road to the localizer (approximately 25’ x 2000”),
and obstruction removal. '

The Department of Transportation accepts the Federal Funds for this project as a pass through to the
City of Lebanon in accordance with RSA 422:15.

In accordance with the FAA Grant Assurances C - Sponsor Certifications, Responsibility and Authority
of the Sponsor, the grant funds must be immediately available for the project to execute the grant offer;

therefore, all funding for this project is encumbered in the first fiscal year.

(Public Law Number 115-254}; Title 49, United States Code {U.5.C.}, Chapters 471 and 475; 49 U.5.C. §§
40101 et seq., and 48103, the Department of Transportation Appropriations Act, 2021 {Public Law 116-
260, Division L), as further amended by the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021 (Public Law 117-2); and
the representations contained in the Project Application; and in consideration of: (a) the Sponsor’s
adoption and ratification of the Grant Assurances attached hereto {b) the Sponsor’s acceptance of this
Offer; and {c) the benefits to accrue to the United States and the public from the accomplishment of the
Project and compliance with the Grant Assurance and conditions as herein provided;
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THE FEDERAL AVIATION ADMINISTRATION, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE UNITED STATES, HEREBY
OFFERS AND AGREES to pay 100 percent of the allowable costs incurred accomplishing the Project as
the United States share of the Project.

CONDITIONS

1. Maximum Obligation. The maximum obligation of the United States payable under this Offer is
$139,000.

2. Grant Performance. This Grant Agreement is subject to the following Federal award requirements:

If the Sponsor
does not submit all reguired closeout documentation within this time period, the FAA will
proceed to close out the grant within one year of the period of performance end date with

The FAA may terminate this Grant, in whole or in part, in accordance with the conditions
set forth in 2 CFR § 200.340, or.other Federal regulatory or statutory authorities as
applicable.
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Ineligible or Unallowable Costs. The Sponsar must not include any costs in the project that the FAA
has determined to be ineligible or unallowable.

Indirect Costs - Sponsor. The Sponsor may charge indirect costs under this award by applying the
indirect cost rate identified in the project application as accepted by the FAA, to allowable costs for
Sponsor direct salaries and wages.

Determining the Final Federal Share of Costs. The United States’ share of allowable project costs
will be made in accordance with 49 U.S.C. § 47109, the regulations, policies, and procedures of the
Secretary, and any superseding legislation. Final determination of the United States’ share will be
based upon the final audit of the total amount of allowable project costs and settlement will be
made for any. upward or downward adjustments to the Federal share of costs.

Completing the Project Without Delay and in Conformance with Requirements. The Sponsor must
carry out and complete the project without undue delays and in accordance with this Agreement,
49 U.5.C. Chapters 471 and 475, and the regulations, policies, and procedures of the Secretary of
Transportation (“Secretary”). Per 2 CFR § 200.308, the Sponsor agrees to report to the FAA any
disengagement from performing the project that exceeds three months or a 25 percent reduction in
time devoted to the project, and request prior approval from FAA. The report must include a reason
for the project stoppage. The Spensor also agrees to comply with the grant assurances, which are
part of this Agreement. ' :

Amendments or Withdrawals before Grant Acceptance. The FAA reserves the right to amend or
withdraw this offer at any time prior to its acceptance by the Sponsor.

Offer Expiration Date. This offer will expire and the United States will not be obligated to pay any
part of the costs of the project unless this offer has been accepted by the Sponsor on or before July
29, 2021, or such subsequent date as may be prescribed in writing by the FAA.

Improper Use of Federal Funds. The Sponsor must take all steps, including litigation if necessary, to
recover Federal funds spent fraudulently, wastefully, or in violation of Federal antitrust statutes, or
misused in any other manner for any project upon which Federal funds have been expended. For
the purposes of this Grant Agreement, the term “Federal funds” means funds however used or
dispersed by the Sponsor, that were originally paid pursuant to this or any other Federal grant
agreement, The Sponsor must obtain the approval of the Secretary as to any determination of the
amount of the Federal share of such funds. The Sponsor must return the recovered Federal share,
including funds recovered by settlement, order, or judgment, to the Secretary. The Spansor must
furnish to the Secretary, upon request, all documents and records pertaining to the determination
of the amount of the Federal share or to any settlement, litigation, negotiation, or other efforts
taken to recover such funds. All settlements or other final positions of the Sponsor, in court or
otherwise, involving the recovery of such Federal share require advance approval by the Secretary.

United States Not Liable for Damage or Injury. The United States is not responsible or liable for
damage to property or injury to persons which may arise from, or be incident to, compliance with
this Grant Agreement.

System for Award Management (SAM) Registration and Unique Entity Identifier (UEI).

a. Requirement for System for Award Management {SAM): Unless the Sponsor is exempted from
this requirement under 2 CFR 25.110, the Sponsor must maintain the currency of its
information in the SAM until the Sponsor submits the final financial report required under this
Grant, or receives the final payment, whichever is later. This requires that the Sponsor review
and update the information at least annually after the initial registration and more frequently if

Informal Letter Amendment of AIP Projects. If, during the life of the project, the FAA determines
that the maximum grant obligation of the United States exceeds the expected needs of the Sponsor
by $25,000 or five percent {5%), whichever is greater, the FAA can issue a letter amendment to the
Sponsor unilaterally reducing the maximum obligation. )

The FAA can also issue a letter to the Sponsor increasing the maximum obligation if there is an

overrun in the total actual eligible and allowable project costs to cover the amount of the overrun
provided it will not exceed the statutory limitations for grant amendments. The FAA’s authority to
increase the maximum obligation does not apply to the “planning” component of Condition No. 1.

The FAA can also issue an informal letter amendment that modifies the grant description to correct
administrative errors or to delete work items if the FAA finds it advantageous and in the best
interests of the United States.

An informal letter amendment has the same force and effect as a formal grant amendmeént.
Air and Water Quality. The Sponsor is required to comply with all applicable air and water quality

standards for all projects in this grant. If the Sponsor fails to comply with this requirement, the FAA
may suspend, cancel, or terminate this Grant Agreement.

Financial Reporting and Payment Requirements. The Sponsor will comply with all Federal financial
reporting requirements and payment requirements, including submittal of timely and accurate
reports.

50101, the Sponsor will not acquire or permit any contractor or subcontractor to acquire any steel
or manufactured products produced outside the United States to be used for any project for which
funds are provided under this grant.

Maximum Obligation Increase. in accordance with 49 U.S.C. § 47108(b}(3), as amended, the
maximum obligation of the United States, as stated in Condition No. 1 of this Grant Offer:

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responsible for the same Federal share provided herein for any amount increased over the initial
grant amount.

21. Trafficking in Persons.

Charge {PFC) application that contains an approved PFC project also covered under this Grant
Agreement as described in the project application. The airport sponsor may not make any
expenditure under this Grant Agreement until project work addressed under this Grant Agreement
is removed from an approved PFC application by amendment.

The Exhibit “A” Property Map dated October 13, 2009, is incorporated
herein by reference and made part of this Grant Agreement.

24. Employee Protection from Reprisal.

a. Prohibition of Reprisals -

6. Assumption of Rights to Civil Remeady — Upon receipt of an explanation of a decision not to
conduct or continue an investigation by the Office of Inspector General, the person
submitting a complaint assumes the right to a civil remedy under 41 U.5.C. § 4712(c).

25. The FAA, in tendering this offer on behalf of the United States, recognizes the existence of an

agency relationship between the City of Lebanon, New Hampshire, as principal, and the New
Hampshire Aeronautics Commission, as agent, created by an Agreement of Agency dated June 5,
1979, which is incorporated herein by reference, and the sponsor agrees that said Agency
Agreement will not be amended, modified, or terminated without the prior written approval of
FAA.

Buy American Executive Qrders. The Sponsor agrees to abide by applicable Executive Orders in
effect at the time this Grant Agreement is executed, including Executive Order 14005, Ensuring the
Future Is Made in All of America by All of America’s Workers.
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The Sponsor’s acceptance of this Offer and ratification and adoption of the Project Application
incorporated herein shall be evidenced by execution of this instrument by the Sponsor, as hereinafter
provided, and this Offer and Acceptance shall comprise a Grant Agreement, constituting the contractual
obligations and rights of the United States and the Sponsor with respect to the accomplishment of the
Project and compliance with the Grant Assurances, terms, and conditions as provided herein. Such Grant

11. Pavement Preventive Maintenance.

With respect to a project approved after January 1, 1995, for the replacement or reconstruction of
pavement at the airport, it assures or certifies that it has implemented an effective airport
pavement maintenance-management program and it assures that it will use such program for the
useful life of any pavement constructed, reconstructed or repaired with Federal financial assistance
at the airport.

13. Accounting System, Audit, and Record Keeping Requirements.

a. It shall keep all project accounts and records which fully disclose the amount and disposition by
the recipient of the proceeds of this grant, the total cost of the project in connection with
which this grant is given or used, and the amount or nature of that portion of the cost of the
project supplied by other sources, and such other financial records pertinent to the project. The
accounts and records shall be kept in accordance with an accounting system that will facilitate
an effective audit in accordance with the Single Audit Act of 1984.

It shall subject the construction work on any project contained in an
approved project application to inspection and approval by the Secretary and such work shall be in
accordance with regulations and procedures prescribed by the Secretary. Such regulations and
procedures shall require such cost and progress reporting by the sponsor or sponsors of such
project as the Secretary shall deem necessary.

