The following appropriation authorities are being requested:

Class 102 — Contracts for Program Services — Appropriation is being reduced due to projected
program service contract expenses being lower than estimated appropriations.

Class 26 — Organizational Dues — Appropriation is being increased to allow for establishment of a
yearly membership expense that has been incurred each year and will continue going forward.

EXPLANATION

The Institute of Museum and Library Services (IMLS) Library Services and Technology Act (LSTA)
program provides annual funding to each state library based on a formula, and is used for support of
statewide library services, programs, and training. This request is to establish needed membership dues
appropriations necessary to better align appropriations for program expenses. Online Computer Library
Center (OCLC), a global library cooperative that provides shared technolegy services for our NH libraries
through this expense, was previously categorized as part of class 57 (books, periodicals, subscriptions). In
2020, Department of Administrative Services asked that future invoices from this group be classified in
026, organizational dues, to better reflect the nature of the expense. This membership allows the State
Library to obtain catalog records and metadata for NHSL collection organization, provide cataloging and
metadata for the statewide public library NHU-PAC shared catalog, as well as the ability to request items
from other libraries around the world through the WorldShare ILL subscription. The FY 2022 expense of
$132,266.78 was approved by Governor and Executive Council on 5/19/2021, Item #1E on the Consent
Calendar.

Justification:
