Pursuant to RSA 14:30-a, VI, authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division of
Parks and Recreation, Bureau of Trails to Retroactively amend Fiscal Item #FIS 21-153 approved on
June 18, 2021 and Governor and Executive Council Item #94 approved on Jime 16, 2021, by extending
the end date from June 30, 2021 to June 30, 2023 effective upon Fiscal Committee and Governor and
Council approval for the period July 1, 2021 through June 30, 2023.

EXPLANATION

EXPLANATION

The Department estimates shortfalls of current appropriations in the Bureau of Trails Grant in Aid
Program accounting units.
