the Lee Traffic Circle extension. Due to delays related to COVID-19 and teleworking, the necessary

paperwdrk from UNH was not received in time to amend the agreement prior to the September 30, 2021

. completion date. - This time extension.will allow UNH to. complete the bidding process infall 2021 and

complete the UNH Water Treatment Plant upgrades by September 2022.

In the event that other funds become no longer -
available, General funds will not be requested to support this program. This amendment was approved
