EXPLANATION

PTAC, a cooperative agreement program of the Division of Economic Development and Defense Logistics
Agency (DLA), provides technical assistance to New Hampshire businesses navigating the complexities of
government contracting. In Federal FY20, federal contracts and subcontracts in New Hampshire were valued at
just under $7 billion, with $630+ million awarded to small businesses.

NH PTAC is due to perform a DolT-scheduled 5-year update of its computer hardware, replacing its three
desktop and three laptops with four new "2 in 1' laptopAablets and monitors, at a cost of $9,614. In order to do
this, it is necessary to budget balance forward revenue to cover the cost.

In the event that Federal Funds become no longer available, General Funds will not be requested to support this
program.
