REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 261: 97-c, Use of Funds, authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources (DNCR),
Division of Forests and Lands to enter into a contract with Project Resource Group, LLC (VC # 153524),
Franccstown, NH in the amount of $586,944 to renovate the McGreal House at Shieling State Forest effective
upon Governor and Executive Council approval through June 1, 2022. 100% Other Funds.

Funding is contingent upon Fiscal Committee and Governor and Executive Council approval of a Budget and
Expend and Transfer Request for $477,000 on October 22, 2021 and October 27, 2021 in account, Conservation
Plate Fund, as follows:

EXPLANATION

This contract provides construction services to renovate the historic McGreal House at Shieling State Forest in
Peterborough, NH. Renovations will comprise substantial work on the exterior envelope including sill repair,
roofing, siding, chimney repair, painting, and new storm windows. Interior work will include new plumbing,
electrical, and heating systems, one new bathroom, and reconfiguration of an existing bathroom and existing
kitchen.

The project was advertised for bids in May of 2021 on the Division of Purchase and Property's web site, the
Division of Parks and Recreation's website, and six construction services websites. Three general contractors and
four subcontractors attended a mandatory pre-bid meeting on June 4, 2021. At the bid opening on June 15, 2021,
three bids were received. One bidder was disqualified in the course of vetting for Contractor's Qualifications as
specified in the Supplementary Conditions of flie contract (Section 007300). Project Resources Group, LLC was
selected as the lowest responsive bidder.

The contract price exceeds the $500,000 limit authorized by RSA 21-1:80, 1(b) for projects which can be
administered by DNCR without oversight from the Department of Administrative Services' Division of Public
Works. The Commissioner of DAS has approved a Request for Major Project Exclusion (copy attached) allowing
DNCR to carry out this project.

The Attorney General's office has approved this contract as to form, substance and execution.

Six (6) contractors attended a
mandatory pre-bid meeting on June 4, 2021. Bid opening occurred on June 15, 2021,

It

was determined the low bidder did not meet qualifications and the bid was rejected.

Dear Commissioner Arlinghaus:

In accoidance with RSA 21-1:80, t(b), the Departmeni of Natural and Cultural Resources requests to proceed
with the project herein described, wi^out participation of the Division of Public Works In the competitive
bidding process, engineering, planning, design, or Held supervision, as specined I RSA 21-1:12, ni(b)
&(c). In support of this request, the Deportment of Natural and Cultural Resources ofTers the following
inlbrmation for your consi^ration:

1. This project consists of renovations to a residential structure in Shieling Forest, Peterborough, knotvn
OS the McGreal House. The McGreal House has some historic significance on account of its
association with the author Elizab^ Votes McOrcal. Mrs. McGreal donated the property, including
the McGreal House, to the Division ofForcsis and Lands in 1980. A board of trustees oversees an
endowment for Shieling Forest and monitors the stBte*s compliance with its deed restriction to
mainuin the buildings '*ln good repair."

The McGreal House is currently in need of repair and the project has been under discussion
within DNCR since 2017 as various options for how the house could be used were considered. It has
now been decided that for the foreseeable future, the house will be used as Uic Shieling Forest
coretoker's residence.

With that purpose in mirtd, interior renovations will include reconfiguring and upgrading the
existing kitchen and second fVMr bathroom, construction of e new first floor bothmom, replacement
of the electrical and pltunblng systems. Installation of a new hot air fUmace, end interior painting.
On the exterior, the renovations tvill include rebuilding the main chimney from the roof up,
repioccmeni of the roofing materials, replacement of damaged siding and trim, replacement of rotted

■ sills, exterior painting, end installation of new storm svindows.
This modest scope of work is comfortably within the tn4touse capabilities of DNCR to design,

put out to bid and administer. As specified In RSA 21-1: 80, DNCR con administer projects of this
type whose estimated touU cost is not more than S500,000. Our estimate of the construction cost was
$350,000 when we went out to bid in Moy of 2021. However, construction prices increased sharply
over the course of the covtd pandemic. The lowest responsive bid for the project came in at
$586,944. As this is over the $500,000 limit in the statute, we ore requesting an exclusion to oilow
DNCR to carry out tlie prefect.

2. a. This will be o construction project for residential type renovations. Materials will include
lumber, roofing, finish materials, elMtricol equipment, plumbing fixtures end piping, new fumocc,
and storm windows.

b. Building modifications will include: «
•  pQitiiioning to create a new first floor bathroom.
•  Extending tlie second floor bathroom including relocating one dormer window and

eliminating another window.



