EXPLANATION

This request is Retroactive because the invoice for the membership was received after
the expiration of the previous fiscal year membership. Approval of this request will enable the
State to continue annual membership in the National Association of State Directors of
Developmental Disabilities Services for the period of July 1, 2021 through June 30, 2022. The
Nationa! Association of State Directors of Developmental Disabilities Services is a not-for-profit
organization that provides assistance to state developmenta! services agencies in presenting
information and education on behalf of the state agencies. The Association works with federal
agencies, members of and other national organizations by tracking legislation; leading
collaborative efforts; initiating proposals to streamline and simplify federal programs and
regulations; and educating members of Congress about issues facing state developmental
services agencies. It also provides opportunities for state agencies to leam from each other about
evidence-based practices and emerging models of care.

1. How long has this organization been in existence and how long has this agency
been a member of this organization?

The National Association of State Directors of Developmental Disabilities Services was
formed in 1964. New Hampshire has been a member since 1964.

The Department of Ha;uh and Human Services' Mission is o join commuanities and families
in providing opportunities for citizens to achieve healtk and independence.
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2. Is there any other organization that provlcies the same or similar benefits which
your agency belongs to?

3. How many other states belong to this organization and is your agency the sole New
Hampshire state agency that is a member?

All 50 states and the District of Columbia belong to the organization. No other New
Hampshire state agencies are members of this association.

4. How is the dues structure established? (Standard fee for all states, based on
population, based on other criteria, etc.)

The NASDDDS' dues structure is based on the University of Colorado’s State of the
States project, which collects information from the states every two years on their
expenditures for services and supports within the VDD system. Smali states like New
Hampshire are capped at 35,768 annually. There is no increase in the annual
membership dues from last year.

emergency long-term services and supports. In addition, NASDDDS has provided New
Hampshire with counsel and technical assistance with the Corrective Action Plan for
Conflict of Interest for the developmental services system.

The cost of technical assistance and training is included in the membership. NASDDDS
provides an array of high-quality training and technical assistance to states to ensure
access to best practices and provides the most current knowledge in the developmental
services related fields.

News Briefs - a weekly digest about national policy developments and State News

pending in Congress, changes in federal policies, and frends in federal-state
relations.

Community Services Reporter - the only newsletter in the country reporting
exclusively on state and local policy and programmatic initiatives.

Consequently, New Hampshire would not have a voice at the table to communicate the
viewpoints and concems of our state developmental services system to Congress, federal
agencies and other national organizations. It would severely limit the State's ability to
affect national legislation in the developmental services field, join in collaborative efforts
with other states, and bring about efforts to streamline and simplify federal developmental
services programs and regulations. In addition, it would deprive New Hampshire of a
valuable resource for current knowledge in developmental services and related fields, as
well as technical assistance.
