EXPLANATION

This project is part of the State's Ten Year Transportation Improvement Plan. The project will rehabilitate a
90" diameter x 178' long corrugated metal structural plate culvert carrying an un-named brook under NH
Route 104, located just west of the intersection with Hatch Comer Rd / Corliss Hill Rd. The proposed
rehabilitation is slip lining with a 76" corrugated metal tunnel liner. Incidental work includes repair of the
concrete inlet headwall and repair of sinkholes on the inlet and outlet side embankment slopes.

The existing culvert was originally constructed in 1963 and is in poor condition with perforations in the
lower sides, has several sections of missing invert, and has had significant change in shape. The inlet side ,
has a concrete headwall with a crack and some spalling. There are large sinkholes on the embankments near
the inlet and outlet. There is no history of flooding associated with this culvert.
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The proposed contingency amount is 10% of the contract amount. This is to account for the risks associated
with the unknown extent of voids around the pipe, unanticipated traffic control needs, and potential risk of
over-runs in minor Items such as concrete repair, filling sinkholes, and erosion control.

Although the bid costs exceeded the Department's estimate by 20.98%, the low bid of 3 bids received is felt
to be reasonable for the work involved. There were two items of significance that contributed to 56% of
the overage (Water Diversion and Maintenance of Traffic). Readvertising this project would result, in our
opinion, in higher prices and prevent the completion of the work in a timely manner. The Department
considers it to be in the best interest of the State to accept this bid to accomplish these needed repairs.

The Contractor has been prequalified by this Department. The Contract has been approved by the Attorney
General as to form and execution, and the Department has certified that the necessary funds are available and
the bid reasonably conforms to the engineer's estimate in accordance with State procedure. Copies of the
fully executed contract are on file at the Secretary of State's Office and the Department of Administrative
Service's Office, and subsequent to Governor and Council approval will be on file at the Department of
Transportation.

This project funding is: 80% Federal (Culvert Replacement/Rehabilitation and Drainage Repair (CRDR)
Program), with anticipated utilization of Tumpike Toll Credits for the State's 20% match, effectively using
100% Federal Funds.

A copy of the Tabulation of Bids received for this project is attached along with the Contract Supplemental
Sheet and a map indicating the location of the project.
