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The contract requires the Contractor to work within a lane-closure work zone on the roadway beneath each
bridge, to blast and paint all steel bridge beams, and to perform pre-project collection and removal of paint
chips at each site. The work includes environmental protection and compliance with lead-bearing paint
(LBP) removal regulations.

The 1959 steel bridges (1972 NB, Site 1) need painting to extend their life.

The proposed contingency is 5% of the contract amount to accommodate unanticipated repair work.

Although the bid costs exceeded the Department's estimate by 3.94%, the low bid of 7 bids received is felt to
be reasonable for the work involved. Readvertising this project would result, in our opinion, in higher prices
and prevent the completion of the work in a timely manner. The Department considers it to be in the best
interest of the State to accept this bid to accomplish these needed repairs.

The Contractor has been prequalified by this Department. The Contract has been approved by the Attorney
General as to form and execution, and the Department has certified that the necessary funds are available and
the bid reasonably conforms to the engineer's estimate in accordance with State procedure. Copies of the
fully executed contract are on file at the Secretary of State's Office and the Department of Administrative
Service's Office, and subsequent to Governor and Council approval will be on file at the Department of
Transportation.

This project funding is: 80% Federal (Bridge Tier 1-2 Maintenance & Preservation and (Bridge Tier 3-4
Maintenance & Preservation), with anticipated utilization of Turnpike Toll Credits for the State's 20%
match, effectively using 100% Federal Funds.

DESCRIPTION: This project consists of painting four steel beam bridges along 1-93 at three bridge sites
in Bethlehem, N.H.

1 Bethlehem 1-93 NB, SB NH 18,NH 116 (Exit 39) 148/060, 147/060 119.26

2 Bethlehem West Farm Rd 1-93 NB, SB (near Exit 40) 119/065 120.64

3 Bethlehem US 302,NH 18 1-93 NB, SB (Exit 40) 111/064 121.04

The contract requires the Contractor to work within a lane-closure work zone on the roadway beneath
each bridge, to blast and paint all steel bridge beams, and to perform pre-project collection and removal of
paint chips at each site. The work includes environmental protection and compliance with lead-bearing
paint (LBP) removal regulations.

FEDERAL FUNDING: 80% (Bridg-Tl-2 M&P and Bridg-T3-4 M&P) with anticipated utilization of
Turnpike Toll Credits for the State's 20% match

CONTINGENCY: The proposed contingency is 5% of the contract amount to account for risks from
possible structural deficiencies needing repair, traffic control issues, and weather-related delays.

PROJECT INITIATED: This project is part of the Bridge Tier 1-2 Maintenance & Preservation and
Bridge Tier 3-4 Maintenance & Preservation Programs.

PROJECT EXPLANATION: The 1959 steel bridges (1972 NB, Site 1) need painting to extend their life.

TRAFFIC IMPLICATIONS:

1. All lanes and ramps of Interstate 93 northbound (NB) and southbound (SB) traffic shall be maintained
throughout the construction period, except as described herein at Sites 2 & 3.

2. Lane closures on 1-93 NB, SB are required to perform the work at Sites 2 & 3, as well as on local
roadways at Sites I, 2 & 3, as described herein. Reduce 1-93 speed from 70 mph to 60 mph during
temporary lane closures at Sites 2 & 3. Daytime 1-93 lane closures are permitted from 7am-7pm during
the period of April I to November 1.

3. Site 1 shall maintain one lane of alternating two-way traffic on NH 18 with a temporary lane-closure
work zone delineated with reflective traffic barrels and maintained 24/7 with portable traffic signals.
There is no impact to 1-93 NB, SB traffic at Exit 39.

4. Sites 2 & 3 require temporary 1-93 NB, SB lane closures on a daily basis. A rapid deployment unit is
required and shall only operate on 1-93 NB & SB during approved times and within approved lane
closures, and otherwise drive away from the roadway at the conclusion of each work shiff, and normal
traffic lanes restored.

5. Site 2 shall maintain one lane of alternating two-way traffic on West Farm Road with a temporary lane
closure work zone delineated with reflective traffic barrels and maintained 24/7 with portable traffic
signals. There is minimal impact to the adjacent NH 18 traffic at Site 2.

6. Site 3 shall maintain two-way traffic on US 302 (one EB lane and one WB lane) at all times, while
providing a lane-closure work zone in the US 302 EB right-hand lane, protected by portable concrete
barrier-bridge and maintained 24/7. Reduce speed on US 302 from 40 mph to 30 mph.

7. Site-3 -1-93 SB On-Ramp shall be closed during closure of 1-93 SB ramp-weave and slow-speed lanes,
with US 302 WB traffic detoured via 1-93 NB at Exit 40 to Exit 41 to reverse direction via 1-93 SB.
Likewise, US 302 EB traffic will be detoured to NH 18 south at Exit 40 to travel via NH 18 to Exit 38
to join 1-93 SB.

8. Site 3 -1-93 SB Off-Ramp shall be closed during closure of 1-93 SB ramp-weave and slow-speed lanes,
and 1-93 SB traffic detoured via 1-93 SB to Exit 39 to reverse direction via 1-93 NB to Exit 40 and US
302.
