REOUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 365:37,1 and 11, authorize the New Hampshire Department of Energy (Department)
to enter into a contract with Blue Ridge Consulting Services, Inc., (Blue Ridge) of Travelers Rest, SC,
Vendor Code #279751, in an amount not to exceed $74,840, to assist and advise the Department in
reviewing a general distribution rate and revenue increase proposed by Northern Utilities, Inc.
(Northem) on August 2, 2021 to the New Hampshire Public Utilities Commission (PUC). The
contract is to be effective upon Governor and Council approval through September 30,2022.
Funding is 100% Special Utility Assessment.

Funding is authorized from the account. General Consultants, as follows with the authority to adjust
encumbrances in each of the State fiscal years through the Budget Olfice if needed and justified:

EXPLANATION

The Department respectfully requests authority to enter into a contract in an amount not to exceed $74,840
with Blue Ridge, a consulting firm specializing in reviewing rate increase requests by regulated utilities.
Northem requests that the PUC approve a base distribution revenue increase of $7.8 million annually, and
related rates, for effect August 2, 2022. Blue Ridge will work with the Department's staff to review
Northern's request, based on New Hampshire precedent and practice, as well as general rate setting
conventions and procedures. Based on that review, Blue Ridge, in conjunction with Department staff,
will recommend a revenue requirement for rate setting. Blue Ridge will present its recommendation in
the form of testimony before the PUC and will participate fully in the other aspect of the proceeding,
wherein the PUC will decide just and reasonable rates.



The Commission issued a Request for Proposals (RFP) on August 27, 2021 and made a minor
modification to that RFP on September 2, 2021. The notice of the RFP was published in the Union
Leader for three days and was posted on the Department of Energy's website. The Department received
two responses to its RFP. An evaluation team made up of the Director of the Regulatory Support Division
and a Staff Attorney/Hearings Examiner reviewed the two RFP responses. The bid responses were scored
using the selection criteria identified in the RFP, weighted as follows: qualifications, technical, and
practical experience (maximum of 25 points); general experience and qualifications in providing similar
services (maximum 25 points); costs (maximum 20 points); clarity and appropriateness of proposed general
approaches, and demonstrated knowledge of relevant subject matter (maximum 20 points); and overall
responsiveness to the RFP, including completeness, clarity, and quality (maximum 10 points); for a total
maximum possible score of 100 points. No interviews were conducted. Blue Ridge was the highest scoring
bidder at 92 points, as compared to 85 points for the second bidder.

The contract amount will not affect the General Fund. Funds will be assessed pursuant to RSA 365:37,1, which
peimits the Department to obtain experts and assess the costs to the utility seeking commission approval of
rates, in this matter.

Any notice by a party hereto to the other party
shall be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time
of mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United States
Post Office addressed to the parties at fite addresses given in
blocks 1.2 and 1.4, herein.

17. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived
or discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by the
parties hereto and only after approval of such ammdment,
waiver or discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of
the State of New Hampshire unless no such approval is required
under the circumstances pursuant to State law, rule or policy.

18. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM. This Agreement shall
be governed, interpreted and construed in accordance with the
laws of the State of New Hampshire, and is binding upon and
inures to the benefit ofthe parties and their respective successors
and assigns. The wording used in fiiis Agreement is the wording
chosen by the parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule
of construction shall be applied against or in favor of any party.
Any actions arising out of this Agreement shall be brought and
maintained in New Hampshire Superior Court which shall have
exclusive jurisdiction thereof.

19. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of a conflict

betwem the tenns of this P-37 form (as modified in EXHIBIT
A) and/or attachments and amendment thereof, the terms of the
P-37 (as modified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

20. THIRD PARTIES. The parties hereto do not intend to
benefit any third parties and this Agreement shall not be
construed to confer any such benefit

21. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement are
for reference purposes only, and the words contained therein
shall in no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

22. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set forth in the attached EXHIBIT A are incorporated
herein by reference.

23. SEVERABILITY. In the event any ofthe provisions ofthis
Agreement are held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be
contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and effect.

24. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, whidi may be
executed in a number of counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed an original, constitutes the entire agreement and
understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings with respect to the subject matter
hereof.
