REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Transportation to retroactively award a grant to the City of
Nashua/Nashua Airport Authority (Vendor Code 154441), SBG-12-24-2021 for CRRSA Act funding to
offset a decline in revenues arising from diminished airport operations and activities as a result of the
COVID-19 Public Health Emergency for the Boire Field. Federal participation in the amount of
$£57,162.00 is effective upon Governor and Council approval through May 3, 2025. 100% Federal
Funds.

EXPLANATION

The CRRSA Act provides funding to Non-Primary General Aviation Airports to cover airport operating
expenses at the NH’s airports.

One FAA grant was issued, AIP 3-33-SBGP-037-2021, to provide the funding to Boire Field and other
NH airports to reimburse for the following:

o SBG 12-24-2021 for $57,162.00 to reimburse for costs related to operations, personnel, cleaning,
sanitization, janitorial services combating the spread of pathogens at the airport, and debt service
eXpenses.

This award is retroactive dating back to January 20, 2020 with an end date of May 3, 2025.

The CRRSA Act provided grant funds for operating expenses at Non Primary General Aviation airports
that arise due to the COVID-19 public health emergency. Under FAA’s new Airport Coronavirus
Response Grant Program:
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o Non-Primary Commercial Service and General Aviation Airports share not less than $45 million
(less the amount allocated for non-primary airports participating in the FAA Contract Tower
Program) allocated based on the categories (National, Regional, Local, and Basic) published in
the most current NPIAS, reflecting the percentage of the aggregate published eligible
development costs for each such category, and then dividing the allocated funds evenly among
the eligible airports in each category, rounded up to the nearest thousand. Sponsors may use
these funds for costs related to operations, personnel, cleaning, sanitization, janitorial services,
combating the spread of pathogens at the airport, and debt service payments.

CRRSA Act funds allow for the reimbursement of eligible expenses that were incurred on or after
January 20, 2020 at a 100% federal share up to the amount of the grant. As such, the Department will
administer CRRSA Act funding to support Boire Field, in accordance with FAA guidance. FAA has the
sole authority to make the determination regarding the amount and eligibility of what costs will be
reimbursed.

The Contract has been approved by the Attorney General as to form and execution and the Department
has verified that the necessary funds are available. Copies of the fully executed contract are on file at the
Secretary of State’s Office and the Department of Administrative Service’s Office and subsequent to
Governor and Council approval will be on file at the Department of Transportation.

In the event that the Federal funds become no longer available, General funds will not be requested to
support this program.

In accordance with the FAA grant assurances C- Sponsor Certifications, Responsibility and Authority of
the Sponsor, the grant funds must be immediately available for the project to execute the grant offer,
therefore all funding for this project is encumbered in the first fiscal year.

WHEREAS, the Sponsor has submitted to the State an Airport Coronavirus Relief Grant Program
(hereafter called ACRGP) Grant Application dated February 23, 2021, for a Grant of Federal funds at or
associated with the Baire Field, which is included as part of this Grant Agreement;

WHEREAS, the State has made a Grant Offer and the Nashua Airport Authority/City of Nashua, New
Hampshire has accepted the terms of the State’s Grant Offer;

WHEREAS, in consideration of the promises, representations and assurances provided by the Nashua
Airport Authority/City of Nashua, New Hampshire, the State has approved the Grant Application to
provide ACRGP Act Airport Grant funds (herein called the "Grant”) to the Nashua Airport Authority/City
of Nashua, NewHanipshire for [Enter Airport or Planning Area);

WHEREAS, the ACRGP Grant, provided in.accordance with the Coronavirus Response and Relief
Supplemental Appropriations Act (CRRSA Act “the Act”), Division M of Public Law 116-260, as described
below, is to provide Nashua Airport Authority/City of Nashua, New Hampshire who operates [Enter
Airport Name)] the funding awarded in this Grant for costs related to operations, personnel, cleaning,
sanitization, janitorial services, combating the spread of pathogens at the airport, and debt service
payments;

WHEREAS, the ACRGP Grant amount to Boire Field derived by legislative formula (See Division M, Title
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IV of the. Act) to include additional amounts for covered airports with FAA Federal Contract Towers, as
defined below ; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of this ACRGP Grant is to prevent, prepare fbr{ and respond to coronavirus.
Funds pravided under this ACRGP Grant Agreement must only be used for purposés directly related to
Boire Field. Such purposes can include the reimbursement 6f an airport’s costs related to operations,
personnel, cleaning, sanitization, janitarial services, and combating the spread of pathogens in
accordance with the limitations prescribed in the Act and incurred no earlier than January 20, 2020.
Subgrants under this ACRGP Grant also may be used to reimburse a Sponsor’s paymeht‘-tif debt service
where such payments occur on or after December 27, 2020. Funds provided under this ACRGP State
Block Grant Agreement will be governed by the same principles that govern “airport revenue.” New
airport development projects not directly related to combatting the spread of pathogens may.not be
funded with this Grant.

