EXPLANATION

The New Hampshire Department of Education (NH DOE), Bureau of Student Wellness and Nutrition, Office

of Nutrition Programs and Services (ONPS) received the Child Nutrition Technology Innovation Grant

through the Further Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2020 (Public Law 116-94) and Consolidated

Appropriations Act, 2021 (Public Law 116-260) which provided the Food and Nutrition Service (FNS) with

funding to award to States. This funding is for the purposes of developing, improving, and maintaining

automated information technology systems used to operate and manage all Child Nutrition (CN) Programs
such as School Meal Programs, Summer Food Service Program, and Child and Adult Care Food Program.

USDA's FNS recognizes that State CN technology investments are essential to Improving program
accountability, data accuracy, program performance measurement, and the capacity to identify and target

error-prone areas within and across the CN Programs at the State and Local Educational Agency or

Sponsor Organization.

The NH DOE has applied for and was awarded the requested $925,926.00 for the CN Technology
Innovation Grant. The Department is requesting appropriation of $650,606.00, and will budget the
remaining amount during the FY24/25 budget process. These funds will allow the DOE ONPS to award a

vendor(s) to deliver updates to the food and nutrition technology system or to build a new system to
provide increased functionality, further data integration, report development, and training for,
Department of Information Technology (DOIT), NH DOE personnel and Child Nutrition Program (CNP)

operators. The significant updates to the system or the build out over the three-year period will help

achieve the below goals:

1. New system to add the administrative reviews to MyNHDOE or alternative system for all CNPs

and eliminating the burdensome paper documentation.

2. Additional reports created within MyNHDOE or alternative system to meet the need for all

required CNP data reporting.

3. Integration of MyNHDOE or alternative system with the NH First system.

4. Training for DOIT on current system to reduce the need for outside contractors.
