EXPLANATION

This request is Retroactive to allow the Contractor to immediately begin recruiting
temporary staff by January 1, 2022. The Sununu Youth Services Center (SYSC) is currently
facing high vacancy rates among its Youth Counselor positions who are responsible to ensure
the safety and security of staff and youth. Allowing the immediate recruitment of new staff will
allow for faster deployment to ensure a safe environment. This request is Sole Source because
the Department determined the Contractor is able to expeditiously hire and recruit Youth
Counsetor positions required to ensure appropriate staffing ratios are achieved by January.

The Department of Health and Human Services’ Mission is to join communities and families
in providing opportunilies for cilizens lo achieve health and independence.

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The purpose of this request is to hire temporary Youth Counselors to staff SYSC, including
a temporary to permanent employee option for temporary staff who demonstrate exceptional
ability to provide the necessary services to the youth.

The Youth Counselor position is responsible for the safety and secumy of the state's only
secure youth treatment facility, where youth are committed or deta:ned for actions that pose a
threat to the safety of the community.

The Contractor will recruit eighteen (18) staff for three shifts as indicated below:
o  Five (5) Youth Counselors for 1% shift
e  Two (10) Youth Counselors for 2™ shift
e  Three (3) Youth Counselors for 3™ shift,

Approximately 140 youth will be served during State Fiscal Years 2022 and 2023. The
Contractor will provide Youth Counselors who will be trained by the Department. n this role, the
trained staff will work at SYSC to monitor and supervise youth detained or committed to facility.
They will supervise the youth's daily activities and monitor and assess behavior to assure safety
and security. This includes performing constant surveillance to ensure a safe and secure
envirohment free from assaulits, escapes,.attempted suicides,-and. other.potentially. dangerous
situations.

As referenced in Exhibit A Revisions to Standard Agreement Provisions, of the attached
agreement, the parties have the option to extend the agreement for up one (1) additional year,
contingent upon satisfactory delivery of services, available funding, agreement of the parties and
Governor and Council approval.

Should the Governor and Councit not authorize this request the treatment, safety and
security of the youth served at SYSC will be negatively impacted. The number of current state
employees who serve in the positon of Youth Counselor is insufficient to safely staff the facility,
and provide for the daily needs of the youth requiring a high level of care.

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2. SERYVICES TO BE PERFORMED. The Stale of New
Hampshire, acting through the agency identified in block 1.1
(“State™), engages contractor identified in  block 1.3
{"“Contractor™) to perform, and the Contractor shall perform, the
work or sale of goods, or both, identified and more particularly
described in the attached EXHIBIT B which is incorporated
herein by reference {“Services™).

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.
3.1 Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, and subject to the approval of the Governor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire, if applicable,
this Agreement, and all obligations of the parties hereunder, shall

5.2 The payment by the State of the contract price shall be the
only and the complete reimbursement to the Contracter for all

The State shall

have no liability to the Contractor other than the contract price.
5.3 The State reserves the right to offset from any amounts

otherwise payable to the Contractor under this Agreement those

liquidated amounts required or permitted by N.H. RSA 80:7

through RSA 80:7-c or any other provision of law. .

5.4 Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the

-contrary, and notwithstanding unexpected circumstances, in no

6. COMPLIANCE BY CONTRACTOR WITH LAWS
AND REGULATIONS/ EQUAL EMPLOYMENT
OPPORTUNITY.

6.1 In connection with the performance of the Services, the
Contractor shall comply with all applicable statutes, laws,
regulations, and orders of federal, state, county or municipal
authorities which impose any obligation or duty upen the
Contractor, including, but not limited to, civil rights and equal
employment opportunity laws. In addition, if this Agreement is
funded in any part by monies of the United States, the Contractor
shall comply with all federal executive orders, rules, reguiations
and statutes, and with any rules, regulations and guidelines as the
State or the United States issue to implement these regulations.
The Contractor shall also comply with all appllcab]c intellectual
property laws.

6.2 During the term of this Agreement, the Contractor shall not
discriminate against employees or applicants for employment
because of race, color, religion, creed, age, sex, handicap, sexual
orientation, or national origin and will take affirmative action to
prevent such discrimination.

6.3. The Contractor agrees to permit the State or United States
access to any of the Contractor’s books, records and accounts for
the purpose of ascertaining compliarice with all rules, regulations
and orders, and the covenants, terms and conditions of this
Agreement.

7. PERSONNEL.

7.1 The Contractor shall at its own expense provide all personnel
necessary to perform the Services. The Contractor warrants that
all personnel engaged in the Services shall be qualified to
perform the Services, and shall be properly licensed and
otherwise authorized to do so under all applicable laws.

7.2 Unless otherwise authorized in writing, during the term of
this Agreement, and for a period of six (6) months after the
Completion Date in block 1.7, the Contracior shall not hire, and
shall not permit any subcontractor or other person, firm or
corporation with whom it is engaged in a combined effort to
perform the Services to hire, any person who is a State employee
or official, who is materially involved in the procurement,
administration or performance of this Agreement.  This
provision shall survive termination of this Agreement.

7.3 The Contracting Officer specified in block 1.9, or his or her
successor, shall be the State’s representative. In the event of any
dispute concerning the interpretation of this Agreement, the
Contracting Officer’s decision shall be final for the State.

