Annual report
information includes identifying project location, project name, project number, scope of work, funding
sources, budget, and schedule information for all active and enrolled projects. The Department of
Transportation was authorized to submit an Informational Item to the Governor and Council within 90
days of the federal or state fiscal year end.

As many of the locally administered projects are funded with a mix of federal and state funds, the
Department of Transportation is submitting one combined annual stalus report as an informational item
to the Governor and Executive Council that reports on alt locally administered state and federally funded
projects.

Locally Administered Projects with State and Federal Funds

Introduction:

In the late 1990’s, the Department formalized a municipally managed process for New Hampshire towns
and cities to reccive federal and / or state funds thru the NHDOT as a sub-recipient. The implementation
of this municipally managed process allowed for more local decision making and local control of
transportation projects that target local infrastructure improvements. As part of this process, NHDOT
retained an oversight and approval role ensuring the proper use of federal or state funds and consistent
implementation of transportation standards and practices statewide. Ovcer time and in cooperation with the
Federal Highway Administration (FHWAY), the municipally managed process has evolved, grown, and is
now referred Lo as the NHDOT Local Public Agency {LPA) Program. The following manuals describe
the NHDOT’s Local Public Agency process for state and federally funded projects:

LPA projects are typically funded with 80% federal or state funds and a 20% local match, although other
funding percentages can be used on a casc-by-case basis depending on the individual funding program.

Overall Program Costs

The 196 projects being reported in this FY2021 annual report total $412 million of project costs including
federal, state, and local funds combined. The average cost per project over the entire program is equal to
$2.1 million.

It is not possible 10 compare this annual report to prior reports looking at the entire list of LPA projccts.
Past reports focused just on State Bridge Aid projects. However, for completeness of information, and
because many more projects are [unded with a mix of slate and federal or all federal funds as compared 10
the past, this newer report format will be more consistent and repeatable in the future.

REQUESTED ACTION

I. Authorize the Department of Transportation to enter into Local Project Agreements (and their
amendments) with municipalities and others cligible for State Bridge Aid in accordance with RSA
234 (Bridges and Bridge Aid) to be effective upon Governor and Executive Council approval
through June 30, 2021. This Requested Action is a rencwal of previous G&C Item #15, approved
August 22, 2018, and expires June 30, 2019, that originally authorized the Department to enter into
Local Project Agreements for the State Bridge Aid Program, as well as, annually report an
information item.

2. Authorize the Department of Transportation to annually report an informational item on the status of
all active State Bridge Aid projects.

Funding for this request is avaitable based upon the source of funds for ¢ach particular project as
cstablished and funded and appropriated through the State’s biennial budget and is contingent upon the
availability and continued-appropriation of funds in the State Bridge Aid Program.

EXPLANATION

These agreements, between the State and a Municipality, delincate responsibilities for providing services
necessary to manage the design, right-of-way acquisition, and construction activities of a bridge
rchabilitation or replacement project and outline the process to receive State Bridge Aid under the
applicable provisions of RSA 234.

Projects are enrolled in the Bridge Aid program with the year based on consideration of: projected
availability of funds; anticipated design schedule; structural capacity of the existing bridge, and other
factors that may include and affect human health, public safety, or the environment. As part of
cnrollment into the program, the Municipality will be required to enter into a Local Project Agreement.

The purpose of this request is to propose that the Department of Transportation be allowed to enter into
Local Project Agreements for State Bridge Aid projects. A formal agreement will allow for better
management and tracking of financial commitments to the projects, and for additional communication of
program requirements and reference information. A sample agreement is attached.

The State Bridge Aid program is currently funded with revenue generated by SB367 of $6.8M per year.
The municipality provides a 20% match to provide total program of $8.5M per year.



*

To assure the oversight of the Governor and Executive Council, the Department of Transportation also
proposes to prepare an annual update of active projects in the State Bridge Aid Program. Information
will include identifying project information (Project Town, Name, Number, Current Scope of Work,
Bridge No., and Red List Status), as well as current budget and schedule information for all active
projects, as well as overall program information. Through this annual reporting, the Governor and
Executive Council will be kept abreast of the changes to the local projects. The Department of
Transportation proposes to submit an Informational Item to the Govemor and Executive Council each
year.

Approval of this method will continue the transparency and accountability of project work in the State
Bridge Aid program, and improve efficiency of project completion allowing the Department of
Transportation to enter into agreements with a municipality that will be able to perform and complete
the necessary work to improve their own infrastructure.

The Agreement has been approved by the Attorney General as to form.

It is respectfully requested that this item be approved.

WHEREAS, the PROJECT SPONSOR desires to ect as Sponsor and Manager of the Project; and

WHEREAS, the DEPARTMENT desires to cooperate with the PROJECT SPONSOR in
accomplishing the Project;

NOW, THEREFORE, in cousideration of the above premises and in further consideration of the
sgreements herein set forth by end between the parties hereto, it is mutuslly agreed as follows:

L DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PROJECT SPONSOR:

A. The PROJECT SPONSOR shall comply with all Federal and State of New Hampshire laws
and rules, regulstions, and policies as applicable under the Municipally-Managed State

Bridge Aid Program.

B. The PROJECT SPONSOR shall manage the design, environmental study, right-of-way
soquisition and construction of the Project. This management is described in the current
version of the DEPARTMENT’s, document titled “New Hampshire Department of
Transportation Process for Municipaily-Managed State Bridge Aid Program Projects”™, as it
may be amended from time to time, and by reference is hercby mado a part of this
AGREEMENT.




The PROJECT SPONSOR shall provide or cause to provide for both the maintenance of the
Project during construction and subsequent maintenance of all Project elements once the
work under this AGREEMENT is completed.

In eccordance with TRA 501.13, the PROJECT SPONSOR shall submit invoices to the
DEPARTMENT for reimbursement of its share of the amounts paid to enginecring,
covironmental and/or right-of-way consultants and construction contractors for the
performance of the work set forth and agreed upon at the scoping meeting. The invoice
structure shall include details of work completed consistent with the Scope of Work as
defined in the Application, as well as backup information to support the charges. The
PROJECT SPONSOR shall certify that the invoices properly represent payment for work
that has been completed and paid for by the PROJECT SPONSOR.

The PROJECT SPONSOR agrees to maintain financial records pertinent to the development
of the Project for three (3) years beyand the date of the Project’s final reimbursement letter
from the DEPARTMENT, and to make the records available to the DEPARTMENT upon

request.

The PROJECT SPONSOR shall defend, indemnify and hold barmless the DEPARTMENT
and its officials, agents and employees from and against eny and all claims, lisbilities or
suits arising from (or which may be claimed to arise from) any act or omission of the
PROJECT SPONSOR or its subcontractors in the performance of this AGREEMENT.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein contained shall be deemed to-constitute a
waiver of the sovereign immunity of the State of New Hampshire or the DEPARTMENT,
which immunity is hereby reserved. This covenant shall survive the termination of this
AGREEMENT.

If there is a default by the PROJECT SPONSOR of any nature to this AGREEMENT, the
PROJECT SPONSOR shall be required to reimburse the DEPARTMENT for all funds

expended under this Project.

DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE DEPARTMENT:

A.

The DEPARTMENT shall review the Project plans, environmenta! documeats, and contract
documents.

The DEPARTMENT shall reimburse its share to the PROJECT SPONSOR after receipt and
approval of properly documented invoices that have been certified by the PROJECT
SPONSOR as properly representing work that has been completed and paid for by the
PROJECT SPONSOR. Reimbursements will be made in accordance with the “New
Hampshire Department of Transportation Process for Municipally-Managed State Bridge
Aid Program Projects” as refereaced in this Agreement in Section IB.

IT IS FURTHER UNDERSTOOD AND AGREED BETWEEN THE DEPARTMENT AND
THE PROJECT SPONSOR:

A.

That the PROJECT SPONSOR will not incur any Project costs nor enter into any agreement
with any third party, including but not limited to consultants, contractors, or engineers until
such time that it receives a written notice to proceed from the DEPARTMENT to do so.



B. That the maximum amount of funds available for this Project for reimbursement under this
AGREEMENT from the DEPARTMENT shall be as set forth in the Table on page 1 herein.
In establishing project budgets, a preliminary estimate to be completed for the project
(typically by the DEPARTMENT), will identify the baseline project costs in the current
year of funding. This cost will also be inflated to the projected year of coastruction with
costs based on current DEPARTMENT processes and practices. This inflated cost will
reflect the maximum smount of DEPARTMENT funding to be made available for the
project. As the scope of the Project is finalized, should the costs for the Project exceed the
amount budgeted, the DEPARTMENT agrees to review Project costs for consideration of
additional funding. The DEPARTMENT will not be responsible for any expenses or costs
incurred by the PROJECT SPONSOR under this AGREEMENT in excess of the above
amount unless the DEPARTMENT expressly authorizes additional funding prior to the
work being performed.

C. That the PROJECT SPONSOR agrees to commeace the Project within three (3) months
after the date of the notice to proceed, advertise the Project for construction in State fiscal
yeer 20, and complete the Project (including submittal of all final completion documents)
within two (2) years after the date of the construction edvertisement of the Project, unless
carlier terminated as provided herein. The PROJECT SPONSOR may apply to the
DEPARTMENT for an extension in writing explaining the reasons for the delay and
proposing a new revised schedule that the PROJECT SPONSOR can achieve. Failure to
meet cither deadline without good cause or failure to submit an extension request letter may
cause the DEPARTMENT to cancel its participation in this Project at its sole discretion.
Any remaining funds will be forfeited. The PROJECT SPONSOR is respoasible for
informing eand coordinating a new Project completion date that will need to be approved by
the DEPARTMENT if any- condition aris¢es that may result in either deadline being
unattainable.

D. That the PROJECT SPONSOR will attend a mecting with the DEPARTMENT's
representative after signing this AGREEMENT to discuss the Project’s scope, budget and
schodule. The PROJECT SPONSOR will subsoquently provide a project schedule semi-
annuaily (2 times per year) showing project milestones with completion dates and target
dates. Failure to meet dates shown in the project schedule could delay funding for
construction,

E. This AGREEMENT is contingent upon the appropriation of sufficient funds from the State
of New Hampshire Legislature. If sufficient funds are oot eppropriated, the
DEPARTMENT may terminate this AGREEMENT upon thirty (30) days’ written notice to
the PROJECT SPONSOR. Such termination shall relieve the DEPARTMENT and the
PROJECT SPONSOR from obligations under this AGREEMENT after the termination date.
