REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 261:97-c, Use of Funds, authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, State
Council on the Arts, to award a Conservation License Plate (Moose Plate) Grant to the Saint Gaudens National
Historic Site (VC# 154155) in the amount of $20,000 for the conservation of the Painted Red Sleigh by Charles
Henry Ingalls at the Saint Gaudens National Historical Park, Cornish, NH, effective upon Governor and
Executive Council approval through June 30,2022. 100% Other Funds (Agency Income).

Funds are available in account, Conservation Plate Fund, as follows:

EXPLANATION

The Conservation Number Plate Fund is used to promote the use and conservation of cultural resources in New
Hampshire and to preserve the cultural heritage that belongs to all New Hampshire citizens by providing for the
pre^rvation of publicly owned historic properties.

The Park proposes to restore a nineteenth century sleigh that once belonged to the artist Augustus Saint-Gaudens.
The sleigh is an Albany Cutter, developed by James Gould in Albany, New York around 1838. What
characterizes the "Albany Cutter" is the graceful "S" curving front that moves seamlessly into a pair of metal
runners. The front guard protected the driver and passengers from the splash of snow or mud kicked up by the
horse's hoofs as it pulled the sleigh.

This sleigh contains leather seats and beautiful painted ornamentation done in "tolle", the use of gilding on a dark
background. It was not unusual for Albany Cutters to be so decorated, but this example is different because the
painting is by a named artist, Charles Henry Ingalls (1825-1918) of Windsor, Vermont, who was well-known
regionally for decoration of furniture, clocks, mirrors, and other work. A carriage is an unusually large piece for
him, but the attribution is known by an invoice to Saint-Gaudens now preserved at the Rauner Library of
Dartmouth College.

If the name Charles Ingalls sounds familiar it is because this Mr. Ingalls is related to the author Laura Ingalls
Wilder ("Little House on the Prairie"). His house and woricshop on Court Street in Windsor, VT remains as a
private residence.

The Attorney General's office has approved the agreement as to form, substance and execution.
