EXPLANATION

This request is Retroactive because it was not processed by the agency in time for it to make an earlier
meeting. The State Library IMLS ARPA Grant funding is for the purpose of promoting continuous
improvement in library services in all types of libraries to better serve the people of New Hampshire.

The University of New Hampshire — NH Listens (UNH or UNH-NH Listens) works with communities,
schools, and organizations to create a strong foundation of problem solving, trust building, and
community collaboration. UNH-NH Listens will provide a two-part virtual Facilitators Series training for
NH Public Library staff (up to 300 participants per session). This training will include foundations of
dialogue; both online and in-person facilitation tips, how to productively address difficult situations in
community forums in a constructive manner to keep dialogue flowing; and how to make online and in-
person discussions interactive and inclusive. The sessions will occur on February 22 and March 8, 2022,
and each will be 3 hours in length. The NHSL has received requests from libraries to provide this type of
training so that public libraries can assist communities with having conversations about difficult topics in
a more productive and effective manner.

Earlier in Fiscal Year 2022, the NHSL entered into a Cooperative Project Agreement with the UNH in the
amount of $242,364 for the digitization of NH City and Town Annual Reports. The cumulative total for
UNH requires this request be submitted to Governor and Executive Council for approval.
