REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 21-1:80, I(b), authorize the Departmnent of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division of
Forests and Lands, to enter into a contract with JIS Universal Construction Company (VC #391248),
Dudley, MA in the amount of $21,465 to perform roof replacement on the Taylor Mill Residence at
Ballard State Forest in Derry, NH effective upon Governor and Executive Council approval through June
30, 2022. 100% Capital Funds.

EXPLANATION

The Division of Forests and Lands manages Ballard State Forest in Derry, NH. The existing asphalt
shingle roof on the Taylor Mill Residence is worn out, and roof replacement is necessary to protect the
integrity of the building.

On December 15, 2021, an invitation to submit bids for Asphalt shingle roof replacement at the Taylor Mill
residence within Ballard State Forest was posted on the Division of Purchase and Property's website, the
Division of Parks and Recreation's website, and the following construction services' websites: Construction
Summary of NH, Infinite Imaging, McGraw Hill Construction, Signature Press and Blueprinting, and
Works in Progress. Three contractors attended a mandatory pre-bid meeting on January 18, 2022, two bid
proposals were received on February 3, 2022, and IS Universal Construction was the selected low bidder.
Attached for your information is a summary of the bids received for this project.
