Pursuant to RSA 21-1:80,1 (b), authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division of
Parks and Recreation, Cannon Mountain to enter into a Retroactive and Sole Source contract with AC

Electric Corp., (VC #175253), Auburn, ME in the amount of $14,850 for the labor and materials required to
complete the internal overhaul and vertical vibration signature testing of a snowmaking 1 lOOHP HE vertical
pump motor at Cannon Mountain and Franconia Notch State Park upon Governor and Executive Council
approval through February 5, 2022. 100% Other Funds (Agency Income).

EXPLANATION

This request is Retroactive because on January 2022, Cannon Mountain's largest primary snowmaking
pump began experiencing internal motor vibration. AC Electric, having completed countless pump and motor
repairs/overhauls for Cannon Mountain, was contacted immediately. They were on-site on January 14''' for a
preliminary assessment and picked up the 1 lOOHP GE vertical pump motor the following Tuesday, January
18"*. Due to the urgency of bringing our snowmaking system back up to full water pumping capacity at mid-
season (and in preparation for the critical Presidents' Week vacation period), Cannon asked AC Electric to
start work immediately.

This request is Sole Source because AC Electric is Cannon's longtime preferred and highly trusted motor
overhaul vendor. They've done extensive work on various motors located here at Cannon Mountain over the
last decade, including most of the work on each of the five electric snowmaking pump motors. As such, they
have the necessary intimate critical knowledge of the interior of these motors and were uniquely equipped
with the expertise to perform the immediate internal overhaul and vertical vibration signature testing that was
required on this project.
