The NCHIP Grant focuses on providing funds to develop technology-based law
enforcement tools. The New Hampshire Department of Justice is seeking approval to subgrant
NCHIP funds to the Litchfield Police Department for the purpose of purchasing a LiveScan
Digital Fingerprint machine.

The LiveScan digital fingerprint machine is a critical tool and is used to comply with
requirements regarding electronic fingerprint submissions to the FBI. This process provides
efficiencies, including the identity of criminal history through the Interstate Identification Index
(I11). Electronic fingerprint submissions also eases data entry into federal indices.
