1. Authorize the Department of Transportation to enter into a contract with Brox Industries, Inc.
(Vendor 177569) of Dracut, MA, on the basis of a single bid of $6,215,741.45 for Eastern Turnpike
Resurfacing, Project No. 42264, on I-95 and the Spaulding Turnpike in North Hampton, Greenland,
Portsmouth and Seabrook, from the date of Governor and Council approval through September 23,
2022, unless extended by the Department in accordance with the Standard Specifications. 100%
Turnpike Funds.

EXPLANATION

This project is part of the Turnpike’s Renewal and Replacement Program. This project involves
resurfacing of the Blue Star (1-95) Turnpike in North Hampton and Greenland (MM 6.65—12.1 NB,
12.1 — 7.1 SB), rehabilitate existing crossovers on the Blue Star Turnpike in North Hampton, and
Greenland, as well as inlay all Exit 1 ramps in Seabrook and Exit 90 SB off approach.

Section 22801: 1-95 NB in North Hampton, Greenland, and Portsmouth (Night Resurfacing)
e Northbound barrel from MM 11.6 to MM 12.1 (0.5 miles): Cold plane full width to a depth of 2
inches and pave a 2-inch high strength wearing course pavement.
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e Northbound barrel from MM 6.65 to MM 11.6 (5 miles): Cold plane the travel way and one foot
into each shoulder to a depth of 2 inches and pave a 2-inch high strength pavement. Crack fill,
then fog seal, the remaining shoulders.

e All Exit 1 ramps cold plane 2 inches full width and place 2 inches of high strength pavement.

Section 22803: I-95 Exit 90 SB Off in Seabrook (Night Resurfacing)
e Cold plane full width to a depth of 2 inches and pave 2-inch full width high strength
wearing course pavement up until the state line.

I-95 Crossovers in North Hampton and Greenland (Night Resurfacing)
e Crossovers at MM 7.25, 10.1 and 11.75, remove existing pavement, fine grade, place a 3-
inch binder and a 1.5-inch wearing.
e Crossover at MM 8.8, pave a 1.5-inch full width overlay.

The segments noted are experiencing transverse and longitudinal cracking with spot locations of
delamination due to the age of the pavement and high volume of traffic. Coordinated with Materials and
Research, the proposed improvements have been and will extend the life of this asset potentially
avoiding costlier repair in the future.

The proposed contingency amount is 5% of the contract amount. This is requested due to unforeseen
issues during the construction operation.

Although the bid costs exceeded the Department’s estimate by 4.91%, the sole bid received is felt to be
reasonable for the work involved. Three items of significance (maintenance of traffic, truck mounted
attenuator and mobilization) accounted for 100% of the overage. Readvertising this project would
result, in our opinion, in higher prices and prevent the completion of the work in a timely manner. The
Department considers it to be in the best interest of the State to accept this bid to accomplish these
needed repairs.

The Contractor has been prequalified by this Department. The Contract has been approved by the
Attorney General as to form and execution, and the Department has certified that the necessary funds are
available, and the bid reasonably conforms to the engineer’s estimate in accordance with State
procedure. Copies of the fully executed contract are on file at the Secretary of State’s Office and the
Department of Administrative Service’s Office, and subsequent to Governor and Council approval, will
be on file at the Department of Transportation.
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This project funding is: 0% Federal (100% Turnpike Funded from the Renewal and Replacement
Program).
