REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Health and Human Services, Division of Public Health
Services, to make unencumbered payments to the proficiency testing program providers listed on
Attachment A in an amount not to exceed $88,865.80 for proficiency testing in the Public Health
Laboratories, effective upon Governor and Council approval through June 30, 2024. 100%
Federal Funds.

Funds are available in the following accounts for State Fiscal Year 2023, and are
anticipated to be available in State Fiscal Year 2024, upon the availability and continued
appropriation of funds in the future operating budget, with the authority to adjust encumbrances
between state fiscal years through the Budget Office, if needed and justified.

EXPLANATION

The purpose of this request is for the Department's Public Health Laboratories to
participate in a proficiency testing program to confirm the accuracy of testing performed in the
laboratory. The proficiency testing program is conducted in accordance with the Clinical
Laboratory Improvement Amendments of the Federal Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services,
the National Environmental Laboratory Accreditation Institute and ISO/IEC 17025:2017, which
accredits and certifies the Public Health Laboratories to perform laboratory testing on clinical,
animal, and environmental samples and specimens.

The proficiency testing program is transactional in nature, there are no direct services
provided to clients or to the Department. The following testing are performed as follows to comply
with the Clinical Laboratory Improvement Amendments requirements, the TNI and ISO/IEC
17025:2017, Federal Centers for Disease Control and Prevention and the U.S. Food and Drug
Administration:

1. “Unknown” samples are sent to the Public Health Laboratories, upon request.

2. The Public Health Laboratory tests the samples using standard procedures and
equipment.

3. The Public Health Laboratory sends the sample to the issuing proficiency agency.

4. The proficiency agency reviews the test, compares the results to other participants
and provides a grade to the Public Health Laboratory.

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Proficiency testing program providers are laboratories, businesses, and organizations that
have been approved under the Clinical Laboratory Improvement Amendments regulations or
other federal agencies, to provide proficiency-testing programs for the scope of testing performed
at the Public Health Laboratories. Proficiency testing program providers are selected based on
their ability to achieve ISO/IEC 17043 accreditation. A proficiency testing program providers may
specialize in only a single proficiency or a group of proficiencies. There is no single source for all
proficiency materials that are required by the Public Health Laboratories. Federal agencies have
identified and approved the proficiency testing program providers on the attached list, to provide
specific proficiency testing for the Public Health Laboratories.

Should the Governor and Council not authorize this request the Public Health Laboratories
will not be able to comply with licensing regulations and continue testing for arboviruses, SARS-
CoV-2, HIV, sexually transmitted diseases, tuberculosis, hepatitis, parasites, fungi, and foodborne
pathogens; as well as testing non-clinical samples such as animals for rabies, food, water,
powders and other substances, for biological and chemical agents.
