On March 11, 2021, the Governor authorized allocation of $80,300,000 from the federal funds made
available pursuant to ERA1. Since March 15, 2021, the New Hampshire Emergency Rental Assistance
Program has been providing financial assistance and housing stability services to eligible that have lost
income or experienced other financial hardship because of COVID-19, including the payment of (i) rent;
(ii) rental arrears; (iii) utilities and home energy costs; (iv) utilities and home energy cost arrears; and (v)
other expenses related to housing incurred due, directly or indirectly, to COVID-19, as defined by United
States Department of Treasury.

On March 11, 2021, Section 3201(h) of the H.R. 1319 extended the availability of Emergency Rental
Assistance Funds under Section 501(e) of subtitle A of the Title V of Division N of the Consolidated
Appropriations Act, 2021 (ERA1) from December 31, 2021 to September 30, 2022. This request will
allow NH Housing to continue to use ERA1 funds to provide financial assistance to New Hampshire
households throughout the life of the federal program.
