REQUESTED ACTION

- Authorize the Department of Justice (DOJ) to enter into a subgrant with the Hillsboro
Police Department (Vendor #177407-B005), in an amount not to exceed $49,045, from the
American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA), to support municipalities and state agencies with activities
related to relaxed COVID-19 restrictions, effective upon Governor and Executive Council
through June 30, 2023. 100% Federal Funds.

Funding is available as follows:

EXPLANATION

Due to relaxed COVID-19 rules and restrictions and increased post-pandemic demand for
travel, hospitality, tourism, and other services, it is expected that the State of New Hampshire
will see a heavy influx of resident and tourist activity. This increase poses a challenge to state
agencies and municipalities managing large groups of tourists and crowds at events.

The Hillsboro Police Department will utilize funds to better address an increase in Off
Highway Recreational Vehicle (OHRV) traffic in town. Hillsboro has over 100 miles of trails
-that ATVs and OHRVs are permitted to travel on. In addition, there are two large OHRV/ATV
dealerships in the town of Hillsboro. Relaxed COVID-19 restrictions have resulted in a spike in
OHRYV use resulting in subsequent calls from concerned citizens and emergency calls for service.
Hillsboro Police will use grant funds to purchase a new OHRYV, as the one they currently have is
12 years old and no longer usable. This new OHRV will allow emergency supplies to be carried
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at all times, and will give the Hillsboro Police Department officers the ability to transport
individuals if needed.

The Town of Hillsboro is seeing an uptick in tourists, which is contributing to a rise in
medical calls. The police department is often the first responder on the scene of a medical
emergency before EMS arrives. The Hillsboro Police Department currently has no medical
equipment in the police cruisers and will utilize funds to outfit the department and cruisers with
proper medicals supplies including AED machines and medical supply bags.

These are allowable uses of ARPA funds under Section 602 (c}(1) (C) for maintenance
and building of critical state infrastructure necessary for government services.

In the event federal funds become no longer available, general funds will not be
requested to support this program.
