REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Safety, Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management (HSEM), to amend
an existing Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) (PO# 1080238) with the Department of Environmental Services
(DES) (VC# 201164-B001) to support the Flood Hazards Program by extending the completion date only from
September 30, 2022 to August 31, 2023 effective upon Governor and Council approval. No additional funds.
The original MOA was approved by Governor and Executive Council on June 2, 2021, Item #114. 100% Federal
Funds.

EXPLANATION

This request for an extension is necessary to allow additional interns to be hired in the 2023 summer field season to
allow further assessments toward project goal completion, and to support data management and culvert priority
ranking by Flood Hazards Program staff. A no-cost extension is needed to allow continued support for these priority
activities. It was agreed that an extension to August 31, 2023, approved by Governor and Executive Council, would
provide DES ample time to complete the tasks listed in the Memorandum of Agreement (MOA). HSEM has
reviewed this request with the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) and it was determined that the date
extension will not affect Federal funding.

If Federal Funds are no longer available, General Funds and/or Highway Funds will not be requested to support this
program.

It is hereby agreed that the Memorandum of Understanding (PO# 1080238 ) approved by the
Governor and Executive Council on June 2, 2021, Item #114, between NH Department of
Environmental Services: Flood Hazard Program as “Subrecipient” and the Department of Safety,
Division of Homeland Security & Emergency Management as “State” to fund two full-time
personnel and half the cost of one part-time personnel and associated benefits necessary to support
the Flood Hazards Program for the identification of river-induced public safety hazards in New
Hampshire. To address these initiatives, program staff will undertake several activities to include
conductance of hydraulic modeling of culvert failures and analysis of the resulting impacts on
critical downstream transportation and building infrastructure. Additionally, program stafl will
provide technical administration of the state stream crossing assessment initiative and then NH
Silver Jackets interagency flood risk management team. Flood Hazards Program staff will manage
stream crossing and flood hazards datasets, as relating o flood hazards, in support of DES, HSEM
and other state agencies. MOA is amended as follows:

1. DURATION, Section VII, Effective Date;
Change the project completion date from September 30, 2022 10 August 31, 2023.

2. All other provisions of the grant agreement, approved by the Governor and Executive
Council on June 2, 2021 shall remain in full force and effect.

EFFECTIVE DATE OF THE AMENDMENT: This Amendment shall be effective upon its approval
by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire. If approval is withheld, this
document shall become null and void, with no further obligation or recourse to cither party. IN

I. PURPOSE

The purpose of this Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) is to. provide funding in the amount of
$267,350.00 to the Flood Hazards Program, which includes two full-time and hatf of one part-time
personnel and associated beriefits necessary to support the program of providing. statewlde -
expeitise: and Earth system sclence data, including geologic, groundwater hydrology and eath
sclence to continue the ‘contribution of understanding flooding hazards, while enhancing state
agency and community benefits, through integration of these efforts. Addﬂionaliy the "Flood
Hazards Program provides. administration of the NH Silver Jackets.

Il. PARTIES

The parties to this agreemént are. New Hampshire: Department of Environmental Services
(herelngfter DES) and. the: New' Hampshire Department of Safety, Division. of Homéland. Securlty
and Ernergency Management (herelnafter HSEM).

Iil. AUTHORITY

The Emergency Management Performance Grant (EMPG), awarded by HSEM, supports activities.
assoclatsd with alkhazards planning and preparedness capabililes. ‘and. activities; to- Include
mitigation; preparedness response, and recovery Inltiatives, This;: EMPG Program :supports the-
personnel ‘and data: management. necessary to assist communities and state. agenclas relative to:
she-spécific ISsiies throtighout the state.

IV. SCOPE OF WORK

Addressing the concems caused by floeding upon the communities and citizens of New Hampshire.
remains. a state priority. Support to state agencles and local communities to address these
concems:requires sclentific ‘and subject matter expertise.in both the watér-and geologic resources
of New Hampshire. To contlhue to address thesse inltiatives under this grant, exlsting flood
hazards. program staff will undertake several activittes, while Increasing public benefits through
greater Integration and support with the geologic, groundwater ahd earth séience expertise.of other
staff possessing such expertise within the New Hampshire Geologlcal Survey (NHGS) at DES.

First, the Flood Hazards Program will contribute to, in collaboration with other DES units and state:
agencies, the New Hampshire Stream Crossing Steering Team. Staff will maintaln stream crossing
data, critical to support communities in the: funding of aging and undeféized culvert replacements:

Staff will collaboratively conduct annual training of stream crossing data collectors, :and provide



quality control of all collected data. Culverts will be evaluated for hydraulic vulnerability, with data
subsequently being made publicly avallable. Summer interns will be avallable to collect stream
crossing data where and as needed,

Second, program staff will administer the statewide Flood Hazards Geodatabase, including
inputting and updating data after flood events, so that the geodatabase may serve as a long-term
record of statewide flood events to support mitigation planning and funding, in collaboration with
NH HSEM personnel.

Third, program staff will enhance and continue refinement of the National Hydrography Dataset
(NHD), a key input to flood and stream crossing hazards modaeling efforts, through linking stream
crossing data to the nétwork as events, and refinement of existing stream network flow paths to
maximize stream network and attendant modeling accuracy.

Fourth, the Flood Hazards Program wil administer the multi-agency New Hampshire Silver Jacksts
team, and work among team members on projects that will assist communities and state agencles
with addressing local and regional flood concems.

Fifth, the Floosd Hazards Program In .recent .years: has discussed the need for increased
measurements of water levels on the state's rivers and streams to ‘support flood risk management
and other concems. In discussions with personnel involved in flood risk-at the state and. federal
level, Installation of staff gauges at sirategic locations. across the state has been identified as a
means to enhance fload risk management activities. Efforts are ‘underway to Investigate the
faas:bilrty of installation of such gauges, and the feasibility-of engaging with local town officlals and
citizens fo assist in the establishment of a long-term effart to monitor-and report staft gauge data.
To support these efforts, funds have been budgeted in this. proposal to enablg procurement of staff
‘gauges, .as necessary, to support thelr instaliation for Idenfified locations; based .on coliaborative.
efforts with multiple agencies and partners. These efforts will also explore‘the feasibility of installing
an automated camera to record data at' a stréam gauge. Funds have: been budgeted In-this
proposal to support such a purchase if desmed appropriate for a site- by multi-agency technicat
partnérs. If déemed necessary, the Flood Hazard Program will follow all Federsl requirements
regarding placement of the staff gauges when thése parameters are established.

Sixth, Flood Hazards' Program staff will collaborate with othier NHGS technical staff to prepare:and
enhance geosclence-based datasets that can dlrectly fulfili requirements of future watershed- or
fiver-réach based hydraullc and hydmloglc modeling. These enhancements’ include; but are not
iimited to: hydroenforcement of new digital elevation mode!s. which :take advantage of recently
completed statswide LIDAR; water well. inventory-and GEOLOGSs databases to :support dccurate
depth to. projected groundwater table; -groundwater level menitoring network; depth to bedrock;
surficial geologlc mapping and data; and, Invesﬂgating locations of stream channel cross-sections
for-linking to stream crossing and NHD datasets. Staff will support any. integration, and nofification
of avallabilﬂy of cornpleted datasets with stakeholders statewide, and assist with exploration and
execution of integration of these datasets: with New. Hampshires hazards-based initiatives as
‘neécessary.

Seventh, Flood Hazards Program staff will generate post-event technical summarles relative to
ﬂoods, ice jams and iandslldes after major events occur, in collaboration with state and federal
agencles, using an approved protocol.



Eighth, program staff will assess river, flood and earth-surface processes, and the potential
Implications of those processes on Infrastructure and property, to Inform and support local
communities, as requested.

Additionally, program staff will provide technlcal assistance to state agencies in conducting
infrastructure and vulnerability assessments, and technical review and comment of draft flood-
related reports and documents generated by state agency pregrams when requested.

V. Funding

HSEM agrees to provide financlal assistance from the FFY 2020 EMPG Program In the amount of
$267.,350.00 to DES In support of the tasks listed above, in accordance with Section IV. The
financlal assistance to be provided by HSEM under this MOA requires that DES provide a 50%
matching contribution of the total project amount. The match requirement of $267,350.00 will be
met by DES through the DES Dam Bureau and New Hampshire Gecloglcal Survey personnel to
include, the Chlef Water Resources Engineer, Assistant Chlef Water Resources Englneer and

Hydrogeologist,

DES shall maintain financial records, supporting documents, and all other pertinent records for a
period of three (3) years. In these records, DES shall maintain documentation of the 50% cost
match required by this grant and agreed upon by DES.

Payments shall be made by HSEM to DES quartery through submittal of Invoices for services
rendered. DES agrees to document $267,350.00 In matching expanditures.

VL. TERMINATION

Either party may terminate this agreement by providing notice to the other thirty (30) days prior to
termination.

VIl. DURATION

Upon Governor and Councii approval, this agreement shall continue In effect untll Septembsr 30,
2022, unless terminated earller by elther party.

Vii. AGREEMENT
