REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Justice to amend an existing subgrant, with the New
Hampshire Department of Corrections, Concord, NH (Vendor #202494-B001, Purchase Order
1078470), approved by the Governor and Executive Council on March 3, 2021, item #64, by
extending the end date only from September 30, 2022 to September 30, 2023 upon approval of
the Governor and Executive Council. No additional funds are involved in this time extension.
100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

The Prison Rape Elimination Act (PREA) Grant is from the U.S. Department of Justice,
Bureau of Justice Assistance. This grant program focuses on providing funds to prevent and
eliminate sexual abuse in correctional facilities. On March 3, 2021, the Governor and Executive
Council approved a request, from the Department of Justice, to subgrant $218.400 to the New
Hampshire Department of Corrections to improve its surveillance infrastructure and to provide
sensitive training to staff, residents and other persons or groups supporting incarcerated
individuals.

The planning phase, paired with the program approval from the federal government, has
extended the completion time for the project. Therefore, the original $218.,400 still remains for
this subgrant. The Department of Corrections has requested a time extension to utilize these
remaining funds in order to continue and implement the aforementioned program activity.

In the event that federal funds are no longer available, general funds will not be requested
to support this program.

EXPLANATION

The PREA Grant focuses on providing funds to prevent and eliminate sexual abuse in
correctional facilities. This subgrant to DOC will support two key objectives. The first-objective
will enhance training and information sharing among various,stakeholders. The NH Coalition .
Against Domestic Violence and Sexual Assault will collaborate with DOC to update current
PREA trainings, which will include comprehensive trauma-informed and gender-based curmncula
as well as the utilization of evidence-based praclices. This new program will be directed to stafT,
residents, friends, and families of DOC inmates. Trainings will also be provided to leadership

and intake screening staff, primarily dedicated to the improvement of the resident intake process,
in order to secure and enhance the ability to identify those at risk of sexual victimization.

The second key objective is to strengthen DOC’s current abilities and capacities to detect,
respond, and aid those affected by acts associated with sexual victimization and to assure that all
available services are offered during and after incarceration. In an effort to optimize prevention
mechanisms, DOC will focus on enhancing the ability to track resident activity through the
utilization of upgraded video monitoring equipment purchased by PREA grant funds. Through
expanded abilities to monitor activities and preserve video evidence, DOC will have reliable
methods to detect and prevent PREA-related offenses.

Key measurements of the PREA grant will include a comparison and analysis of related
incidences before verses after implementation of the project. As the project continues, surveys
from residents and staff will be analyzed for further improvements. For transparency, DOC will
utilize its website to track the frequency of newly released PREA related information to the
public. Every 90 days, DOJ will have the responsibility to collect and submit PREA data to the
US Department of Justice, Bureau of Justice Assistance. These measurements will allow a
consistent level of monitoring to assure the effectiveness of the program.

In the event that federal funds become no longer available, general funds will not be
requested to support this program.

The New Hampshire Department of Corrections as Subrecipient shall receive a grant
from the NH Department of Justice (DOJ) for expenses incurred for the PREA (Prison
Rape Elimination Act) Improvement Project, for the purposes of upgrading of securnity
surveillance systcms, the development and implementation of trauma-informed and
gender-based training cumriculum for employees and to improve education programs to
ensure residents and their families are aware of any rcadily available PREA reiated
services.
