The New Hampshire Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS) as Subrecipient
shall receive a subgrant from the New Hampshire Department of Justice (DOJ) for
expenses incurred and services provided for activities surrounding DHHS in compliance
with the terms, conditions, specifications, and scope of work as outlined in the
application for the 2019 Comprehensive Opioid Abuse Program (COAP).
