REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 21-1:80, 1(b), authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, Division of
Parks and Recreation, to enter into a contract with J.J.S Universal Construction Company (VC #391248),
Dudley, MA in the amount of $34,106.40 to perform roof replacements on the office building, storage shed
and pavilion at Pillsbury State Park, Washington NH upon Governor and Executive Council through May
12,2023. 100% Capital Funds.

EXPLANATION

The Division of Parks and Recreation manages Pillsbury State Park in Washington, NH. The existing
asphalt shingle roofs on the office building, storage shed, and pavilion are worn out, and roof replacement
is necessary in order to protect the integrity of the buildings.

On July 25,2022, an invitation to submit bids for Asphalt shingle roof replacements at Pillsbury State Park
was issued in accordance with the Department of Administrative Services' policy. The bid solicitation was
posted on the Division of Purchase and Property's website, the Division of Parks and Recreation's website,
and the following construction services' websites: Construction Summary of NH, Infinite Imaging,
McGraw Hill Construction, Signature Press and Blueprinting, and Works in Progress. Two contractors
attended a mandatory pre-bid meeting on August 16, 2022. One bid proposal was received on August 25,
2022, and J.J.S Universal Construction was the sole bidder. Attached for your information is a summary
of the bids received for this project.

17. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived

The headings throughout the Agreement are
for reference purposes only, and the words contained therein
riiall in no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, constnictibo or meaning of foe provisions of this
Agreement

herein by refetcitce.

23. SEVERABUJIY. In tbe event any ofthe provisions ofthis
