REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services {(NHDES) to amend a SOLE SOURCE
agreement (PO# 1082859) with the Strafford Regional Planning Commission (SRPC} (VC #155570-B001), Rochester,
NH, for the Flood Smart Seacoast Project by extending the completion date to March 31, 2024 from March 31, 2023
and revising the scope of work to include additional reporting deliverables, effective upon Governor and Council
approval through March 31, 2024. The original agreement was approved by Governor and Council on October 27,
2021, item #89. This is a no-cost amendment. 100% Federal funds.

EXPLANATION

This agreement is SOLE SOURCE because the Strafford Regional Planning Commission (SRPC) is the only entity that
provides technical municipal planning assistance to coastal zone communities in the Strafford planning region. SRPC
staff are skilled in fostering regional coordination and developing coastal resilience and hazard mitigation plans and
floadplain management ordinances for its member communities. NHDES is requesting approval of this no-cost
amendment to provide SRPC with additional time to complete the complex tasks in the agreed upon Scope of
Services. Due to circumstances beyond NHDES' control, the Flood Smart Seacoast project coordinator position was
vacated on March 10, 2022, forcing NHDES to temporarily suspend all project activities. NHDES has since rehired a
replacement project coordinator and has received authorization from the National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Administration (NOAA) to extend the period of performance of the federal award to March 31, 2024. This
amendment will allow adequate time for SRPC to: 1) participate in the Flood Smart Seacoast Partnership; 2}
complete floodplain management and hazard mitigation assistance trainings; 3) lead two local coastal resilience
technical assistance projects; and 4) participate in semi-annual project management meetings and comply with
grant reporting requirements. To date, 53,241.79 grant funds have been expended of the total project costs of
$20,000.

project. The amendment has been approved by the Office of the Attorney General as to form, execution, and
content.
