REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to Retroactively amend a Sole Source agreement

(PO #1083998) with the Trustees of Dartmouth College (VC #177157-6013), Hanover, NH, by extending the end

date to December 31, 2022 from June 30, 2022 to allow additional time for completion of work tasks. The original

agreement was approved by Governor & Council on December 22,2021, Item #77. This Is a no cost time extension.

100% Emerging Contaminants.

EXPLANATION

This Is a Retroactive request because NHDES just this week received the required signatures on the amendment

and, therefore, was unable to submit this request for a Governor and Council meeting prior to the June 30, 2022

grant agreement end date. The grant project has taken longer than anticipated due to delays In allocating sufficient

resources, delays in receiving laboratory supplies caused by supply chain Issues, and a need for the laboratory to

revise the analytical approach. Dartmouth believes that this extension will provide the additional time necessary

to complete the project.

The purpose of this agreement is to partner and collaborate with the Trustees of Dartmouth, Department of

Biological Science (Dartmouth), In researching and evaluating how concentrations of certain per- and

polyfluoroalkyi substances (PFAS) In Great Bay, NH, may accumulate in bivalves that are commonly collected by

recreational shellfish harvesters. This award Is Sole Source because Dartmouth is uniquely positioned to conduct

this work due to: 1) the development of lab capacity to process samples for PFAS analysis; 2) their current research

on seafood consumption by NH residents; and 3) an existing grant from the National Institutes of Environmental

Health Science (NIEHS) to evaluate risk from PFAS In seafood.

Funds will support the collection and analysis of sediment and water samples to assess accumulation of PFAS In

shellfish samples that are already Included In the NIEHS grant work. Dartmouth staff will also collect marketplace

samples of seafood Items commonly consumed In NH.The selection of these seafood Items Is based on preliminary

survey results of NH residents to Identify the most commonly consumed seafood items by residents. To date none

of the $65,786 budget has been spent.

The amendment has been approved by the Office of the Attorney General as to form, content, and execution.
