REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to enter into an agreement
with Acton Wakefield Watersheds Alliance, Inc, Union, NH, (VC #159666-B001) in the amount of $75,000
to complete the Pine River Pond (Wakefield) Watershed Protection Plan Phase 1: Residential and Road Best
Management Practices (BMPs), Septic System Replacements, Outreach Project, effective upon Governor
and Council approval through December 31, 2024. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

NHDES issued a Request for Proposals (RFP) for the 2022 Watershed Assistance Grants program. The
thirteen proposals received were ranked based on the criteria included in the RFP: water quality
improvement or protection; cost/benefit ratio; local capacity to complete the project; relative value or
significance of the water body; and general quality and thoroughnpss of the proposal. Based on the results
of the selection process and available federal grant funding levels, seven implementation projects were
selected to receive funding. Please see Attachment B for a list of project rankings and NHDES review team
members. f

Watershed Assistance Grants focus on the reduction of nonpoint source (NPS) pollution. NPS pollution
occurs when rainfall, snowmelt, or irrigation waters travel through the ground or across land, transporting
materials that are then introduced into groundwater or deposited into rivers, lakes, and coastal waters.
Pollutants can include chemicals, sediments, nutrients, and toxins that often have harmful effects on
drinking water supplies, recreation, fisheries, and wildlife. Land development or changes in land use can
also cause NPS pollution by disrupting the natural hydrology of a water body, increasing impervious
surfaces, and contributing to the loss of aquatic habitat. Watershed Assistance Grants address NPS
pollution by promoting responsible land use practices on the watershed scale.

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In 2019, Pine River Pond began experiencing blooms of benthic cyanobacteria mats spreading on the rocky
and sandy substrates of several shallow areas. These mats have the same hue as floating cyanobacteria,
but unlike floating colonies they form a mucus-like consistency that spreads and colonizes the lake beds
of coves and shorelines. Discovery of these blooms underscored the necessity for immediate steps to be
taken to bring the pond back from a negative ecological tipping point.

Through this project, BMPs will be installed on private camp roads and residential properties around the
pond to eliminate sources of stormwater runoff and sediment pollution. This project also includes a septic
system cost-share replacement program for lake residents, to assist homeowners with septic construction
costs. This program gives priority to replacements that have the greatest impact on pond quality by
reducing nutrient loading. BMPs and new septic systems will decrease nutrient loading into Pine River
Pond. By preventing significant increases in nutrient loading, Pine River Pond will experience water quality
improvement and become more resilient to other factors that put pressure on the ecosystem.

The total project costs are budgeted at $125,025. NHDES will prdvide $75,000 (60%) of the project costs
through a federal grant, and the Acton Wakefield Watersheds Alliance will provide the remaining costs
through cash and in-kind services. A budget is provided in Attachment A.

In the event that federal funds become no longer available, general funds will not be requested to support
this program. The agreement has been approved by the Office of the Attorney General as to form,
execution, and content.

2. SCOPE OF WORK: In exchange for grant funds provided by the State of New Hampshire, acting
through the Agency identified in block 1.1 (hereinafter referred to as “the State”), the Grantee
identified in block 1.3 (hereinafter referred to as “the Grantee™), shall perform that work identified and
more particularly described in the scope of work attached hereto as EXHIBIT B (the scope of work
being hereinafter referred to as “the Project”).

In accordance with the provisions set forth in EXHIBIT C, and in consideration
of the satisfactory performance of the Project, as determined by the State, and as
limited by subparagraph 5.5 of these gencral provisions, the State shall pay the
Grantee the Grant Amount. The State shall withhold from the amount otherwise
payable to the Grantee under this subparagraph 5.3 those sums required, or
permitted, to be withheld pursuant to N.H. RSA 80:7 through 7-c.

The Grantee shall not hire, and it shall not permit any subcontractor, subgrantee,
or other person, firm or corporation with whom it is engaged in a combined effort
to perform the Project, to hire any person who has a contractual relationship with
the State, or who is a State officer or employee, elected or appointed.

The Grant Officer shall be the representative of the State hereunder. In the event
of any dispute hereunder, the interpretation of this Agreement by the Grant
Officer, and his/her decision on any dispute, shall be final.

DATA; RETENTION OF DATA: ACCESS.

As used in this Agreement, the word “data” shall mean all information and things
developed or obtained during the performance of, or acquired or developed by
reason of, this Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports, files,
formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video recordings, pictorial
reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic representations,
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computer programs, computer printouts, notes, letters, memoranda, paper, and
documents, all whether finished or unfinished.

Between the Effective Date and the Completion Date the Grantee shall grant to
the State, or any person designated by it, unrestricted access to all data for
examination, duplication, publication, translation, sale, disposal, or for any other
purpose whatsoever.

No data shall be subject to copyright in the United States or any other country by
anyone other than the State.

On and after the Effective Date all data, and any property which has been received
from the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be returned to the State
upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement for any reason, whichever
shall first occur.

The State, and anyone it shall designate, shall have unrestricted authority to
publish, disclose, distribute and otherwise use, in whole or in part, all data.

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Exhibit A
Special Provisions

Federal Funds paid under this agreement are from a Grant Agreement to the State from the US
Environmental Protection Agency, NPS Implementation Grant under CFDA # 66.460. All
applicable requirements, regulations, provisions, terms, and conditions of this Federal Grant
Agreement are hereby adopted in full force and effect to the relationship between this
Department and the grantee. Additionally, the Grantee shall comply with the terms of the
Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act (FFATA) and has provided NHDES with
their Unique Entity Identifier (UEI-SAM) number. The Grantee’s UEI-SAM number is
XK52PTYW37R6.

In addition to the General Provisions of Paragraph 1 through 23, the following provisions,
including those required by federal regulations apply to this Agreement:

|) Nondiscrimination. The Grantee shall comply with 40 CFR part 7 which prohibits
discrimination under any program or activity receiving Federal assistance on the basis of race,
color, national origin, or gender, and 40 CFR part 12 which prohibits discrimination based on
handicap.

Il) Financial management. The Grantee shall comply with 2 CFR Part 200 Subpart D and the
specific standards regarding financial reporting, accounting records, internal control, budget
control, allowable cost, source documentation, and cash management outlined therein.

1) Allowable costs. All costs charged to this Agreement shall be eligible, necessary, and
reasonable for performing the tasks outlined in the approved project scope of services. The
costs shall be allowable, meaning that the costs must conform to specific Federal requirements
detailed in 2 CFR Part 200 Subpart E. The costs, including match, shall be incurred between the
Agreement’s Effective Date and the Completion Date, except that match may begin to accrue
prior to the Effective Date provided it conforms to the terms of the federal Grant Agreement
from the U.S Environmental Protection Agency to the State and follows the date of a NHDES
letter of approval of the proposed project scope of services.

IV) Matching funds. All matching funds contributed by the Grantee shall conform to the same

In accordance with §319(h)(12) of the Clean Water Act,
administrative costs in the form of salaries, overhead, or indirect costs shall not exceed in any
fiscal year 10 percent of the amount of the grant except that costs of implementing
enforcement and regulatory activities, education, training, technical assistance, demonstration
projects, and technology transfer programs shall not be subject to this limitation.

XI1) Management fees. Management fees or similar charges in excess of the direct costs and
approved indirect rates are not allowable. The term "management fees or similar charges"
refers to expenses added to the direct costs in order to accumulate and reserve funds for
ongoing business expenses; unforeseen liabilities; or for other similar costs which are not
allowable under this Agreement.

The Acton Wakefield Watersheds Alliance (AWWA) will perform the following tasks as
described in the proposal titled Pine River Pond Watershed Protection Plan Phase 1: Residential
and Road Best Management Practices (BMPs), Septic System Replacements, Outreach:

Objective 1: The project steering committee will communicate regularly to ensure project
success.
Measure of Success: Conduct four steering committee meetings during the project period.

Deliverable 1: Documentation for at least four steering committee meetings submitted to the
New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES).

Task 1: Conduct four steering committee meetings to ensure regular and efficient
communication during the project period.

Objective 2: Reduce phosphorus loading to Pine River Pond from Individual Sewage Disposal
Systems (ISDS). ‘
Measure of Success: At least six inadequate shoreland residential ISDS will be upgraded.

Deliverable 2: Designs, approved permits, and pollutant load reductions for ISDS replacements
submitted to NHDES.

Task 2: The ISDS upgrade subcommittee will meet at least six times to select ISDS replacement
projects and discuss project administration. Subcontractors will be selected following NHDES
approved procurement procedures.

Task 3: Septic system upgrade will be installed; identified by previous septic survey data and the
septic selection committee to be in need of improvement resulting in a phosphorus load
reduction of 1 - 3 Ibs/yr.

Operations and Maintenance

Management practices implemented as agreed upon in the scope of services of this grant
agreement and with grant funds or matching funds under a Section 319 Watershed Assistance
Grant, shall be properly operated and maintained for the intended purposes during the life
span of the project. The life span of a project shall be determined by the Grantee, tailored to
the types of practices expected to be funded in this project, and agreed upon by NHDES. The
Grantee shall provide NHDES with an engineering estimate of the design life of the best
management practice(s) (BMPs), or in the case of small-scale BMPs which do not have a design
life estimation completed by an engineer, the design life of that practice shall be estimated to
be ten years.

Operation includes the administration, management, and performance of non-maintenance
actions needed to keep the completed practice safe and functioning as intended. Maintenance
includes work to prevent deterioration of the practice, repairing damage, or replacement of the
practice to its original condition if one or more components fail. The Grantee shall assure that
any sub-award of Section 319 funds similarly include the same condition in the sub-award.
Additionally, both USEPA and NHDES reserve the right to periodically inspect a practice during
the life span of the project to ensure that operation and maintenance are occurring. Ifitis
determined that the participants are not operating and maintaining these practices in an
appropriate manner, NHDES may request a refund for that practice supported by the grant.
