EXPLANATION

A Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) grant has been awarded for $15,600,060 (copy attached), which
represents 90% of the funding from the Federal AlP program. AIP-137 will provide funding to rehabilitate
Runway 17/35 Phase III, to include runway pavement, shoulders, blast pads, lighting, and signage at the
Manchester-Boston Regional Airport.

This FAA grant will fund the rehabilitation of 20-year pavement of Runway 17/35 (approximately 9,250 ft), the
intersection of Runways 17/35 and 6/24 and approximately 500 feet of a portion of Runway 24. Runway
shoulders, blast pads, replacement of airport lighting and signage is also included in this project.

The total project cost breakdown is as follows:

The Exhibit "A" Property Map dated August 28,2019 is incorporated
herein by reference or is submitted with the project application and made part of this Grant

Agreement.

25. Empiovee Protection from Reprisal.

a. Prohibition of Reprisals

SPECIAL CONDITIONS

26. The FAA, in tendering this offer on behalf of the United States, recognizes the existence of an agency
relationship between the City of Manchester, New Hampshire, as principal, and the New Hampshire
Aeronautics Commission, as agent, created by an Agreement of Agency dated May 21,1979, which
is incorporated herein by reference and made a part hereof. The sponsor agrees that said
Agreement of Agency will not be amended, modified or terminated without the prior written
approval of the FAA.

27. Lighting. The Sponsor must operate and maintain the lighting system during the useful life of the
system in accordance with applicable FAA standards.

28. Pavement Maintenance Management Program. The Sponsor agrees that it will implement an
effective airport pavement maintenance management program as required by Airport Sponsor
Grant Assurance 11, Pavement Preventive Maintenance-Management. The Sponsor agrees that it
will use the program for the useful life of any pavement constructed, reconstructed, or repaired
with Federal financial assistance at the airport. The Sponsor further agrees that the program will:

a. Follow the current version of FAA Advisory Circular 150/5380-6, "Guidelines and Procedures for
Maintenance of Airport Pavements," for specific guidelines and procedures for maintaining
airport pavements, establishing an effective maintenance program, specific types of distress
and its probable cause, inspection guidelines, and recommended methods of repair;

b. Detail the procedures to be followed to assure that proper pavement maintenance, both
preventive and repair, is performed;

c. Include a Pavement Inventory, Inspection Schedule, Record Keeping, Information Retrieval, and
Reference, meeting the following requirements:

1. Pavement Inventory. The following must be depicted in an appropriate form and level of
detail:

a. Location of ail runways, taxiways, and aprons;

b. Dimensions;

c. Type of pavement; and,

d. Year of construction or most recent major rehabilitation.

2. Inspection Schedule.

a. Detailed Inspection. A detailed inspection must be performed at least once a year. If a
history of recorded pavement deterioration Is available, I.e., Pavement Condition
Index (PCI) survey as set forth in the Advisory Circular 150/5380-6, the frequency of
inspections may be extended to three years.

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b. Drive-By Inspection. A drive-by inspection must be performed a minimum of once per
month to detect unexpected changes in the pavement condition. For drive-by

inspections, the date of inspection and any maintenance performed must be recorded.

3. Record Keeping. Complete information on the findings of all detailed inspections and on
the maintenance performed must be recorded and kept on file for a minimum of five

years. The type of distress, location, and remedial action, scheduled or performed, must be
documented. The minimum information is:

a. Inspection date;

b. Location;

c. Distress types; and

d. Maintenance scheduled or performed.

4. Information Retrieval System. The Sponsor must be able to retrieve the information and

records produced by the pavement survey to provide a report to Uie FAA as may be
required.

29. Project Containing Paving Work in Excess of $500.000. The Sponsor agrees to:

a. Furnish a construction management program to the FAA prior to the start of construction
which details the measures and procedures to be used to comply with the quality control
provisions of the construction contract, Including, but not limited to, ail quality control

provisions and tests required by the Federal specifications. The program must include as a

minimum:

1. The name of the person representing the Sponsor who has overall responsibility for
contract administration for the project and the authority to take necessary actions to

comply with the contract;

2. Names of testing laboratories and consulting engineer firms with quality control

responsibilities on the project, together with a description of the services to be provided;

3. Procedures for determining that the testing laboratories meet the requirements of the

ASTM International standards on laboratory evaluation referenced in the contract
specifications (i.e., ASTM D 3656, ASTM C1077);

4. Qualifications of engineering supervision and construction inspection personnel;

5. A listing of all tests required by the contract specifications, including the type and
frequency of tests to be taken, the method of sampling, the applicable test standard, and

the acceptance criteria or tolerances permitted for each type of test; and

6. Procedures for ensuring that the tests are taken in accordance with the program, that they

are documented daily, and that the proper corrective actions, where necessary, are
undertaken.

7. Submit at completion of the project, a final test and quality assurance report documenting

the summary results of all tests performed and highlighting those tests that Indicated
failure or that did not meet the applicable test standard. The report must include the pay

reductions applied and the reasons for accepting any out-of-tolerance material. Submit

Interim test and quality assurance reports when requested by the FAA.

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a. Failure to provide a complete report as described above, or failure to perform such
tests, will, absent any compelling justification, result In a reduction in Federal
participation for costs incurred in connection with construction of the applicable
pavement. Such reduction will be at the discretion of the FAAand will be based on the
type or types of required tests not performed or not documented and will be
commensurate with the proportion of applicable pavement with respect to the total
pavement constructed under the Grant Agreement.

b. The FAA, at Its discretion, reserves the right to conduct independent tests and to
reduce grant payments accordingly if such independent tests determine that sponsor
test results are Inaccurate.
