This request is Sole Source because refueling missions to the remote kearsarge Mountain Communications
Site are highly specialized and JBI Helicopter Services (JBI) is the ojily company in New Hampshire with
the necessary equipment and expertise to complete this work.

DNCR manages and maintains a communications site at the summit of Kearsarge Mountain, which is
a remote site without road access to the summit. DNCR is responsible for the facility's backup generator,
which provides electricity in the event of a power outage for our radio communications equipment as well
as our tenants who use this facility, including several governmental public safety entities.

Propane fuel is delivered to the summit by helicopter from an off-summit staging area on State property in
multiple 120 lb. cylinders and then transferred into a 1,000 gallon propane tank at the summit
communications facility. Refueling missions are required every VA to 2 years, depending on the number
of power outages/generator use, and are a coordinated effort between DNCR, the Department of Safety's
Division of Emergency Services and Communications, JBI, and the dompany providing the propane.

The Attomey General's Office has reviewed and approved the contract as to form, substance, and execution.
