EXPLANATION

RSA 215-A:3,11,(b) states ” The commissioner of the department of natural and cultural resources may transfer
funds between and among the appropriations for the bureau of trails. The commissioner shall submit a report on a
quarterly basis to the fiscal committee of the general court, the governor #nd council, and the chairmen of the house
and senate executive departments and administration committees, the chairman of the resources, recreation and
development committee, and the chairman of the wildlife, fish and game and agriculture committee of all transfers
made under this paragraph. RSA 9:17-a and RSA 9:17-c shall not apply to transfers made under this paragraph.

The transfers reported above listed under the account titled “Bureau of Trails” were necessary to adequately cover
1*" quarter expenditures and specifically, was conducted to move appropriations from a duplicate accounting unit
19060000 that was created and budgeted for the FY 2022-2023 biennium to separate fund awards by account.
However, it has been determined that this separation is not necessary to maintain fiscal reporting and accountability.
Therefore, the appropriation budget established in the new account has been transferred and this combined into the
old and continuously maintained account 37770000.

RSA 216-A:3-m, II, states” The commissioner of the department of na:tural and cultural resources may transfer
funds between and among the appropriations for the operation of the state park system. The commissioner shall
submit a report on a quarterly basis to the fiscal committee of the general court, the governor and council, and the
chairmen of the house and senate executive departments and administration committees, the chairman of the
resources, recreation and development committee, and the chairman of the wildlife, fish and game and agriculture
committee of all transfers made under this paragraph. RSA 9:17-a and RSA 9:17-c shall not apply to transfers made

under this paragraph.”

The transfers reported above under the account titled “Service Parks” were necessary to adequately cover 1¥ quarter
expenditures or anticipated coming expenditures for the fiscal year.
