Authorize the Governor’s Office for Emergency Relief and Recovery (GOFERR) to enter into a sole
source amendment of a subaward (or grant) agreement with New Hampshire Housing Finance Authority
(Vendor Code 174411), 32 Constitution Drive, Bedford, NH 03110, to provide housing stability and
related services to eligible New Hampshire households, by increasing the price limitation by $2,000,000
from $1,773,000 to $3,773,000, effective upon Govemnor and Council approval through June 30, 2023,
This is an allowable use under the Emergency Rental Assistance fund established by the American
Rescue Plan Act of 2021, HLR. 1319, Section 3201 on March 11, 2021 (ERA2). 100% Federal Funds.
Originally approved by the Governor and Executive Council on May 18, 2022 (Item 55G).

EXPLANATION

Pursuant to sole source subaward agreements under Emergency Rental Assistance (ERA) funding,
specifically funding provided through ERA1 (Consolidated Appropriations Act) and ERA2 (American
Rescue Plan Act), New Hampshire Housing Finance Authority (NHHFA) is responsible for
administration of the New Hampshire Emergency Rental Assistance Program (NHERAP), in
collaboration with the State’s five Community Action Partnerships (CAPs), and GOFERR.

On May 18, 2022, Governor and Council authorized GOFERR to enter into a sole source agreement with
NHHFA in the amount $1,773,000 under ERA2 (G&C Item #52G) for the purposes of providing housing
stability and related services to households as part of NHERAP, a subaward which enabled the continued
provision of services previously authorized with ERA1 funds. This item requests to amend that ERA2
funded subaward with NHHFA for housing stability related services, increasing the price limitation by
$2,000,000 and expanding the services provided therein. The existing housing stability services program
through NHHFA supports access to NHERAP assistance and leverages other resources to promote

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housing stability. NHHFA uses these funds to enter into subawards with the five CAP agencies to provide
housing stability services, including:

 Application assistance that helps households access ERA programs (assistance may be
provided to both tenants and landlords),

» Housing counseling including financial management, budgeting, tenants' rights and finding
another rental, if necessary;

¢ Case management related to housing stability including referrals to and help with filling out
applications for services offered by the CAP and Department of Health and Humar Services;

Wraparound case management builds upon the current case management model by adding specialized
case managers and coordinating case management, services, and supports wholistically across multiple
agencics. The expansion for wraparound case management, funded by this amendment, would expand on
the above services to also include the following:

e Coordinating with mental health, SUD, and other supportive services;

2. SCOPE OF ALLOWABLE USE OF FUNDS: In exchange for grant funds from the State under the
Emergency Rental Assistance fund established by Section 3201 of the American Rescue Plan Act 0£2021,
Pub. L. No. 117-2 (March 11, 2021) (hereinafter referred to as “Section 3201") provided by and subject to
‘the terms of the award from the United States Department of Treasury, CFDA number 21.023, FAIN Nos,
~ ERAEO0119, to the State of New Hampshire, acting through the Agency identified in Paragraph 1.1
(hereinafter referred to as “GOFBRR"), the Grantee identificd in Paragraph 1.3 (hereinafier reforred to as
“the Grantes”), agrees and covenants that the funds will be used solcly for an allowable purpose as defined in
Section 3201, for which Grantee has not recelved payment or reimbursement from any other source, to
provids Houslng Stability Services under Section 3201(d)(1)}(B) to help keep households stably housed by
supporling the access to New Hampshire Emergency Rental Assistance Program' and to leverage other
available resources to keep eligible households stably housed.

4, GRANT AMOUNT: LIMITATION ON AMOUNT: VOUCHERS: PAYMENT.

The Grant Amount is identified in paragraph 1.8 and is more particularly described in EXHIBIT B, attached
hereto. The manner of, and schedule of payment shall be as set forth in EXHIBIT B.

In accordance with the provisions set forth in EXHIBIT B, and in consideration of the satisfactory
performance of the Grant, as determined by the GOFERR, .thc GORERR shalt pay the Grantee the Grant
Amount, i

The payment by the GOFERR of the Grant amount shall be the only, and the complete payment to the
Qrantee for all expenses, of whatcver nature, incurred by the Grantee and claimed as allowable expenses
under this Agreement.
