i. Pursuant to RSA 261:97, Use of Funds, authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources,
Division of Historical Resources, to award a Conservation Number Plate (Moose Plate) grant to the
Town of Orange (VC #160081), in the amount of $20,000 for the rehabilitation of the historic Orange
Town House effective upon Governorand Executive Council approval through October 31, 2024. 100%
Other Funds (Agency Income).

2. Further authorize an advance payment in the amount of $10,000 to the Town of Orange in accordance
with the terms of the contract effective upon Governor and Council approval. 100% Other Funds
(Agency Income).

EXPLANATION
The Conservation Number Plate Fund is used to promote the use and conservation of cultural resources in
New Hampshire and to preserve the cultural heritage that belongs to all New Hampshire citizens by
providing for the preservation of publicly owned historic properties.
The Orange Town House was buailt in 1895 and has continuously been the center of the town’s social, civic,
and historical development. For more than 120 years the building has been used for government offices as
well as the social hub of the community. It is the only municipally owned historic building in the community
and is listed on the Siate Register of Historic Places.
The Attorney General’s Office has reviewed and approved this grant as to form, substance and execution.

CONSERVATION LICENSE PLATE GRANT PROGRAM
NEW HAMPSHIRE DIVISION OF HISTORICAL RESOURCES

1. SIGNAGE & PUBLICITY: As required by the Conservation License Plate Grant Program and the
Division of Historical Resources (DHR), the Grantee agrees to prominently place a DHR provided
grant information sign on site or within the community throughout the project funded by this
grant, and to acknowledge support of the DHR and the Conservation License Plate Program on
any materials promoting the project.

2. REPORTING: The Grantee shall submit a narrative report of progress to the DHR by April 1 and
September 1 annually for the duration of the grant which summarizes progress on the project.
The Grantee agrees to submit a final financial and project report in a format provided by the
DHR, no more than 30 days after the end of the grant period.

EXHIBIT B — SCOPE OF WORK:

1. Grantee agrees to apply the funds from this grant to the project(s) described in grantee’s grant
application and approved budget.

The Town shall contract with a gualified professional to remove the existing membrane roof and
replace it with necessary underlayment and new roof. Reflash and repair chimney, and repair
mortar joints in foundation.

All work shall comply with the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation.
