Governor and Executive Council approval through December 31, 2023, 100% Other Funds (Agency
Income}),

2. Further authorize an advance payment in the amount of $9,000 to the Town of Unity in accordance
with the terms of the contract effective upon Governor and Council approval. 100% Other Funds

{Agency Income.)

EXPLANATION

The Conservation Number Plate Fund is used to promote the use and conservation of cultural resources in New
Hampshire and to preserve the cultural heritage that belongs to all New Hampshire citizens by providing for
the preservation of publicly owned historic properties.

The Town of Unity will use the grant funds fo repair and protect three volumes of Selectmen’s Record Books.
These volumes cover the years 1849 to 1897 and contain unique and invaluable information on the history of
Unity. The original volumes will be conserved for future generations of historians, family researchers, and
anyone interested in the history of Unity, New Hampshire. In addition, these volumes will be digitized for
online access and microfilmed as a backup to assure long-term access to these records. Microfilm copies will
be stored at the State Library and the State Archives. The Town of Unity has been working diligently in recent
years to preserve their historic documents and record books, and this grant will allow them to continue this
work.

The reason we seck approval to provide $9,000 in advance is because the State Library’s Moose Plate grants
pay 90% of the award up front to fund work on the grant project, with 10% withheld until the grantee can show
that their project has been completed.

The Attorney General’s Office has reviewed and approved this grant as to form, substance and execution.
