REQUESTED ACTION

1. Pursuant to RSA 261:97-c, Use of Funds, authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources,
Division of Historical Resources, to award a Conservation Number Plate (Moose Plate) grant to the
Town of Alstead (VC #177348), in the amount of $20,000 for the rehabilitation of the Pavilion at Vilas
Pool effective upon Governor and Executive Council approval through October 31, 2024. 100% Other
Funds (Agency Income).

2. Further authorize an advance payment in the amount of $10,000 to the Town of Alstead in accordance
with the terms of the contract effective upon Governor and Council approval. 100% Other Funds
{Agency Income).

Funding is available in account, Conservation Plate Fund, as follows:

EXPLANATION

The Conservation Number Plate Fund is used to promote the use and conservation of cultural resources in
New Hampshire and to preserve the cultural heritage that belongs to all New Hampshire citizens by
providing for the preservation of publicly owned historic properties.

Vilas Pool Park is a stunning recreational area in Alstead that was donated to the town by local resident and
philanthropist, Charles Nathaniel Vilas, in the first half of the 20" century. The Pavilion is the largest building
in the park and central to the visitor experience and needs necessary exterior repairs to keep it in use for the
public. Vilas Pool Park is listed in New Hampshire State Register of Historic Places.

The reason we seek approval to provide $10,000 in advance is because the DHR’s Moose Plate grant pays
50% of the award up front to get the grant-funded project underway, with 50% withheld until the grantee can
show that their project has been completed.

The Attorney General’s Office has reviewed and approved this grant agreement as to form, substance, and
execution.

CONSERVATION LICENSE PLATE GRANT PROGRAM
NEW HAMPSHIRE DIVISION OF HISTORICAL RESOURCES

1. SIGNAGE & PUBLICITY: As required by the Conservation License Plate Grant Program and the Division of
Historical Resources (DHR), the Grantee agrees to prominently place a DHR provided grant information sign on
site or within the community throughout the project funded by this grant, and to acknowledge support of the
DHR and the Conservation License Plate Program on any materials promoting the project.

2. REPORTING: The Grantee shall submit a narrative report of progress to the DHR by April 1 and September 1
annually for the duration of the grant which summarizes progress on the project. The Grantee agrees to submit
a final financial and project report in a format provided by the DHR, no more than 30 days after the end of the
grant period.

EXHIBIT B — SCOPE OF WORK:

1. Grantee agrees to apply the funds from this grant to the project{s) described in grantee’s grant application and
approved budget.

Grantee shall hire qualified contractors to complete the following tasks:
Storage Room Side of Pavilion:
« Repairs and restoralion of the area around the supply room door to include: demolition of siding,
post wraps, decking, rotted framing, handrails along ramp and left side of building deck system.
e Jacking of main building structure under tie in of roof porch, slabilize base and repair to sill timber,
replace framing in deck, ramp, posts as found rotted.
» Install new decking, flash deck to buitding appropriately, install matching post wraps with details
and siding, install siding to supply side of structure, install new handrails to match existing, and
stain, seal and paint as needed, all finishes to blend with existing structura.

Apartment side of Pavilion:

* Repairs and Restoration of deck and handrail systems, siding and finishes to apartment side of the
building. Demolition of decking, handrail systems as found rotted, post wraps, siding, sheathing as
found rotted, and deck framing as found rotted.

» Install new posts as needed, detail with siding, install remanufactured handrail system, new
sheathing and siding finishes to wall system with appropriate flashings. Prime, paint, stain and
seal to blend with existing.

All work shall adhere to the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards for Rehabilitation.
