REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 261:97-c, Use of Funds, authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, State Council
on the Arts to award a Conservation Number Plate (Moose Plate) grant to Opera North (VC# 166554) in the amount of
$20,000 to improve the accessibility of the Beaman House at Blow-Me- Down Farm for artists and patrons attending
the Summerfest festival by installing an accessible ramp and first floor restroom, effective upon Governor and Council
approval through June 30, 2023. 100% Other Funds (Agency Income).

EXPLANATION

Moose Plate Funds are used to promote the use and conservation of cultural resources in New Hampshire and to
preserve the cultural heritage that belongs to all New Hampshire citizens by providing for the preservation of publicly
owned historic properties.

Opera North has established itself as the only full-time, professional opera company in New Hampshire. Throughout its
history and has focused on producing exceptional performances of opera, operetta and musical theater and developing
the Upper Valley as a national cultural destination.

Opera North is revitalizing the spirit of creativity that defined the Cornish Colony through the development of Blow-
Me-Down Farm as the site of Summerfest. This is a festival celebrating music, dance, visual arts, and the unique sense
of place embodied by the farm and its environs. Their vision for the festival brings noted performers and artists from
around the world, sparks new collaborations with the region's professional arts organizations, spurs increased tourism
to the region, and catalyzes economic activity in Grafton and Sullivan Counties and surrounding communities. The
2021 Summerfest season, returning to full post-pandemic production, drew nearly 5,000 visitors to the farm.

For the past four years, arts programming at the farm during Summerfest has ranged from opera, musical theater and
jazz to circus and the visual arts. In future seasons, they hope to expand their offerings to include dance and site-
specific theater pieces. The 3,400 square foot Beaman home, is the primary structure at the farm and has been through
several additions, removals, and modifications. Opera North has begun work to rehabilitate the Beaman House to serve
as administrative headquarters for Summerfest, along with dressing rooms and rehearsal and practice studios for artists
and public function space. The grant will be used to build a ramp to allow access into the Beaman House and
remodeling the bathroom on the first floor will ensure that this historic home is accessible to all who visit the site -
staff, artists, musicians, patrons, and community members.

The Attorney General's Office has reviewed and approved the agreement as to form, substance and execution.