18. Planning Projects.

a. The airport and all facilities which are necessary to serve the aeronautical users of the airport,
other than facilities owned or controlled by the United States, shall be operated at all times in a
safe and serviceable condition and in accordance with the minimum standards as may be
required or prescribed by applicable Federal, state and local agencies for maintenance and
operation. It will not cause or permit any activity or action thereon which would interfere with
its use for airport purposes. It will suitably operate and maintain the airport and all facilities
thereon or connected therewith, with due regard to climatic and flood conditions. Any proposal
to temporarily close the airport for non-aeronautical purposes must first be approved by the
Secretary. In furtherance of this assurance, the sponsor will have in effect arrangements for-

1. Operating the airport's aeronautical facilities whenever required;

2. Promptly marking and lighting hazards resulting from airport conditions, including
temporary conditions; and

3. Promptly notifying airmen of any condition affecting aeronautical use of the airport.
Nothing contained herein shall be construed to require that the airport be operated for
aeronautical use during temporary periods when snow, flood or other climatic conditions
interfere with such operation and maintenance. Further, nothing herein shall be construed
as requiring the maintenance, repair, restoration, or replacement of any structure or
facility which is substantially damaged or destroyed due to an act of God or other
condition or circumstance beyond the control of the sponsor.

b. It will suitably operate and maintain noise compatibility program items that it owns or controls
upon which Federal funds have been expended.

20. Hazard Removal and Mitigation.

It will take appropriate action to assure that such terminal airspace as is required to protect
instrument and visual operations to the airport {including established minimum flight altitudes)} will
be adequately cleared and protected by removing, lowering, relocating, marking, or lighting or
otherwise mitigating existing airport hazards and by preventing the establishment or creation of
future airport hazards.

21. Compatible Land Use.

It will take appropriate action, to the extent reasonable,AincIuding the adoption of zoning laws, to
restrict the use of land adjacent to or in the immediate vicinity of the airport to activities and
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purposes compatible with normal airport operations, including landing and takeoff of aircraft. In
addition, if the project is for noise compatibility program implementation, it will not cause or permit
any change in land use, within its jurisdiction, that will reduce its compatibility, with respect to the
airport, of the noise compatibility program measures upon which Federal funds have been
expended.

22. Economic Nondiscrimination.

a. It will make the airport available as an airport for public use on reasonable terms and without
unjust discrimination to all types, kinds and classes of aeronautical activities, including
commercial aeronautical activities offering services to the public at the airport.

b. Inany agreement, contract, lease, or other arrangement under which a right or privilege at the
airport is granted to any person, firm, or corporation to conduct or to engage in any
aeronautical activity for furnishing services to the public at the airport, the sponsor will insert
and enforce provisions requiring the contractor to-

1)} furnish said services on a reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, basis to all users
thereof, and

2) charge reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, prices for each unit or service,
provided that the contractor may be allowed to make reasonable and nondiscriminatory
discounts, rebates, or other similar types of price reductions to volume purchasers.

c. FEach fixed-based operator at the airport shall be subject to the same rates, fees, rentals, and
other charges as are uniformly applicable to all other fixed-based operators making the same or
similar uses of such airport and utilizing the same or similar facilities.

d. Each air carrier using such airport shall have the right to service itself or to use any fixed-based
operator that is authorized or permitted by the airport to serve any air carrier at such airport.

e. Each air carrier using such airport {whether as a tenant, non-tenant, or subtenant of another air
carrier tenant) shall be subject to such nendiscriminatory and substantially comparable rules,
regulations, conditions, rates, fees, rentals, and other charges with respect to facilities directly
and substantially related to providing air transportation as are applicable to all such air carriers
which make similar use of such airport and utilize similar facilities, subject to reasonable
classifications such as tenants or non-tenants and signatory carriers and non-signatory carriers.
Classification or status as tenant or signatory shall not be unreasonably withheld by any airport
provided an air carrier assumes obligations substantially similar to those already imposed on air
carriers in such classification or status.

f. It will not exercise or grant any right or privilege which operates to prevent any person, firm, or
corporation operating aircraft on the airport from performing any services on its own aircraft
with its own employees [including, but not limited to maintenance, repair, and fueling] that it
may choose to perform.

g. Inthe event the sponsor itself exercises any of the rights and privileges referred to in this
assurance, the services involved will be provided on the same conditions as would apply to the
furnishing of such services by commercial aeronautica! service providers authorized by the
sponsor under these provisions,

h. The sponsor may establish such reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, conditions to be
met by all users of the airport as may be necessary for the safe and efficient operation of the
airport.
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i. The sponsor may prohibit or fimit any given type, kind or class of aeronautical use of the airport
if such action is necessary for the safe operation of the airport or necessary to serve the civil
aviation needs of the public,

Exclusive Rights.

it will permit no exclusive right for the use of the airport by any’person providing, or intending to
provide, aeronautical services to the public. For purposes of this paragraph, the providing of the
services at an airport by a single fixed-based operator shall not be construed as an exclusive right if
both of the following apply: : -

a. It would be unreasonably costly, burdensome, or impractical for more than one fixed-based
operator to provide such services, and

b. If allowing more than one fixed-based operator to provide such services would require the
reduction of space leased pursuant to an existing agreement between such single fixed-based
operatar and such airport. It further agrees that it will not, either directly or indirectly, grant or
permit any person, firm, or corporation, the exclusive right at the airport to conduct any
aeronautical activities, including, but not limited to charter flights, pilot training, aircraft rental
and sightseeing, aerial photography, crop dusting, aerial advertising and surveying, air carrier
operations, aircraft sales and services, sale of aviation petroleum products whether or not
conducted in conjunction with other aeronautical activity, repair and maintenance of aircraft,
sale of aircraft parts, and any other activities which because of their direct relationship-to the
operation of aircraft can be regarded as an aeronautical activity, and that it will terminate any
exclusive right to conduct an aeronautical activity now existing at such an airport before the
grant of any assistance under Title 49, United States Code.

Fee and Rental Structure.

It will maintain a fee and rental structure for the facilities and services at the airport which will
make the airport as self-sustaining as possible under the circumstances existing at the particular
airport, taking into account such factors as the volume of traffic and economy of collection. No part
of the Federal share of an airport development, airport planning or noise compatibility project for
which a grant is made under Title 49, United States Code, the Airport and Airway Improvement Act
of 1982, the Federal Airport Act or the Airport and Airway Development Act of 1970 shall be
included in the rate basis in establishing fees, rates, and charges for users of that airport.

25. Airport Revenues.

a. Allrevenues generated by the airport and any local taxes on aviation fuel established after
December 30, 1987, will be expended by it for the capital or operating costs of the airport; the
local airport system; or other local facilities which are owned or operated by the owner or
operator of the airport and which are directly and substantially related to the actual air
transportation of passengers or property; or for noise mitigation purposes on or off the airport.
The foilowing exceptions apply to this paragraph: }

1. If covenants or assurances in debt obligations issued before September 3, 1982, by the
owner or operator of the airport, or provisions enacted before September 3, 1982, in
governing statutes controlling the owner or operator's financing, provide for the use of the
revenues from any of the airport owner or operator's facilities, including the airport, to
suppoit not only the airport but also the airport owner or operator's general debt
obligations or other facilities, then this limitation on the use of all revenues generated by
the airport {and, in the case of a public airport, focal taxes on aviation fuel) shall not apply.
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2. if the Secretary approves the sale of a privately owned airport to a public sponsor and
provides funding for any portion of the public sponsor’s acquisition of land, this limitation
on the use of all revenues generated by the sale shall not apply to certain proceeds from
the sale. This is conditioned on repayment to the Secretary by the private owner of an
amount equal to the remaining unamortized portion (amortized over a 20-year period) of
any airport improvement grant made to the private owner for any purpose other than land
acquisition on or after October 1, 1996, plus an amount equal to the federal share of the
current fair market value of any land acquired with an airport improvement grant made to
that airport on or after October 1, 1996.

3. Certain revenue derived from or generated by mineral extraction, production, lease, or
other means at a general aviation airport (as defined at Section 47102 of title 49 United
States Code), if the FAA determines the airport sponsor meets the requirements set forth
in Sec. 813 of Public Law 112-95.

b. As part of the annual audit required under the Single Audit Act of 1984, the sponsor will direct
that the audit will review, and the resulting audit report will provide an opinion concerning, the
use of airport revenue and taxes in paragraph {a), and indicating whether funds paid or
transferred to the owner or operator are paid or transferred in a manner consistent with Title
49, United States Code and any other applicable provision of law, including any regulation
promulgated by the Secretary or Administrator.

¢. Any civil penalties or other sanctions will be imposed for violation of this assurance in
accordance with the provisions of Section 47107 of Title 49, United States Code.

26. Reports and Inspections.
It will:

a. submit to the Secretary such annual or special financial and operations reports as the Secretary
may reasonably request and make such reports available to the public; make available to the
public at reasonable times and places a report of the airport budget in a format prescribed by
the Secretary; '

b. for airport development projects, make the airport and all airport records and documents
affecting the airport, including deeds, leases, operation and use agreements, regulations and
other instruments, available for inspection by any duly authorized agent of the Secretary upon
reasonable request; :

c. for noise compatibility program projects, make records and documents relating to the project
“and continued compliance with the terms, conditions, and assurances of this grant agreement
including deeds, leases, agreements, regulations, and other instruments, available for
inspection by any duly authorized agent of the Secretary upon reasonable request; and

d. in aformat and time prescribed by the Secretary, provide to the Secretary and make available
to the public following each of its fiscal years, an annual report listing in detail:

1. allamounts paid by the airport to any ather unit of government and the purposes for
which each such payment was made; and

2. all services and property provided by the airport to other units of government and the
amount of compensation received for provision of each such service and property.

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27. Use by Government Aircraft. ’ )
It will make available all of the facilities of the airport developed with Federal financial assistance
and all those usable for landing and takeoff of aircraft to the United States for use by Government
aircraft in common with other aircraft at all times without charge, except, if the use by Government
aircraft is substantial, charge may be made for a reasonable share, proportional to such use, for the
cost of operating and maintaining the facilities used. Unless otherwise determined by the Secretary,
or otherwise agreed to by the sponsor and the using agency, substantial use of an airport by
Government aircraft will be considered to exist when operations of such aircraft are in excess of
those which, in the opinion of the Secretary, would unduly interfere with use of the landing areas
by other authorized aircraft, or during any calendar month that -

a. Five {5) or more Government aircraft are regularly based at the airport or on land adjacent
thereto; or

b. The total number of movements (counting each landing as a movement) of Government
aircraft is 300 or more, or the gross accumulative weight of Government aircraft using the
airport (the total movement of Government aircraft multiplied by gross weights of such
aircraft) is in excess of five million pounds.

28. Land for Federal Facilities.

It will furnish without cost to the Federal Government for use in connection with any air traffic
control or air navigation activities, or weather-reporting and communication activities related to air
traffic control, any areas of land or water, or estate therein, or rights in buildings of the sponsor as -
the Secretary considers necessary or desirable for construction, operation, and maintenance at
Federal expense of space or facilities for such purposes. Such areas or any portion thereof will be
made available as provided herein within four months after receipt of a written request from the
Secretary.

29. Airport Layout Plan.

a. Subject to the FAA Reauthorization Act of 2018, Public Law 115-254, Section 163, it will keep up
to date at all times an airport layout plan of the airport showing:

1. boundaries of the airport and all proposed additions thereto, together with the boundaries
of all offsite areas owned or controlled by the sponsor for airport purposes and proposed
additions thereto; A

2. the location and nature of all existing and proposed airport facilities and structures (such
as runways, taxiways, aprons, terminal buildings, hangars and roads), including all
proposed extensions and reductions of existing airport facilities;

3. the location of all existing and proposed non-aviation areas and of all existing
improvements thereon; and

4, all proposed and existing access points used to taxi aircraft across the airport’s property
boundary. Such airport layout plans and each amendment, revision, or modification
thereof, shall be subject to the approval of the Secretary which approval shall be
evidenced by the signature of a duly authorized representative of the Secretary on the face
of the airport layout plan. The sponsor will not make or permit any changes or alterations
in the airport or any of its facilities which are not in conformity with the airport layout plan
as approved by the Secretary and which might, in the opinion of the Secretary, adversely
affect the safety, utility or efficiency of the airport.

f
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a. Subject to the FAA Reauthorization Act of 2018, Public Law 115-254, Section 163, ifa
change or alteration in the airport or the facilities is made which the Secretary
determines adversely affects the safety, utility, or efficiency of any federally owned,
leased, or funded property on or off the airport and which is not in canformity with
the airport layout plan as approved by the Secretary, the owner ar operator will, if
requested, by the Secretary (1} eliminate such adverse effect in a manner approved by
the Secretary; or (2) bear all costs of relocating such property (or replacement thereof)
to a site acceptable to the Secretary and all costs of restoring such property {or
replacement thereof) to the level of safety, utility, efficiency, and cost of operation
existing before the unapproved change in the airport or its facilities except in the case
of a relocation or replacement of an existing airport facility due to a change in the
Secretary’s design standards beyond the cantrol of the airport sponsor.

30. Civil Rights.

It will promptly take any measures necessary to ensure that no persen in the United States shall, on
the grounds of race, creed, color, national origin, sex, age, or-disability be excluded from
participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination in any
activity conducted with, or benefiting from, funds received from this grant.

a. Using the definitions of activity, facility and program as found and defined in §§ 21.23 (b) and
21.23 (e) of 49 CFR § 21, the sponsor will facilitate all programs, operate all facilities, or conduct
all programs in compliance with all non-discrimination requirements imposed by, or pursuant
to these assurances.

b. Applicability

1. Programs and Activities. If the sponsor has received a grant (or other federal assistance)
for any of the sponsor’s program or activities, these requirements extend to all of the
sponsor’s programs and activities.

2. Facilities. Where it receives a grant or other federal financial assistance to construct,
expand, renovate, remodel, alter or acquire a facility, or part of a facility, the assurance
extends to the entire facility and facilities operated in connection therewith.

3. Real Property. Where the sponsor receives a grant or other Federal financial assistance in
the form of, or for the acquisition of real property or an interest in real property, the
assurance will extend to rights to space on, over, or under such property.

¢. Duration.

The sponsor agrees that it is obligated to this assurance for the period during which Federal
financial assistance is extended to the program, except where the Federal financial assistance is
to provide, or is in the form of, personal property, or real property, or interest therein, or
structures or improvements thereon, in which case the assurance obligates the sponsor, or any
transferee for the longer of the following periods:

1. Solong as the airport is used as an airport, or for another purpose involving the provision
of similar services or benefits; or

2. Solong as the sponsor retains ownership or possession of the property.
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d. Required Solicitation Language. It will include the following notification in all solicitations for
bids, Requests For Proposals for work, or material under this grant agreement and in all
proposals for agreements, including airport concessions, regardless of funding source:

“The (City of Lebanon, NH), in accordance with the provisions of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act
of 1964 (78 Stat. 252, 42 U.5.C. §§ 2000d to 2000d-4} and the Regulations, hereby notifies all
bidders that it will affirmatively ensure that any contract entered into pursuant to this
advertisement, disadvantaged business enterprises and airport concession disadvantaged
husiness enterprises will be afforded full and fair opportunity to submit bids in response to this
invitation and will not be discriminated against on the grounds of race, color, or national origin
in consideration for an award.”

e. Required Contract Provisions.

1. It will insert the non-discrimination contract clauses requiring compliance with the acts and
regulations relative to non-discrimination in Federally-assisted programs of the DOT, and
incorporating the acts and regulations into the contracts by reference in every contract or
agreement subject to the non-discrimination in Federally-assisted programs of the DOT
acts and regulations.

2. It will include a list of the pertinent non-discrimination authorities in every contract that is
subject to the non-discrimination acts and regulations.

3. It will insert non-discrimination contract clauses as a covenant running with the land, in
any deed from the United States effecting or recording a transfer of real property,
structures, use, or improvements thereon or interest therein to a sponsor.

4. It will insert non-discrimination contract clauses prohibiting discrimination on the basis of
race, color, national origin, creed, sex, age, or handicap as a covenant running with the
land, in any future deeds, leases, license, permits, or similar instruments entered into by
the sponsor with other parties:

3. For the subsequent transfer of real property acquired or improved under the
applicable activity, project, or program; and

b. For the construction or use of, or access to, space on, over, or under real property
acquired or improved under the applicable activity, project, or program.

f. It will provide for such methods of administration for the program as are found by the
Secretary to give reasonable guarantee that it, other recipients, sub-recipients, sub-grantees,
contractors, subcontractors, consultants, transferees, successors in interest, and other
participants of Federal financial assistance under such program will comply with all
requirements imposed or pursuant to the acts, the regulations, and this assurance.

g. Itagrees that the United States has a right to seek judicial enforcement with regard to any
matter arising under the acts, the regulations, and this assurance.
. .

31. Disposal of Land.

a. For land purchased under a grant for airport noise compatibility purposes, including land
serving as a noise buffer, it will dispose of the land, when the land is no longer needed for such
purposes, at fair market value, at the earliest practicable time. That portion of the proceeds of
such disposition which is proportionate to the United States' share of acquisition of such land
will be, at the discretion of the Secretary, (1) reinvested in another project at the airport, or (2)
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transferred to another eligible airport as prescribed by the Secretary. The Secretary shall give
preference to the folﬁlowing, in descending order, {1)reinvestment in an approved noise
compatibility project, (2) reinvestment in an approved project that is eligible for grant funding
under Section 47117(e) of title 49 United States Code, (3) reinvestment in an approved airport
development project that is eligible for grant funding under Sections 47114, 47115, or 47117 of
title 49 United States Code, (4) transferred to an eligible sponsor of another public airport to be
reinvested in an approved noise compatibility project at that airport, and {5} paid to the
Secretary for deposit in the Airport and Airway Trust Fund. If land acquired under a grant for
noise compatibility purposes is leased at fair market value and consistent with noise buffering
purposes, the lease will not be considered a disposal of the land. Revenues derived from such a
lease may be used for an approved airport development project that would otherwise be
eligible for grant funding or any permitted use of airport revenue.

b. Forland purchased under a grant for airport development purposes {other than noise
compatibility}, it will, when the land is no longer needed for airport purposes, dispose of such
land at fair market value or make available to the Secretary an amount equal to the United
States' proportionate share of the fair market value of the land. That portion of the proceeds of
such disposition which is proportionate to the United States' share of the cost of acquisition of
such land will, (1) upon application to the Secretary, be reinvested or transferred to another
eligible airport as prescribed by the Secretary. The Secretary shall give preference to the
following, in descending order: (1) reinvestment in an approved noise compatibility project, {2)
reinvestment in an approved project that is eligible for grant funding under Section 47117(e) of
title 49 United States Code, (3) reinvestment in an approved airport development project that
is eligible for grant funding under Sections 47114, 47115, or 47117 of title 49 United States
Code, (4) transferred to an eligible sponsor of ancther public airport to be reinvested in an
approved noise compatibility project at that airport, and (5) paid to the Secretary for deposit in
the Airport and Airway Trust Fund.

c. Land shall be considered to be needed for airport purposes under this assurance if (1) it may be
needed for aeronautical purposes {including runway protection zones) or serve as noise buffer
land, and (2) the revenue fraom interim uses of such land contributes to the financial self-
sufficiency of the airport. Further, land purchased with a grant received by an airport operator
or owner before December 31, 1987, will be considered to be needed for airport purposes if
the Secretary or Federal agency making such grant before December 31, 1987, was notified by
the operator or owner of the uses of such land, did not object to such use, and the land
continues to be used for that purpose, such use having commenced no later than December 15,
1989. ,

d. Disposition of such land under {a} (b) or {c) will be subject to the retention or reservation of any
interest or right therein necessary to ensure that such land will enly be used for purposes which
are compatible with noise levels associated with operation of the airport.

32. Engineering and Design Services.

Engineering and Design Services. [f-any phase of such project has received Federal funds under
Chapter 471 subchapter 1 of Title 49 U.S.C,, it will award each contract, or sub-contract for program
management, construction management, planning studies, feasibility studies, architectural services,
preliminary engineering, design, engineering, surveyihg, mapping or related services in the same
manner as a contract for architectural and engineering services is negotiated under Chapter 11 of
Title 40 U. 8. C., or an equivalent qualifications-based requirement prescribed for or by the sponsor
of the airport.
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33. Foreign Market Restrictions.

It will not allow funds provided under this grant to be used to fund any project which uses any
product or service of a foreign country during the period in which such foreign country is listed by
the United States Trade Representative as denying fair and equitable market opportunities for
products and suppliers of the United States in procurement and construction.

34. Policies, Standards, and Specifications.

It will carry out any project funded under an Airport Improvement Program Grant in accordance
with policies, standards, and specifications approved by the Secretary including, but not limited to,
current FAA Advisory Circulars for AIP projects as of April 16, 2021.

35. Relocation and Real Property Acquisition.

a. It will be guided in acquiring real property, to the greatest extent practicable under State law,
by the land acquisition policies in Subpart B of 49 CFR Part 24 and will pay or reimburse
property owners for necessary expenses as specified in Subpart B.

b. It will provide a relocation assistance program offering the services described in Subpart C and
" fair and reasonable relocation payments and assistance to displaced persans as requiredin
Subpart D and E of 49 CFR Part 24,

c. It will make available within a reasonable period of time prior to displacement, comparable
replacement dwellings to displaced persons in accordance with Subpart E of 49 CFR Part 24.

36. Access By Intercity Buses.

The airport owner or operator will permit, to the maximum extent practicable, intercity buses or
other modes of transportation to have access to the airport; however, it has no cbligation to fund
special facilities for intercity buses or for other modes of transportation.

37. Disadvantaged Business Enterprises.

The sponsor shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin or sex in the award and
performance of any DOT-assisted contract covered by 49 CFR Part 26, or in the award and
performance of any concession activity contract covered by 49 CFR Part 23. In addition, the sponsor
shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin or sex in the administration of its
Disadvantaged Business Enterprise {DBE} and Airport Concessions Disadvantaged Business
Enterprise (ACDBE) programs or the requirements of 49 CFR Parts 23 and 26. The sponsor shall take
all necessary and reasonable steps under 49 CFR Parts 23 and 26 to ensure nondiscrimination in the
award and administration of DOT-assisted contracts, and/or concession contracts. The sponsor’s
DBE and ACDBE programs, as required by 49 CFR Parts 26 and 23, and as approved by DOT, are
incorparated by reference in this agreement. Implementation of these programs is a legal obligation
and failure to carry out its terms shall be treated as a vialation of this agreement. Upon notification
to the sponsor of its failure to carry out its approved program, the Department may impose
sanctions as provided for under Parts 26 and 23 and may, in appropriate cases, refer the matter for
enforcement under 18 UJ.5.C. 1001 and/or the Program Fraud Civil Remedies Act of 1936 (31 US.C.
3801).

38. Hangar Construction.

If the airport owner or operator and a person who owns an aircraft agree that a hangar is to be
constructed at the airport for the aircraft at the aircraft owner’'s expense, the airport owner or
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operator will grant to the aircraft owner for the hangar a long term lease that is subject to such
terms and conditions on the hangar as the airport owner or operator may impose.

39, Competitive Access.

a. |If the airport owner or operator of a medium or large hub airport (as defined in section 47102
of title 49, U.S.C.) has been unable to accommodate one or more requests by an air carrier for
access to gates or other facilities at that airport in order to allow the air carrier to provide
service to the airport or to expand service at the airport, the airport owner or operator shall
transmit a report to the Secretary that-

1. Describes the requests;
2. Provides an expianation as to why the requests could not be accommodated; and

3. Provides a time frame within which, if any, the airport will be able to accommodate the
requests.

b. Such report shall be due on either February 1 or August 1 of each year if the airport has been
unable to accommodate the request(s) in the six'month period prior to the applicable due date.

5.2 Description of the Affected Environment
To describe existing conditions, D& will document and describe the resources and conditions listed
below.

Those resource categories that
are determined not to be present or would have no impact would be briefly discussed at the beginning
of this section of the EA.

5.2.1.1 Data Collection and Attainment Status

' This task will involve collecting and reviewing data necessary to identify and describe existing air quality
conditions. This will include a brief discussion of applicable air quality standards; the area’s National
Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS) attainment status; and any relevant information provided by
ait quality regulators. This task will involve reviewing data necessary to identify and describe baseline
air quality conditions, including a summary of reasonably available air monitoring data representative
of conditions at LEB. Any monitoring data collected will be included in an appendix to the EA.

It is understood that LEB is not located in any areas classified as being in nonattainment for the
NAAQS per the November 30, 2020 update of the EPA Green Book. It is understood that Lebanon,
NH is not in a nonattainment area of the New Hampshire Ambient Air Quality Standards (NFLAQS)
for ozone (O3) and PM2.5. Since LEB is not within a nonattainment area, the federal action is not
subject to 2 General Conformity analysis.

5.2.1.2 Emissions Inventory

Based on project information provided by the Airport, an existing conditions air emissions inventory
for LEB will be prepared using the current FAA-approved version of the Aviation Environmental
Design Tool (AEDT [AEDT 3c at the time of preparation of this scope of work]) for aircraft and
ground support equipment (GSIE) operations, or other FAA-approved calculadon methods for
stationary and mobile cmissions sources. Consistent with FAA guidance, D&K will estimate annual
emissions for criteria air pollutants from aircraft operations and stationary sources routinely associated
with the activities associated with the proposed aircraft operations.
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5.2.2 Biological Resources

Habitat, wildlife, and federal and state listed species in the general study area will be concisely described
based on the previously completed biological field survey and additional analysis to determine whether
other federally listed threatened or endangered species, or any rare irreplaceable natural resoutces occut
within the limits of the study area.

In conjunction with Task 5.2.1, Air Qua&ity, D&K will estimate greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions for
the existing conditions study year. D&K will also summarize applicable state and/or local plans and
objectives related to climate change and GHGs.

5.2.4 Department of Transportation (DOT) Act: Section 4(f) Resources

Section 4(f) refers to the original section within the U.S. Department of Transportation Act of 1966,
which provided for consideration of park and recreation lands, wildlife and waterfowl refuges, and
historic sites during transportation project developmernit. D&K will identify Section 4(f) resources (if
any) in the general study area that are subject to the protective provisions of the DOT Act (as
amended). D&K will bricfly describe each resource and provide a table with existing aircraft noise
levels at each resource ldcated within the Community Noise Equivalent Level (CNEL) 65 contour.
The analysis will take into account existing flights to and from Lebanon Municipal Airport (KLEB).

5.2.5 Hazardous Materials, Solid Waste, and Pollution Prevention

D&K will review online databases to identify known areas of contamination or areas having
environmental concerns on or adjacent to the Airport. This may include, but not necessarily be limited
10, reasonably available environmental site assessments conducted previously at LEB; informagon
related to any known surface water, groundwater, or soil contamination at LEB; and information
related to remediation programs at LEB. For this task, D&K will not conduct any media sampling or
analysis, intervicws, or other specialized studics. D&K will summarize information gathered and depict
the reported location of known environmental conditions on-Airport. D&K will also document the
location of landfills and waste handling facilities in the vicinity of LEEB, This scope of work does not
include D&K conducting waste audits or other specialized waste studies.

5.2.6 Historical, Architect‘ural, and Cultural Resources

D&K will delineate and describe the APE, identify and discuss the locaton of previously recorded
resources on and in the vicinity of LEB through a record search and identify each resource listed or
eligible for listing in the Natonal Register of Historic Places (NRHP). D&K will assist the FAA in
coordinating Section 106 consultation with the State Historic Preservation Officer (SHPO), Native
American communities, and, if applicable, Tribal Historic Preservation Officer(s) (THPOs). If there
is a need for tribal coordination, it is understood that the FAA will conduct this coordinaton.
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5.2,7 Land Use
D&K will summarize the relevant portions of planning documents applicable to LEB and the
Proposed Project, including the City of Lebanon General Plan and Zoning Ordinance.

5.2.8 Natural Resources and Energy Supply
D&K will identify the suppliers of energy resources in the area (e.g., electric, water, sewer, fuel), briefly
note if there are any known shortages of common building materials in the area, or if there are unique

resources located in the general study area.

5.2.9 Noise and Noise-Compatible Land Use

5.2.9.1 Noise Contour Development

Using the latest version of AEDT, D&K will prepare noise contours for the existing conditions study
year. D&K will use AEDT model inputs and settings to reflect the aircraft operational information
and the noise modeling assumptions will be documented in an aircraft noise technical report that will
be included as an appendix to the EA.

This task includes the generation of existing condition contours at CNEL 65, 70, and 75 dB. The
contours will be overlaid on a land use map that also depicts the location of noise-sensitive sites,
Section 4(f) resources, and National Register properties (if any) within the general study area. )

5.2.10 Socioeconomics, Environmental Justice, and Children’s Environmental Health and
Safety Risks

D&K will describe relevant social, economic, and demographic characteristics in the general study area
and the City. Using U.S. Census Bureau, state, and local data, D&K will briefly describe economic
activity and median houschold income, employment, population, housing, race and ecthnicity
characteristics, and poverty levels.

5.2.11 Visual Effects

D&K will describe the current visual landscape on and around the Airport. In addition, the potential
for the intrusion of existing aircraft light emissions into any light-sensitive areas will be evaluated.
Visual renderings will be developed providing a visual perspective of the runway 36 end from abutting
properties and the view scape once trees have been removed when the runway is extended.

5.2.12 Water Resources ,

Surface waters, groundwater, drinking water/wastewater infrastructure in the general study area will be
summarily characterized using reasonably available reports and dara sets. The location of waterbodies
will be depicted on the project base map, and the waterbodies will be characterized in terms of
regulatory status (e.g., impaired waterbodies). D&K, through close coordination with NH DES, will
also review and describe any regulatory floodplains within the general study area. Wetlands mapping
obtained per ltem 5.1 will be added to the base mapping,

Our wetland scientist will perform a functional assessment of wetlands present on the property. The
December 2015 “Method for Inventorying and Evaluating Freshwater Wetlands in New Hampshire”
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will be used to evaluate each wetland for twelve functions in order to characterize the site’s wetlands,
develop management strategies, and identify wetland restoration and protection opportunities.

Interpretation of functional assessment results will be provided in a final Wetland Evaluation Report.
This report will include descriptions of each wetland identfied and a comparative analysis of functional
scores across individual wetlands across the property. Management recommendations based on
assessment results will also be included.

TASK 6: ENVIRONMENTAL CONSEQUENCES

This task involves the technical analyses of the direct and indirect environmental effects of the Proposed Project
and the No-Action Alternative for the specific impact cafcgorics listed in the FAA’s 1050.1F Desk Reference.
Where appliéable, this section will also discuss conceptual mitigation measures that may be required to reduce
adverse or potentially significant impacts.

Study Years and Analysis of Impacts
The analysis of potential environmental impacts will be conducted by comparing the Proposed Project
to the No-Action Alternative in two future study years: the first full year of operation 2022 and year
2027 conditions. . .
6.1 Air Quality
6.1.1 Operational and Construction Emissions
Using the current FAA-approved version of AEDT (AEDT 3b), D&K will estimate annual emissions
for criteria air pollutants from aircraft and GSE. Using FAA-approved calculation merhods, D&K will
estimate annual emissions from stationary ‘and mobile sources toutinely associated with Airport
_activities for the No-Action Alternative and the Proposed Project for both future EA study years,

6.2 Biological Resources
6.2.1 Biotic Communities

. Based on data and information developed in Task 10.1, potential impacts to habitat and vegetative
communities will be quantified. Impacts to wildlife will be evaluated qualitatively.

6.2.2 Threatened and Endangered Species

The effect of the Proposed Project and No-Action Alternative on federal and state-listed plants and
animals and their habitats will be evaluated in this task. Using information collected in Task 10.1, an
assessment of the potential usc of the general study arca by state and federally listed species and the
potential impacts to these species as a result of each alternative will be undertaken. Due to the distance
of LEB from coastal and estuarine resources, the assessment of impacts on marine species and essential
fish habitat is not anticipated.

6.3 Climate

Using data developed in Task 6.1, D&K will estimate GHG emissions (carbon dioxide equivalents or
CO2e) and assess the potential effects of the Proposed Project and the No-Action Alternative on
climate change. The implicatons of climate change for the environmental effects of the Proposed

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Project and the No-Actdon Alternative, as well as measutes that may offset GHG emissions, will be
discussed qualitatively.

6.4 Section 4(F) Resources

Although the Proposed Project would include construction activity, direct impacts to Secdon 4(f)
resoutces are not anticipated. D&K will verify and document that there would be no direct impacts to
Secton 4{f) resources in a concise statement in the EA. Indirect impacts, typically associated with
impacts associated with other categones such as noise, will be evaluated qualitadvely. The need for the
preparadon and coordination of a formal Secdon 4(f) Statement is not anticipated.

6.5 Hazardous Materials _
Existing site conditons and the potential to introduce new hazardous materials and pollutants will be
assessed to determine what effects or environmental concerns, if any, would be generated by the
operation of the Proposed Project or the No-Action Aliernative. The assessment will qualitatively
asscss: '
® Potendal involvement with any currently unidentified sites within or immediately adjacent to
the general study area,
® The storage and use of hazardous materials and petroleum-based products during the normal
operation of the Proposed Project.
® A review of existing and available Best Management Practices, spill prevention plans, pollution
prevendon plans, and similar policies in place at LEB or commonly accepted practices
available for implementadon.

This scope of work does not include any subsurface investigation, soil and/or water samplinig and
testing, extensive research/investigations, or specialized studies.

6.6 Historic, Architectural, Archeological, and Cultural Resources

Based on the cultural resources technical report prepared by D&K as deseribed in Task 10.2 and the
results of SHPO and 'THPO consultation conducted by the FAA pursuant to Section 106, D&K will
evaluate whether the Proposed Project and the No-Action Alternative would result in adverse effects
to Historic Properties as defined under Scction 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act and its
implementing regulations at 36 CFR Part 800. Adverse direct effects on historic, architectural,
archaeological, and cultural resources are not antcipated. D&K will provide technical support related
to the preparation of a Memorandum of Agreement between the FAA, SHPQ and the City of Lebanon.
This will require two meetings and a physical visit to the SHPO office in Concord.

6.7 Land Use

In addition to the impacts of noise on land use compatibility, D& K will evaluate existing and planned
land uses that may be affected by the Proposed Project. In additon, the presence of any land uses that
could have an adverse effect on safe aircraft operations within the distances referenced by FAA
Advisory Circular 150/5200-33B, Hazardous Wildlife Atiractants on or Near Airports, shall be
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disclosed. D&K will discuss whether the Proposed Project would be inconsistent with approved state
and/or local plans and laws. '

6.8 Natural Resources and Energy Supply

The impacts of the Proposed Project will be assessed with respect to energy supplies and natural
resources. This includes the Proposed Project’s use of energy and the ability of local energy providers
to meet the demand. ‘

6.9 Noise and Noise-Compatible Land Use

6.9.1 Noise Contour Development

D&K will update the AEDT model inputs to account for the new design critical aircrafe. CNEL 65,
70, and 75 contours for the Proposed Project for the 2022 and 2027 future year conditions will be
developed using the LEB approved aviation forecast and the latest version of the FAA’s AEDT model.
This task includes developing CNEL contours for the No-Action Alternative using the Airports’
existing configuration and baseline forecast. It is anticipated that aircraft substitutions will not be
required for the development of the noise contours. D&K expects to employ the standard aircraft
profiles. This task does not include the use of supplemental metrics.

D&K will review, and update information, inputs, assumptons, and assumptions used to develop the
No-Action Alternative and Proposed Project CNEL contours. This process would consider potential
changes to aircraft fleet mix, runway use patterns, flight paths and profiles, day/night splits, stage
lengths, instrument approach procedures, NAVAIDs, and proposed major Airport airficld projects.
The information, data, and assumptions used to develop the contours will be documented in the noise
technical report included as an EA appendix,

6.10 Sccioeconomic Impacts, Environmental Justice, and Children’s Environmental Health
and Safety Risks

6.10.1 Socioeconomics

For the assessment of sociveconomic impacts, D&K will evaluate the topics listed below. The
assessment will be conducted using reasonably available information from public agencies and
information provided by the City (e.g., number of new jobs at LEB). The use of specialized studies
and economic models are not andcipated. : '

® The potential for residential and business relocations, including the number and type of
relocations, neighborhood impacts, and adequate relocation housing,

The reduction or increase in economic activiry.

Effect on employment (unemployment rates, commuter patterns, and labor force).

Effect on income and potential to change existing conditions.

Populaton, including shifts in population.

Housing, including availability and change in demand for housing,

Public Services, including availability and change in demand.
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® Social conditons, including effect on community cohesion and religious institutions (ro the
extent practicable). )

6.10.2 Environmental Justice

Impacts of the Proposed Project and the No-Action Alternative will be assessed with regard to
compliance with Federal Environmental Justice guidelines (Executive Order 12898) to determine if
there would be a disproportionate adverse impact to minority and low-income populations as a result
of implementaton of the Proposed Project, and to quantify these impacts should they occur, GIS,
census, and local parcel dara will be queried to determine minority or low-income populations that may
expetience a disproportionately high and adverse covironmental effect under cach cavironmental
resource category. For reportable impacts, an average number of persons per census tract (or other
unit) will be calculated and disclosed.

' 6.10.3 Children’s Environmental Health and Safety Risks
Tmpacts of the Proposed Project and the No-Action Alternative will be assessed qualitatively with
regard to any incteased risk related to children’s environmental health and safety. Detailed analysis and
the preparation of health effects studies are not included in this scope of work.
6.11 Visual Effects
The potential for visual impacts arising from the intrusion of aircraft light emissions into nearby light-
sensitive arcas will be assessed. If substantial impacts are expected to occur, conceptual mitigation
measures will be discussed. '

6.12 Water Resources

The effects of the Proposed Project and the No-Action Alternatdve on stormwater, wetlands,
floodplains, groundwater, drinking water supplies, and wastewater during the operation of the
Proposed Project will be evaluated in this task.

6.13.1 Wetlands

Potential impacts to jurisdictional and non-jurisdictdonal wedands (if any) will be discussed and
documented. D&K will assess the potential significance of the impacts using the criteria outlined in
FAA guidance documents. This will include the surveying, flagging, and the delincation of wetlands in
the impact arca.

A Wetland Delineation and Functions & Values Assessment will be conducted. Our New Hampshire-
certified wedand scientst will conduct a desktop review of wetlands and other natural resources of
concern present on the property. A site visit will be conducted in order to scarch for wetlands, and all
wetlands will be delineated in accordance with the ACOE 1987 Wetland Delinecatdon Manual and the
ACOE 2012 Regional Supplement for the Northcentral and Northeast Region. Wetland boundaries
will be flagged with delineation tape, and Ordinary High Water elevations of.any streams present on
the property will be delineated.

Our wetland scientist will then perform a functional assessment of wetlands present on the property.
The December 2015 “Method for Inventorying and Ewvalvating Freshwater Wedands in New

r
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Hampshire” will be used to evaluate each wetland for twelve functions in order to characterize the
site’s wetlands, develop management strategies, and identify wetland restoration and protection
opportunities,

Interpreration of functional assessment results will be provided in a final Wetland Evaluation Report.
This report will include descriptions of each wetland identified and a comparative analysis of functional
scores across individual wetlands across the property. Management recommendadons based on
assessment results will also be included.

6.13.2 Surface Waters and Ground Water

Applicable state or local water quality regulations and the Airport’s current storm water management
plan will be discussed. In particular, the potental to exceed or not exceed applicable water quality
standards for surface waters and groundwater will be evaluated. Potential water quality impacts
associated with the operation of the Proposed Project will be assessed and potential mitigation
measures will be discussed.

6.13.3 Water Supply
D&K will identify potential increases in water demand and wastewater trearment at LEB if the
Proposed Project is implemented.

6.14 Cumulative Impacts / Other Considerations

The cumulative impacts of recent and reasonably foreseeable future improvements at LEB, when
considered in conjunction with other major existing or planned projects within the general study area,
will be qualitatively discussed in this task. Additionally, each project will be compared to the stated
purpose and need developed in this EA. This discussion will be limited to those major development
actions that could potentially have a social /environmental effect on lands within the general study area.
A qualitative discussion of the potendal consequences of cumulative actions and their relatdonship to
the stated purpose and need will be provided in natrative and comparative table formats. The Airport
will be responsible for providing information on past, present, and reasonably foreseeable actions.

TASK 7: DRAFT EA
D&K will be responsible for preparing, printing, and distributing the Preliminary Draft EA and Draft EA
documents. {

7.1 Preliminary Draft EA — Internal to Airport/FAA/NHDOT

D&K will prepare a Preliminary Draft EA (PDEA) for Airport, FAA and NHDOT Internal review.
This task includes technical writing, document editing and formatting, word processing, graphics
preparation, and intcrnal quality assurance reviews. D&K will prepare two (2) electronic copies
(Microsoft Word and PDF format with incorporated figures) of the PDEA Version 1 for the Airport’s
inidal review and comment. D&K will address the Airport’s initial review comments and prepare
PDEA Version 2 for FAA and NHDOT review. Two (2) clectronic copies of PDEA Version 2
(Microsoft Word and PDF format with incorporated figures) will be produced and distributed.
Distribution will be made electronically via D&K’s Vaulr file sharing website. Delivery of PDF copies

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on USB flash drives is optonal. D&K anticipates hosting and participating in one web-based mecting
with the Airport, FAA and NHDOT to discuss comments on PDEA Version 2. In addition, D&K
will work with the City to display the draft Chapters of Environmental Assessment document on the
City or Airport website. Prior to being displayed on the City or Airport website, D&K will thoroughly
review cach Chapter to affirm the quality of the document.

7.2 Draft EA

Airport, FAA and NHDOT comments on the PDEA will be incorporated into a Draft EA document.

Upon receiving Airport, FAA and NHDOT approval to make the Draft EA available to the public
and agencies for review, D&K will print up to cight (8) copies of the Draft EA document for the
Airport, FAA and NHDOT, and distribution at a local public library. D&K will also produce an
electronic copy of the Draft EA in PDF format for posting on the Airport’s website and up to twelve
{12y CD-ROMs or USB Flash drives containing the Draft EA for distribution to select federal, state,
and local agencies.

7.3 Agency / Public Coordination of Draft EA

D&K will prepare a Notice of Availability and Public Hearing Notice for FAA review and approval.
D&K will place the Notice in the legal section of one local newspaper for one day. The Airport will be
responsible for placing the Notice {(and Draft EA} and on the City’s website. D&K will prepare a Draft
EA distribution letter and send a copy of the Draft EA document to the local library for public review
and to the selected agencies. D&K anticipates that the EA will be produced only in English.

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This scope of work anticipates that one (1) Public Informaton Workshop and/or a formal Public
Hearing will be required for the Proposed Project’s NEPA approval. The Public Information
Workshop and/or formal Public Hearing will be held in Lebanon, NH. D&K will coordinate, prepare
for, and participate in one (1) combined Public-Information Workshop/Public Hearing. Up to four (4)
members of D&K will attend the Public Information Workshop/Public Hearing. Meeting materials,
including handouts, comment forms, and up to twenty-five (25) boards will be prep-arcd for the
Workshop/Hearing. Additionally, a court reporter will be present for the entire duration of the
Workshop/Hearing. D&K can add preparation and participation in additional hearings as needed in a
supplemental cost estimate.

Due to COVID restrictions an option to hold this
meeting remotely shall be provided.

7.4:Draft EA Comment Analysis and Response

D&K will compile comments received during the agency and public review process. The comments
and responses in aggregate and will be organized into a format to be included within an appendix to
the Final EA. D&K will prepare draft responses to all summarized commaents. At this time, it is difficult
to estimate the potential number and complexity of agency and public comments that will be received
on the Draft EA. However, for the purpose of developing a fec estimate, D&K has assumed that up
to 20 short (up to two pages) comment letters will be reccived. If lengthy comment letters from
attorneys, agencies, and/or more than 20 comment letters are received, D&K will request additional
compensation to prepare the response to comments. D&K will prepare the additional response to
comments upon written direction from the Airport and receipt of a fully executed contract amendment.

D&K will prepare the Preliminary Final EA (PFEA) for Airport, FAA and NHDOT review. The
PFEA will contain necessary revisions based on comments received and document the public and
agency review process.

TASK 9: PROJECT ADMINISTRATION - NEPA
This task involves the administrative and managerial activities nccessary for D&K to implement and oversce
the NEPA portion of the project. It includes the routine coordination and management of the project team,
Coordination with the Airport’s subconsultants, preparation of monthly invoices and project progress reports,
coordination with the Airport, FAA and NHDOT and regular status update calls, project management plan
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preparation and updates, and project closeout procedures. D&K shall submit monthly written progress reports
to the Airport with its invoice.

In addition to meetings and work described above, D&K has included in the budget for the D&K Project
Manager and up to one additonal staff member 1o attend two (2) project-related business meetings/briefings
at the Airport or via Zoom (as appropriate due to COVID) during the course of the EA study.

9.1 Prepare Grant Applications. Preparc and submit an FAA grant application on behalf of the
SPONSOR. A copy shall also be submitted o NHDOT.

9.2 Process Reimbursement Requests. Collect and approve cost data and prepare eight (8) FAA
and eight (8) NHDOT reimbursement requests. Assist the Airport in the coordination and the tracking
of payments between the FAA, NHDOT and the Airport’s fiscal officer and applicant’s payment
system and report results to the Airport in writing when requested to do so.

TASK 10: PREPARE TECHNICAL STUDIES

Based on the addition of ground disturbing activities as part of the Proposed Project and a resulting expansion
of the general study area, we have included preparation of biological and cultural resource studies in this scope
of work. The studies will support the EA analyses of proposed project effects to biological resources and
cultural resources, as well as the FAA’s consultation with resource agencies for the Proposed Project. In
addition, unless otherwise noted in this scope of work, the technical analyses conducted for the EA will be
documented in the EA chapters and not as stand-alone technical reports.

10.1 Biological Resources Technical Report

D&K will conduct a reconnaissance-level baseline biclogical survey of the general study area. In
preparation, D&K will query the New Hampshire Natural Heritage Bureau Data Base and, the U.S.
Fish and Wildlife Service’s (USFWS) Information for Planning and Coordination {(IPaC) database to
determine the presence of any known rare, threatened or endangered species and/or critical habitac,, ,
The NH Wetlands Permit Planning Tool will be consulted to identify known wetlands, prime wetlands,
Priority Resource Areas, Floodplains, Floodplain Wetlands adjacent to Tier 3 streams, peatlands, arcas
of Highest Ranked Wildlife Habitat or other known resources of special concern.

D&K will conduct a general reconnaissance survey of the general study area to identify the presence
of vegetation communities and wildlife habitats and evaluate the site’s potential to support habitat for
special-status plant and animal species and other sensitive biological resources. D&K will use a geo-
referenced acrial photograph, provided by the Airport’s subconsultant, of the general study arca to
map habitats. In addition to data collected during the field survey, existing vegeration /habitat data will
be used to supplement aerial interpretation of habitats. D&K. will analyze the potential for special-
status species and sensitive habitats to occur within the general study area. If the analysis identifies the
potential for occurrence, applicable constraints for these sensitive species or habitats will be
summarized as part of the report. Vegetation communities and wildlife habirats will be mapped and
described. Wetlands and waters of the United States on the project site will be mapped and described
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using the USFWS’s Cowardin classification system. D&K’s scope does not include protocol-level
special-status species surveys. If protocol-level special status species surveys are determined necessary
based on the results of the general reconnaissance survey, these studies can be conducted under a
separate scope of work upon written direction from the Airport and receipt of a fully executed contract
amendment.

D&K will prepare a biological resourees technical report based on the background rescarch and habitat
mapping, The report will include the following:

e A descripdon of the existing environment of the project site and surrounding area. This will
include vegetation communites and wildlife habitats on the site as well as potentially occurring
special-status specics. Any sensitive natural communities, wetlands, and/or waters of the U.S.
will also be described.

A summary of data sources, background research, and study methods.
A summary and evaluation of federal, state, and local policies and regulations as they pertain
to biological resources in the area.

® A discussion of potential permitting requirements based on the biological resources in the
general study area.

® Figures, including a site vicinity and map, delineation of vegeration communitics, and locations
(if any) of sensitive biological resources.

Following the completion of the report, an electronic draft copy of the document and maps will be
submitted to the Airport for review and comment. Once we have received comments, a final electronic
copy will be produced and submitted. The biological constraints report will be used as the basis for
preparing the Biological Resources section of the EA.

10.2 Cultural Resources Technical Report

In order to determine whether the project would cause an adverse effect on Historic Properties as
defined under Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act and its implementing regulations
at 36 CFR Part 800, D&K will complete a study that includes an analysis of architectural resources
{built environment), archaeclogical resources, and traditonal cultural propertes. D&K will conduct a
records search through the NH Enhanced Mapping and Management Information Tool (*EMMIT”)
system. List is here to identify previously recorded cultural resources and studies in the project’s Area
of Patential Effects (APE) and within a Y2 mile radius, which would be andcipated to encompass a
potential indirect APE generated by the Proposed Project’s aircraft noise contours, road segments or
intersections affected by project related traffic, or other indirect environmental effects of the proposed
project.

D& K will complete an intensive surface survey of the direct APE to identify archacological resources
and to report on existing site conditions. D&K assumes that the direct APE can be surveyed by two
archaeologists in a two-day field effort and that up to two (2} archacological resources will be identified.

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to the nature and extent of potentially identified archaeological resources, this scope of work and
budget does not include formal evaluaton of archacological resources. 1f archaeological resources are
encountered within the project site and require evaluation pursuant to Section 106, D&K will notify
the Airport to discuss the additional effort required.

The technical report will
provide the results of the evaluation of the airport and recommendations for additional work regarding
archacological resources, which could include site evaluation, monitoring during project
implementation, and/or actions to follow in the event of an inadvertent discovery of cultural materials
or human remains.

10.3 Update Airport Stormwater Pollution and Prevention Plan
The Airport’s stormwater pollutdon prevention plan (SWPPP) will be updated to reflect improvement
projects proposed at the airport.

Minimum Wage Rates.

It shall include, in all contracts in excess of $2,000 for work on any projects funded under this
grant agreement which involve labor, provisions establishing minimum rates of wages, to be
predetermined by the Secretary of Labor, in accordance with the Davis-Bacon Act, as amended
{40 U.S.C. 276a-276a-5), which contractors shall pay to skilled and unskilled labor, and such
minimum rates shall be stated in the invitation for bids and shall be included in proposals or bids
for the work.

a. The airport and all facilities which are necessary to serve the aeronautical users of the
airport, other than facilities owned or controlled by the United States, shall be operated at |
all times in a safe and serviceable condition and in accordance with the minimum standards
as may be required or prescribed by applicable Federal, state and local agencies for
maintenance and operation. It will not cause or permit any activity or action thereon which
would interfere with its use for airport purposes. It will suitably operate and maintain the
airport and all facilities thereon or connected therewith, with due regard to climatic and
fiood conditions. Any proposal to temporarily close the airport for non-aeronautical
purposes must first be approved by the Secretary. In furtherance of this assurance, the
sponsor will have in effect arrangements for-

1) Operating the airport's aeronautical facilities whenever required;

2)  Promptly marking and lighting hazards resulting from airport conditions, including
temporary conditions; and

3) Promptly notifying airmen of any condition affecting aeronautical use of the airport.
Nothing contained herein shall be construed to require that the airport be operated for
aeronautical use during temporary periods when snow, flood or other climatic
conditions interfere with such operation and maintenance. Further, nothing herein
shall be construed as requiring the maintenance, repair, restoration, or replacement of
any structure or facility which is substantially damaged or destroyed due to an act of
God or other condition or circumstance beyond the control of the sponsor.

b. It will suitably operate and maintain noise compatibility program items that it owns or
controls upon which Federal funds have been expended.

20. Hazard Removal and Mitigation.

It will take appropriate action to assure that such terminal airspace as is required to protect
instrument and visual operations to the airport {including established minimum flight altitudes)
will be adequately cleared and protected by removing, lowering, relocating, marking, or lighting
or otherwise mitigating existing airport hazards and by preventing the establishment or creation
of future airport hazards.

It will make the airport available as an airport for public use on reasonable terms and
without unjust discrimination to all types, kinds and classes of aeronautical activities,
including commercial aeronautical activities offering services to the public at the airport.

In any agreement, contract, lease, or other arrangement under which a right or privilege at
the airport is granted to any person, firm, or corporation to conduct or to engage in any
aeranautical activity for furnishing services to the public at the airport, the sponsor will
insert and enforce provisions requiring the contractor to-

1) furnish said services on a reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, basis to all users
thereof, and o .

2) charge reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory,'prices for each unit or service,
provided that the contractor may be allowed to make reasonable and
nondiscriminatory discounts, rebates, or other similar types of price reductions to
volume purchasers.

Each fixed-based operator at the airport shall be subject to the same rates, fees, rentals, and
other charges as are uniformly applicable to all other fixed-based operators making the’
same ot similar uses of such airport and utilizing the same or similar facilities.

Each air carrier using such airport shall have the right to service itself or to use any fixed-
based operator that is authorized or permitted by the airport to serve any air carrier at such
airport.

Each air carrier using such airport {whether as a tenant, non-tenant, or subtenant of another
air carrier tenant) shall be subject to such nondiscriminatory and substantially comparable
rules, regulations, conditions, rates, fees, rentals, and other charges with qupect to facilities
directly and substantially related to providing air transportation as are applicable to all such
air carriers which make similar use of such airport and utilize similar facilities, subject to

" reasonable classifications such as tenants or non-tenants and signatory carriers and non-

signatory carriers. Classification or status as tenant or signatory shall not be unreasonably
withheld by any airport provided an air carrier assumes obligations substantially similar to
those already imposed on air carriers in such classification or status.

It will not exercise or grant any right or privilege which operates to prevent any person, firm,
or corporation operating aircraft on the airport from performing any services on its own
aircraft with its own employees [including, but not limited to maintenance, repair, and
fueling} that it may choose to perform.

In the event the sponsor itself exercises any of the rights and privileges.referred to in this
assurance, the services involved will be provided on the same conditions as would apply to
the furnishing of such services by commercial aeronautical service providers authorized by
the sponsor under these provisions.

The sponsor may establish such reasonable, and not unjustly discriminatory, conditions to
be met by all users of the airport as may be necessary for the safe and efficient operation of
the airport.

i. The sponsor may prohibit or limit any given type, kind or class of aeronautical use of the
airport if such action is necessary for the safe operation of the airport or necessary to serve
the civil aviation needs of the public.

Exclusive Rights.

It will permit no exclusive right for the use of the airport by any person providing, or intending
to provide, aeronautical services to the public. For purposes of this paragraph, the providing of
the services at an airport by a single fixed-based operator shall not be construed as an exclusive
right if both of the following apply:

a. It would be unreasonably costly, burdensome, or impractical for more than one fixed-based
operator to provide such services, and

b. If allowing more than one fixed-based operator to provide such services would require the
reduction of space leased pursuant to an existing agreement between such single fixed-
based operator and such airport. It further agrees that it will not, either directly or
indirectly, grant or permit any person, firm, or corporation, the exclusive right at the airport
to conduct any aeronautical activities, including, but not limited to charter flights, pilot
training, aircraft rental and sightseeing, aerial photography, crop dusting, aerial advertising
and surveying, air carrier operations, aircraft sales and services, sale of aviation petroleum
products whether or not conducted in conjunction with other aeronautical activity, repair
and maintenance of aircraft, sale of aircraft parts, and any other activities which because of
their direct relationship to the operation of aircraft can be regarded as an aeronautical
activity, and that it will terminate any exclusive right to conduct an aeronautical activity now
existing at such an airport before the grant of any assistance under Title 49, United States
Code.

Fee and Rental Structure.

It will maintain a fee and rental structure for the facilities and services at the airport which will
make the airport as self-sustaining as possible under the circumstances existing at the particular
airport, taking into account such factors as the volume of traffic and economy of collection. No
part of the Federal share of an airport development, airport planning or noise compatibility
project for which a grant is made under Title 49, United States Code, the Airport and Airway
Improvement Act of 1982, the Federal Airport Act or the Airport and Airway Development Act of
1970 shall be included in the rate basis in establishing fees, rates, and charges for users of that
airport,

Airport Revenues.

a. All revenues generated by the airport and.any local taxes on aviation fuel established after
December 30, 1987, will be expended by it for the capital or operating costs of the airport;
the local airport systern; or other local facilities which are owned or operated by the owner
or operator of the airport and which are directly and substantially related to the actual air
transportation of passengers or property; or for noise mitigation purposes on or off the
airport. The following exceptions apply to this paragraph:

1} If covenants or assurances in debt obligations issued before September 3, 1982, by the
owner or operator of the airport, or provisions enacted before September 3, 1982, in
governing statutes controlling the owner or operator's financing, provide for the use of
the revenues from any of the airport owner or operator's facilities, including the airport,
to support not only the airport but also the airport owner or operator's general debt
obligations or other facilities, then this limitation on the use of all revenues generated
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b.

by the airport (and, in the case of a public airport, local taxes on aviation fuel) shall not
apply.

2} Ifthe Secretary approves the sale of a privately owned airport to a public sponsar and
provides funding for any portion of the public sponsor’s acquisition of land, this
limitation on the use of all revenues generated by the sale shall not apply to certain
proceeds from the sale. This is conditioned on repayment to the Secretary by the private
owner of an amount equal to the remaining unamortized portion (amortized over a 20-
year period) of any airport improvement grant made to the private owner for any
purpose other than land acquisition on or after October 1, 1996, plus an amount equal
to the federal share of the current fair market value of any land acquired with an airport
improvement grant made to that airport on or after October 1, 1996.

3} Certain revenue derived from or generated by mineral extraction, production, lease, or
other means at a general aviation airport (as defined at Section 47102 of title 49 United
States Code), if the FAA determines the airport sponsor meets the requirements set
forth in Sec. 813 of Public Law 112-95.

As part of the annual audit required under the Single Audit Act of 1984, the sponsor will
direct that the audit will review, and the resulting audit report will provide an opinion
concerning, the use of airport revenue and taxes in paragraph (a), and indicating whether
funds paid or transferred to the owner or operator are paid or transferred in a manner
consistent with Title 49, United States Code and any other applicable provision of law,
including any regulation promulgated by the Secretary or Administrator.

Any civil penalties or other sanctions will be imposed for violation of this assurance in
accordance with the provisions of Section 47107 of Title 49, United States Code.

26. Reports and Inspections.

It will:

submit to the Secretary such annual or special financial and operations reports as the
Secretary may reasonably request and make such reports available to the public; make
available to the public at reasonable times and places a report of the airport budget in a
format prescribed by the Secretary;

for airport development projects, make the airport and ail airport records and documents
affecting the airport, including deeds, leases, operation and use agreements, regulations
and other instruments, available for inspection by any duly authorized agent of the
Secretary upon reasonable request;

for noise compatibility program projects, make records and documents relating to the
project and continued compliance with the terms, conditions, and assurances of this grant
agreement including deeds, leases, agreements, regulations, and other instruments,
available for inspection by any duly authorized agent of the Secretary upon reasonable
request; and

in a format and time prescribed by the Secretary, provide to the Secretary and make
available to the public following each of its fiscal years, an annual report listing in detail:
1} all amounts paid by the airport to any other unit of gavernment and the purposes for
which each such payment was made; and
2) all services and property provided by the airport to other units of government and the
amount of compensation received for provision of each such service and property.

It will make available all of the facilities of the airport developed with Federal financial
assistance and all those usable for landing and takeoff of aircraft to the United States for use by
Government aircraft in common with other aircraft at all times without charge, except, if the
use by Government aircraft is substantial, charge may be made for a reasonable share,
proportional to such use, for the cost of operating and maintaining the facilities used. Unless
otherwise determined by the Secretary, or otherwise agreed to by the sponsor and the using
agency, substantial use of an airport by Government aircraft will be considered to exist when
operations of such aircraft are in excess of those which, in the opinion of the Secretary, would
unduly interfere with use of the landing areas by other authorized aircraft, or during any
calendar month that — .

a. Five (5} or more Government aircraft are regularly based at the airport or on land adjacent
thereto; or

b. The total number of movements {counting each landing as a movement) of Government
aircraft is 300 or more, or the gross accumulative weight of Government aircraft using the
airport (the total movement of Government aircraft multiplied by gross weights of such
aircraft) is in excess of five million pounds.

Land for Federal Facilities.

It will furnish without cost to the Federal-Government for use in connection with any air traffic
control or air navigation activities, or weather-reporting and communication activities related to
air traffic control, any areas of land or water, or estate therein, or rights in buildings of the
sponsor as the Secretary considers necessary or desirable for construction, operation, and
maintenance at Federal expense of space or facilities for such purposes. Such areas or any
portion thereof will be made available as provided herein within four months after receipt of a
written request from the Secretary.

Airport Layout Plan.

Subject to the FAA Reauthorization Act of 2018, Public Law 115-254, Section 163, it will keep
up to date at all times an airport [ayout plan of the airport showing:

1) boundaries of the airport and all proposed additions thereto, together with the
boundaries of all offsite areas owned or controlled by the sponsor for airport purposes
and proposed additions thereto;

2} the location and nature of all existing and proposed airport facilities and structures
{such as runways, taxiways, aprons, terminal buildings, hangars and roads), including all
proposed extensions and reductions of existing airport facilities;

3) the location of all existing and proposed non-aviation areas and of all éxisting
improvements thereon; and.

4}  all proposed and existing access points used to taxi aircraft across the airport’s
property boundary. Such airport layout plans and each amendment, revision, or
modification thereof, shall be subject to the approval of the Secretary which approval
shall be evidenced by the signature of a duly authorized representative of the Secretary
on the face of the airport layout plan. The sponsor will not make or permit any
changes or alterations in the airport or any of its facilities which are not in conformity
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with the airport layout plan as approved by the Secretary and which might, in the
opinion of the Secretary, adversely affect the safety, utility or efficiency of the airport.

Subject to the FAA Reauthorization Act of 2018, Public Law 115-254, Section 163, if a change
or alteration in the airport or the facilities is made which the Secretary determines adversely
affects the safety, utility, or efficiency of any federally owned, leased, or funded property on
or off the airport and which is not in.conformity with the airport layout plan as approved by
the Secretary, the owner or operator will, if requested, by the Secretary (1) eliminate such
adverse effect in a manner approved by the Secretary; or (2} bear all costs of relocating such
property {or replacement thereof} to a site acceptable to the Secretary and all costs of
restoring such property {or replacement thereof) to the level of saféty, utility, efficiency, and
cost of operation existing before the unapproved change in the airport or its facilities except
in the case of a relocation or replacement of an existing airport facility due to a change in
the Secretary’s design standards beyond the control of the airport spensor.

30. Civil Rights.

It will promptly take any measures necessary to ensure that no person in the United States shall,
on the grounds of race, creed, color, national origin, sex, age, or disability be excluded from
participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination in any
activity conducted with, or benefiting from, funds received from this grant.

Using the definitions of activity, facility and program as found and defined in §§ 21.23 (b)
and 21.23 {e) of 49 CFR § 21, the sponsor will facilitate all programs, operate all facilities, or
conduct all programs in compliance with all non-discrimination requirements imposed by, or
pursuant to these assurances. ) ’

Applicability

1) Programs and Activities. If the sponsor has received a grant (or other federal assistance)
for any of the sponsor’s program or activities, these requirements extend to all of the
sponsor’s programs and activities.

2} Facilities. Where it receives a grant-or other federal financial assistance to construct,
expand, rencvate, remodel, alter or acquire a facility, or part of a facility, the assurance
extends to the entire facility and facilities operated in connection therewith.

3) Reat Property. Where the sponsor receives a grant or other Federal financial assistance
in the form of, or for the acquisition of real property or an interest in real property, the
assurance wili extend to rights to space on, over, or under such property.

Duration.

The sponsor agrees that it is obligated to this assurance for the period during which Federal
financial assistance is extended to the program, except where the Federal financial
assistance is to provide, or is in the form of, persanal property, or real property, or interest
therein, or structures or improvements thereon, in which case the assurance obligates the

1} Solong as the airportis used as an airport, or for another purpose involving the
provision of similar services or benefits; or

2} So long as the sponsor retains ownership or possession of the property.
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Required Solicitation Language. It will include the following notification in all solicitations for
bids, Requests For Proposals for work, or material under this grant agreement and in all
proposals for agreements, including airport concessions, regardless of funding source:

“The City of Lebanon, in accordance with the provisions of Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of
1964 (78 Stat. 252, 42 U.S.C. §§ 2000d to 2000d-4) and the Regulations, hereby notifies all
bidders that it will affirmatively ensure that any contract entered into pursuant to this
advertisement, disadvantaged business enterprises and airport concession disadvantaged
business enterprises will be afforded full and fair opportunity to submit bids in response to
this invitation and will not be discriminated against on the grounds of race, color, or national
origin in consideration for an award.”

Required Contract Provisions.

1) It willinsert the non-discrimination contract clauses requiring compliance with the acts

transferred to an eligible sponsor of another public airport to be reinvested in an approved
naoise compatibility project at that airport, and {5} paid to the Secretary for deposit in the
Airport and Airway Trust Fund. If land acquired under a grant for noise compatibility
purposes is leased at fair market value and consistent with noise buffering purposes, the
lease will not be considered a disposal of the land.

Engineering and Design Services. If any phase of such project has received Federal funds under
Chapter 471 subchapter 1 of Title 49 U.5.C., it will award each contract, or sub-contract for
program management, construction management, planning studies, feasibility studies,
architectural services, preliminary engineering, design, engineering, surveying, mapping or
related services in the same manner as a contract for architectural and engineering services is
negotiated under Chapter 11 of Title 40 U. 5. C., or an equivalent qualifications-based -
requirement prescribed for or by the sponsor of the airport.

Foreign Market Restrictions.

it will not allow funds provided under this grant to be used to fund any project which uses any
product or service of a foreign country during the period in which such foreign country is listed
by the United States Trade Representative as denying fair and equitable market opportunities

Policies, Standards, and Specifications.

It will carry out the project in accordance with policies, standards, and specifications approved

The sponsor shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin or sex in the award
and performance of any DOT-assisted contract covered by 49 CFR Part 26, or in the award and
performance of any concession activity contract covered by 49 CFR Part 23. In addition, the
sponsor shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin or sex in the ;
administration of its Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) and Airport Concessions
Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (ACDBE) programs or the requirements of 49 CFR Parts 23
and 26.