•  Reconfiguring the kitchen from a galley style layout to a U shaped conrigtmuion.
c. This project will require permits ffoin the Slate Fire Marshal's Omce for renovation,
electrical wo^ mechantcal work, and plumbing work.

d. Building Infmstructure work will include:
•  Replacing overheod electrical service with underground electrical conduits.
•  New electrical panel and wiring
• New plumbing Hxtures, ̂VBter1incs, drainage piping and vent piping.
•  Replacement of the oil fired, hot air furnace in kind.

e. The McCreal House has been unoccupied since 2016.

f. The project will not require an inspection by the Labor Depaitment. There is no elevator and
no high-pressure boiler.

g. The low bid contractor's schedule of values is attached to verify the project cost.

3. Why proceeding with the renovation of the McQreal House without participation of the Division of
Public Works is in the best interest of the state:

DNCR undertook the project on an in-house basis assuming the project cost would be well
below the $500,000 limit. Bid documents have been prodi^ and the project has already
been through a public bidding process. It would be a duplication of elTort to go through
those phases of the project again under DPW auspices. The remaining work of the project b
contract administration and construction supervision. These arc within the in*house
capabilities of DNCR. The most cost efficient use of state's resources would be to let
DNCR architects, who have a deep familiarity with the project and who have token the
project to thb point, stay with it to its conclusion.

A. DNCR proposes to execute the project by awarding a construction contract to the successful bidder
in the competitive bidding process thai has already occurred. The process complied with state
standards f^ competitive bidding. It would be a duplication of cfTprt and a substantbl delay in the
project schedule to re-bid the project.

5. An alternative to requesting an exclusion that was considered by the Division of Forests and Lands
was reducing the scope of work so the project cost would drop below 5500,000 and then rc-bidding
the project under the reduced sc^ of work. The likely means of accomplishing this would be
to'dfbp the intvior renovations and only pursue the improvements to the building envelope. While
that would achieve the goal of bringing the exterior of the building into good repair, it would not
meet the standard of accommodations needed to attract a long term, responsible caretaker which was
critical for the Division of Forests and Lands' strategy for managing the property

Abo considered ̂ vns the possibility of demolishing the McGreal House instead of renovating it. It
was recognized that the trustees of Sliieling Forest would oppose the demolition of the key building
associated with Elizabeth Yates McGreal. It was also expected there would be opposition from the
residents of the Town of Peterborough who view the McGreal House as part of the town's heritage.
Furthermore, demolition would eliminate the possibility of establbhing a resident caretaker m —
Shieling Forest. For these reasons, the demolition option was dropped from consideratioiy^^ ^

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.

3.1 Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, and subject to the approval of the Governor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire, if applicable,
this Agreement, and all obligations of the parties hereunder, shall
become effective on the date the Governor and Executive

Council approve this Agreement as indicated in block 1.17,
unless no such approval is required, in which cose the Agreement
shall become effective on the date the Agreement is signed by
the Suite Agency as shown in block 1.13 ("Effective Date").

4. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.

Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder. Including,
without limiUition, the continuance of payments hereunder, are
contingent upon the availability and continued appropriation of
funds affected by any state or federal legislative or executive
action that reduces, eliminates or otherwise modifies the
appropriation or availability of funding for (his Agreement and
the Scope for Services provided in EXHIBIT 8, in whole or in
part. In no event shall the State be liable for any p^ments
hereunder in excess of such available appropriated funds. In the
event of a reduction or termination of ai^ropriated funds, the
State shall have the right to withhold payment until such funds
become available, if ever, and shall have the right to reduce or
terminate the Services under this Agreement immediately upon
giving the Contractor notice of such reduction or termination.
The State shall not be required to transfer funds from any other
account or source to the Account identified in block 1.6 in the

event funds in that Account are reduced or unavailable.

5. CONTRACT PRICE/PRICE LIMITATION/

PAYMENT.

8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.1 Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Contractor shall constitute on event ofdefault hereunder (**Event
of Default"):

of termination, a report ("Termination Report") describing in
detail all Services performed, and the contract price earned, to
and including the date of termination. The form, subject matter,
content, and number of copies of the Termination Report shall
be Identical to those of any Final Report described in the attached
EXHIBIT B. In addition, at the State's discretion, the Contractor
shall, within 15 days of notice of early termination, develop and

submit to the State a Transition Plan for services under the

10. DATA/ACCESS/CONFIDENTIALITY/

PRESERVATION.

10.1 As used in this Agreement, the word "data" shall mean all
information and things developed or obtained during the
perfonnance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all smdles, reports,
files, formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic
representations, computer programs, computer printouts, notes,
letters, memoranda, papers, and documents, all whether •
finished or unfinished.

10.2 All data and any properfy which has been received fhim
the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose
under thb Agreement, shall be the properfy of the State, ar>d

shall be returned to the State upon demand or upon termination
of thb Agreement for any reason.
lOJ Confidentiality of data shall be governed by N.H. RSA
ch^ter 91 -A or other existing law. Disclosure of data requires
prior written approval of the State.

11. CONTRACTOR'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the

performance of this Agreement the Contractor is in all respects
an independent contractor, and is neither an agent nor on
employee of the State. Neither the Contractor nor any of its
officers, employees, agenb or members shall have authority to
bind the State or receive any benefits, workers* compensation or
other emoluments provided by the State to Its employees.

12. ASSIGNMENT/DELECATION/SUBCONTRACTS.

12.1 The Contractor shall not assign, or otherwise transfer any
interest in thb Agreement without the prior written notice, which
shall be provided to the State at least fifteen (IS) days prior to
the assignment, and a written consent of the State. For purposes
of thb paragraph, a Change of Control shall constitute
assignmenL "Change of Control" means (a) merger,
consolidation, or a transaction or series of related transactions in
which a third party, together with its affiliates, becomes the
direct or indirect owner of fifty percent (50%) or more of the
voting shares or similar equity interests, or combined voting
power of the Contractor, or (b) the sale of all or substantially all
of the assets of the Contractor.

12.2 None of the Services shall be subcontracted by the
Contractor without prior written notice and consent of the State.
The State b entitled to copies of all subcontracb and assignment
agreements and shall not be bound by any provisions contained
in a subcontract or an assignment agreement to which it is not a
party.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. Unless otherwise exempted by law,
the Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the State, ib
officers and employees, from and against any and oil claims,
liabilities and costs for any personal injury or property damages,
patent or copyright Infringement, or other claims asserted against
the State, its officers or employees, which arise out of (or which
may be claimed to arise out oO the acts or omission of the
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Contractor, or subcontractors, including but not limited to the
negligence, reckless or intentional conduct. The State shall not
be liable for any costs incurred by the Contractor arising under
thb paragraph 13. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein
contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the sovereign
immunity of the State, which immunity is hereby reserved to the
State. This covenant in paragr^ 13 shall survive the
termination of this Agreement

14. INSURANCE.

14.1 The Contractor shall, at its sole expense, obtain and
continuously maintain in force, and shall require any
subcontractor or assignee to obtain and maintain in force, the
following insurance:
14,1.1 commercial general liability insurance against all claims
of bodily injury, death or property damage, in amounts of not
less than S1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate
or excess; and
14.12 special cause of loss coverage form covering all property
subject to subparagr^ 10.2 herein, in on amount not less than
80% of the whole replacement value of the property.
14.2 The policies described in subparagrq)h 14.1 herein shall be
on policy forms and endorsements approved for use in the State
of New Hampshire by the N.H. Department of Insurance, and
issued by insurers licensed in the State of New Hampshire.
14.3 The Contractor shall furnish to the Contacting Officer
identifled in block 1.9, or his or her successor, a certincatefs) of
Insurance for all insurance required under this Agreement
Contractor shall also furnish to the Contracting Cfncer identified
in block 1.9, or his or her successor, certificatefs) of insurance
for all renewal(s) of insurance required under this Agreement no
later than ten (10) days prior to the expiration date of each
insurance policy. The certiflcate(5) of insurance and any
renewals thereof shall be attached and are incorporated herein by
reference.

15. WORKERS' COMPENSATION.

15.1 By signmg this agreement, the Contractor agrees, certifies
and warrants that the Contractor is in compliance with or exempt
from, the requirements of N.H. RSA chapter 281-A ("Workers'
Compensation").
15.2 To the extent the Contractor is subject to the requirements
of N.H. RSA chapter 28NA, Contractor shall maintain, and
require any subcontractor or assignee to secure and maintain,
payment of Workers' Compensation in connection with
activities which the person proposes to undertake pursuant to this
Agreement The Contractor shall fiimish the Contracting Officer
identified in block 1.9, or his or her successor, proof of Workers*
Compensation in the manner described In N.H. RSA chapter
28NA and ony applicable renewal(s) thereof, which shall be
attached and are incorporated herein by reference. The State
shall not be responsible for payment of any Woikers*
Compensation premiums or for any other claim or benefit for
Contractor, or any subcontractor or employee of Contractor,
which might arise under applicable State of New Hampshire
Workers* Compensation taws in connection with the
performance of the Services under this Agreement

16. NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party
shall be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time
of mailing by certified mall, postage prepaid, in a United States
Post OfTice addressed to the parties at the addresses given in
blocks l.2Md^l.4, herein.

17. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived
or discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by the
parties hereto and only after ^roval of such amendment,
waiver or discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of
the State of New Hampshire unless no such ai^Moval is required
under the circumstances pursuant to State law, rule or policy.

18. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM. This Agreement shall
be governed, interpreted and construed in accordance with the
laws of the State of New Hampshire, and Is binding upon ond
inures to the benefit of the parties and their respective successors
and assigns. The wording used in this Agreement is the wording
chosen by the parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule
of construction shall be applied against or in favor of any party.
Any actions arising out of this Agreement shall be brought arid
maintained in New Hampshire Superior Court which shall have
exclusive jurisdiction thereof.