NOW THEREFORE, in accordance with the applicable provisions of the CRRSA Act, Public Law116-260,
the representations contained in the ACRGP Grant Application, and in consideration of (a) the Sponsor’s
acceptance of this Offer; and (b} the benefits to accrue to the United States, the State, Boire Field, and
the public from the accomplishment of the Grant and in compliance with the conditions as herein
pravided;

THE NEW HAMPSHIRE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE UNITED
STATES AND STATE, HEREBY OFFERS AND AGREES to pay 100% percent of the allowable costs incurred
as a result of and in accordance with this Grant Agreement.

2. Grant Performance. This ACRGP Grant Agreement is subject to the following Federal award
requirements:

a. Period of Performance:

1. Shall.start on the date the State formally accepts this Grant Agreement and is the date
signed by the last State signatory to the Agreement. The end date of the period of
performance is May 3, 2025. The Period of Performance end date shall not affect, relieve or
reduce State obligations and assurances that extend beyond the closeout of this Grant
Agreement.

2. Means the total estimated time interval between the start of an initial Federal award and
the planned end date, which may.include one or more funded portions, or budget periods.
(2 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) § 200.1).

b. Budget Period:

1. For this Grant will end on May 3, 2025 and follows the same start and end date as the
Period of Performance provided in Paragraph a.1. Pursuant to 2 CFR § 200.403(h), a State or
covered airport Sponsor may charge to the Grant.only allowable costs incurred during the
budget period.

2. Means the time interval from the start date of a funded portion of an award to the end date
of that funded portion during which the State or covered airport sponsor is authorized to
expend the funds awarded, including any funds carried forward or other revisions pursuant
to § 200.308.

¢. Close Out'and Termination:

1. Unless the State authorizes a written extension, the Sponsor must submit all Grant closeout
documentation and liquidate (pay-off) all obligations incurred under this Grant award no
later than 90 calendar days after the end date of the period of performance. If the Sponsor
does not submit all required cioseout documentation within this time period, the State will
proceed to close out the Grant within 120 calendar days after the period of performance
erd date.with the information available at the end of 90'days. (2 CFR § 200.344)

2. The State-may terminate the ACRGP Grant, in whole or in part, in accordance with the
conditions set forth in 2 CFR § 200.340, or other Federal regulatory or statutory authorities
‘as applicable.

Unatlowable Costs. The Spansor shall not seek reimbursement for any costs that the State has determined
to be unallowable under the CRRSA Act.

Indirect Costs — Sponsors. The Sponsor may charge indirect costs under this award by applying the
indirect cost rate’as approved by the State and as identified in the ACRGP grant application for
allowable costs for Sponsor's direct salaries and wages that are necessary for carrying out the Grant.

Final Federal Share of Casts. The United States share of allowable ACRGP Grant costs is 100%.

Completing the Grant without Delay and.in Conformance with Requirements. The Sponsor must
carry out and ¢omplete the ACRGP Grant without undue delays and in accordance with this ACRGP

Grant Agreement, the CRRSA Act, and the regulations, policies, standards, and procedures of the
United States Secretary of Transportation (“Secretary”) and the State. Pursuantto 2 CFR §
200.308, the Sponsor agrees to report to the State any disengagement from funding eligible
expenses under the ACRGP Grant that exceed three months or a 25 percent reduction in time
devoted to the ACRGP Grant and requests prior approval from FAA. The report must include a
reason for the stoppage. The Sponsor agrees to comply with the attached assurances, which are
part of this Agreement and any addendum that may be attached hereto at a later date by mutual
consent.
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7. Amendments or Withdrawals before Grant Acceptance. The State reserves the right-to amend or
withdraw this Offer at any time prior to its acceptance by the Sponsor.

8. Offer Expiration Date. This Offer will expire and the United States and the State will not be
obligated to pay any part of this Grant’s costs untess this Offer has been accepted by the Sponsor on
or before August 31, 2021, or such subsequent date as may be prescribed in writing by the State.

9. Improper Use of Federal Funds. The Sponsor must take all steps, including litigation if necessary, to
recover Federal and State funds spent fraudulently, wastefully, or in violation of Federal antitrust
statutes, or misused in any other manner, including uses that violate this ACRGP Grant Agreement,
the CRRSA Act or other provision of applicable law. For the purposes of this ACRGP Grant
Agreement, the term “Federal Funds” and “State Funds” means funds however used or dispersed by
the Sponsor, that were originally paid pursuant to this or any other Federal grant agreement(s). The
Sponsor must return the recovered Federal and State shares, including funds recovered by.
settlement, order, or judgment, to the State. The Sponsor must furnish to the State, upon request,
all documents and records pertaining to the determination of the amount of the Federal and State
shares or to any. settlement, litigation, negotiation, or other efforts taken to recover-such funds. Alt
settlements or other final positions of the Sponsor, in court or otherwise, involving the recovery of
such Federal and State shares require advance approval by the State.

10. United States Not Liable for Damage or Infjury. The United States and the State are not
responsible or liable for damage to property or injury to persons which may arise from, or relate to
this ACRGP Grant Agreement, including, but not limited to, any action taken by the Sponsor related
to or arising from, directly or indirectly, this ACRGP Grant Agreement. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, nothing herein contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the sovereign
immunity of the State, which immunity is hereby reserved to the State. This covenant shall survive
the termination of this Agreemént.

11. System for Award Management [SAM) Registration And Unique Entity Identifier (UE1}.

a. Regquirement for System for Award Management (SAM): Unless the Sponsor’is exempted from
this requirement under 2 CFR § 25.110, the Sponsor must maintain the currency of its
information in the SAM until the Sponsor submits the final financial report required under this
ACRGP Grant or receives the final payment, whichever is later.

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Alr and Water Quality. The Sponsor is required to comply with all applicable air and water quality
standards for all projects in this grant. If the Sponsor fails to comply with this requirement, the State
or FAA may suspénd, cancel, or terminate this Agreement.

Financial Reporting and Payment Reguirements. The Sponsor will comply with-all Federal and State
financial reporting:requirements and payment requirements, including submittal of timely and
accurate reports.

Buy Ameérican: Unless otherwise approved in advance by the State, in accordance with49US.C. §
50101 the Sponsor will not acquire or permit any contractor or subcontractor to acquire any steel or
manufactured goods produced outside the United States to be used for any permitted use for which
funds are provided under-this ACRGP Grant. The Sponsor will include a provision implementing Buy
American ih every contract and subcontract issued under this ACRGP State Block Grant.

Audits for Sponsors.

22. Limitations. Nothing provided herein shall be construed to limit, cancel, annul, or modify the terms
of any Federal grant agreement(s), including all terms and assurances related thereto, that have
been entered intc by the Sponsor and the FAA prior to the date of this- ACRGP Grant Agreement.

23. Face Coverings Policy. The Sponsor agrees to implement a face-covering (mask) policy to combat
the spread of pathogens. This policy must include a requirement that.all persons wear a mask, in
accordance with Centers for Disease Control {CDC) guidelinies and Transportation Security
Administration {TSA)} requirements, as applicable, at all times while in all public areas of the Airport
property, except to the extent exempted under those requirements. This special condition requires
the airport Sponsor continue to require masks until Executive Order 13938, Promoting COVID-19
Safety in Domestic and International Travel, is no longer effective.

24. Insurances. The sponsor-shall, at its sole expense, and shall require any subcontractor or assignee,
to obtain and maintain in force, an insurance policy or pollaes designating the State as an additional
insured, with the following insurance:

A. Comprehensive general liability insurance against all claims of bodily injury; death or property
damage, in amounts of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 in the
aggregate; and

B. The policies described in this section shall be the standard forrh employed in the State of New
Hampshire, issued by underwriters acceptable to the State, and authgrized to do business in the
State of New Hampshire. Each policy shall contain a clause prohibiting cancellation or

modifications of the policy earlner than 10 days after written notice thiereof has been received by
the State.

25. Public Meeting. By signing this form, the Sponsor certifies that the Sponsor has complied with any
public meeting requirement for acceptance of this grant, including, if applicable, NH.RSA 31:95-b.

Act, Public Law 116-260, Division M, Title IV. Use of these funds is limited to the following:

a. expenses incurred by the Sponsor on or after December 27, 2020 to support Federal Contract Tower
operations such as payroll, utilities, cleaning, sanitization, janitorial services, service contracts, and
combating the spread of pathogens, which may include items generally having a limited useful life,
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including personal protective equipment and cleaning supplies,-as well as debt service payments;
and

b. eligible equipment for-Federal Contract Tower operations defined in FAA Reauthorization Program
Guidance Letter 13-02, Appendix-A; FCT Minimum.Equipment List, acquired on or after December
27,.2020.

The Sponsor may not use funds allocated for Federal Contract Tower operations for other airport
purposes. The:Sponsor-agrees.-to submiit invoices for reimbursement for these funds séparately from
other invoices for funds provided in this;ACR_GP' Grant. Funds not expended under this.condition are
subject to mcovewagy, FAA The Sponsor must.include the terms prescribed in this:special condition in in
all subgrants awarding funds fof FAA Federal Contract Towers (KT funds).

Low Emission Systems. The Sponsor agrees that vehicles.and equipment acquired using funds provided
under this Grant:

a. Will be maintained and used at the Airport for which they were purchased; and

b. Will not be'transferred, relocated, or used at another airport without the advance consent of the
FAA.

The Sponsor further agreés to maintain annual records on individuat vehicles and equipment, project
expenditures, cost effectiveness, and emission reductions.

CONDITIONS FOR UTILITIES AND LAND -

Utilities Protation. For purposes of computing the United States and State’s share of the allowable
airport operations and maintenance costs, the'allowable cost of utilities incurred by the Sponsor to
operate and maintain airport(s) included in this Grant must not exceed the percent attributable to the
capital or operating costs of the airport.

Utility Relocation in Grant. The Sponsor understands and agrees that:

a. The United States and State will not participate in the cost of any utility retocation unless and until
the Sponsor has submitted evidence satisfactory to the State that the Sponsar is legally responsible
for payment of such costs;

b. FAAand State participation is limited to those utilities located-on-airport or off-airport only where
the Sponsor as applicable, has an easement for the utility; and
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c. The utilities must serve a purpose directly related to the Airport for which the Grant is made.

3. Land Acquisition. Where funds provided for by this Grant are used for the purpose of acquiring land, the
Sponsor agrees to.record the Grant Agreement, including the grant assurances and any and all related
requirements, encumbrances, and restrictions that shall apply to such land, in the public land records of
the jurisdiction in which the land is located.

Nothing contained herein shall be construed to require that the Airport be operated for
aeronautical use during temporary periods when snow, flood or other climatic conditions
interfere with such operation-and maintenance. Further, nothing herein shalil be
construed as requiring the maintenance, repair, restoration, or Eeplacement of any
structure or facility which is substantially damaged or destroyed due to an act of God or
other condition or circumstance beyond the control of the sponsor.

16. Airport Revenues.

a. This Grant:shall be available for any purpose for which airport revenues may lawfully be used to
prevent, prepare for, and respond to coronavirus: Funds provided under this ACRGP State Block
Grant Agreement:will.orily.be expended for the capital or operating costs of the Airport; the
local airport system;.or other-local facilities which are'owned or operated by the owner or
operator of the Airport(s) subject to this Agreement and all applicable addendums for costs
related to operations, personnel, cleaning, sanitization, janitorial services, combating the spread
of pathogens at the Airport, and debt service payments as prescribed in the Act.

18. Land for Federal Facilitles. It will furnish without cost to the Federal Government for use in
connection with any air traffi¢ control or air navigation activities, or weather-repaorting and
communication activities related to-air traffic control, any areas of land or water, or estate therein, or
rights in buildings of the sponsor as the Secretary considers necessary or desirable for construction,
operation, and maintenance at Federal expense of space or facilities for such purposes:-Such.areas or
any portion thereof will be made available as provided herein within four months after recéipt of a
written reguest from the Secretary.

The sponsor will not' make or permit any changes or alterations in the
Airport orany of its facilities which are not in conformity with the airport layout plan as
approved by the Secretary and which might, in the opinion of the Secretary, adversely affect
the safety, utility or efficiency of the Airport.

b. Subject to the FAA Reauthorization Act of 2018, Public Law 115-254, Section 163, if a change or
alteration in the Airport or the facilities is made which the Secretary determines adversely affects
the safety, utility, or efficiency of any federally owned, leased, or funded property oh or off the
Airport and which is not in conformity with the airport layout plan as approved by the Secretary,
the owner or operator will, if requested, by the Secretary (1) eliminate such adverse effectin a
manner approved by the Secretary; or (2) bear all costs of relocating such property {or
replacement thereof) to a site acceptable to the Secretary and all costs of restoring such property.
{or replacement thereof) to the levet of safety, utility, efficiency, and cost of operation existing
before the unapproved change in the Airport or its facilities except in the case of a relocation or
replacement of an existing airport facility due to a change in the Secretary’s design standards
beyond the control of the airport sponsor.

20. Civil Rights. It will promptly take any measures necessary to ensure that no person in the United
States shall; on the grounds of race, creed, color, national origin, sex, age, or disability be.excluded
from participation in; be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise subjected to discrimination in any
activity conducted with, or benefiting from, funds received from this Grant.

a. Using the definitions of activity, facility, and program as found and defined in §§ 21.23 (b) and
21.23 (e) of 49 CFR Part 21, the sponsor will facilitate all programs, operate all facilities, or
conduct all programs in compliance with all non-discrimination requirements imposed by or
pursuant to these assurances.