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8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.1 Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Contractor shall constitute an event of default hereunder (“Event
of Default"):

8.I'1 failure to perform the Services satisfactorily or on
schedule;

8.1.2 failure to submit any report required hereunder; and/or
8.1.3 failure to perform any other covenant, term or condition of
this Agreement. .
8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may
take any one, or more, or all, of the following actions:

8.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence of
a greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) days from the
date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not timely cured,
terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) days after giving the
Contractor notice of termination;

8.2.2 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the contract price
which would otherwise accrue to the Contractor during the
‘period from the date of such notice until such time as the State
determines that the Contractor has cured the Event of Default
shall never be paid to the Contractor;

8.2.3 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and set off against any other obligations the State may
owe to the Contractor any damages the State suffers by reason of
any Event of Default; and/or

8.2 4 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default, treat the Agreement as breached, terminate the
Agreement and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity, or
both,

8.3. No failure by the State to enforce any provisions hereof after
any Event of Default shall be deemed a waiver of its rights with
regard to that Event of Default, or any subsequent Event of
Default. No express failure to enforce any Event of Default shall
be deemed a waiver of the right of the State to enforce each and
all of the provisions hereof upon any further or other Event of
Default on the part of the Contractor,

9. "TERMINATION.

9.1 Notwithstanding paragraph 8, the State may, at its sole

discretion, terminate the Agreement for any reason, in whole or
iin pant, by thirty (30) days written notice to the Contractor that
the Stale is exercising its option to terminate the Agreement.

9.2 In the cvent of an early termination of this Agreement for
any reason other than the completion of the Services, the
Contractor shall, at the State’s discretion, deliver to the
Contracting Officer, not later than fifteen (15) days afier the date
of termination, a report (*Termination Report”) describing in
detail all Services performed, and the contract price earned, to
and including the date of termination. The form, subject matter,
content, and number of copies of the Termination Report shall
be identical to those of any Final Report described in the attached
EXHIBIT B. In addition, at the State’s discretion, the Contractor
shall, within 15 days of notice of early termination, develop and

submit to the State a Transition Plan for services under the
Agreement,

10. DATA/ACCESS/CONFIDENTIALITY/
PRESERVATION.

10.1 As used in this Agreement, the word “data” shall mean all
information and things developed or obtained during the
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports,
files, formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic
representations, computer programs, compuler printouts, notes,
letters, memoranda, papers, and documents, all whether
finished or unfinished.

10.2 All data and any property which has been received from
the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose
under this Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and
shall be returned to the State’ upon demand or upon termination
of this Agreement for any reason.

10.3 Confidentiality of data shall be governed by N.H. RSA
chapter 91-A or other existing law. Disclosuré of dala requires
prior written approval of the State.

11. CONTRACTOR'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the
petformance of this Agreement the Contractor is in all respects
an independent contractor, and is neither an agent nor an
employee of the State. Neither the Contractor nor any of its
officers, employees, agents or members shall have authority to
bind the State or receive any benefits, workers’ compensation or

other emoluments provided by the State to its employees.

12. ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACTS.
12.1 The Contractor shall not assign, or otherwise transfer any
interest in this Agreement without the prior written notice, which
shall be provided to the State at least fifleen (15) days prior to
the assignment, and a written consent of the State. For purposes
of this paragraph, a Change of Control shall constitute
assignment. “Change of Control” means (a) merger,
consolidation, or a transaction or series of related transactions in
which a third party, together with its affiliates, becomes the
direct or indirect owner of {ifty percent (50%) or more of the
voting shares or similar equity interests, or combined voting
power of the Contractor, or {(b) the sale of all or substantially all
of the assets of the Contractor.

12.2 None of the Services shall be subcontracted by the
Contractor without prior written notice and consent of the State.
The State is entitled to copies of all subcontracts and assignment
agreements and shall not be bound by any provisions contained
in a subcontract or an assignment agreement to which it is not a

party.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. Unless otherwise exempted by law,

The State
shall not be responsible for payment of any Workers’

Contractor, or any subcontractor or employee of Contractor,

16. NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party
shall be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time
of mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United States
Post Office addressed to the parties at the addresses given in
blocks 1.2 and 1.4, herein.

17. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived
or discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by the
parties hereto and only after approval of such amendment,
waiver or discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of
the State of New Hampshire unless no such approval is required
under the circumstances pursuant to State law, rule or policy.

18. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM. This Agreement shall
be governed, interpreted and construed in accordance with the
laws of the State of New Hampshire, and is binding upon and
inures to the benefit of the parties and their respective successors
and assigns. The wording used in this Agreement is the wording
chosen by the parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule
of construction shall be applied against or in favor of any party.
Any actions arising out of this Agreement shall be brought and
maintained in New Hampshire Superior Court which shall have
exclusive jurisdiction thereof,

19. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of a conflict
between the terms of this P-37 form (as modified in EXHIBIT
A) and/or attachments and amendment thereof, the terms of the
P-37 (as modified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

20. THIRD PARTIES. The parties hereto do not intend to
benefit any third parties and this Agreement shall not be
construed to confer any such benefit.

1.1. The Contractor shall provide services in this agreement to secure temporary
Youth Counselors (referenced as staff) to support Sununu Youth Services
Center {(SYSC) for the purpose of safely staffing the facility.” The Youth
Counselor position is responsible for the safety and security of the state’s only
secure youth treatment facility, where youth are committed or detained due to
actions that pose a threat to the safety of the community.

1.2.  The Contractor shall recruit and place eighteen (18) staff on a per diem basis,
as defined by the Department, within thirty (30) days of the contract effective
date. Staffing structure and shifts include but are not limited to:

1.2.1. Five (5) Youth Counselors for 15! shift.
1.2.2. Ten (10) Youth Counselors for 2" shift.
1.2.3. Three (3) Youth Counselors for 3 shift.

1.3. The Contractor shall ensure staffing is established utilizing either of the
following days and hours structure:
